AN ORDINANCE TO REGULATE THE USE OF ROADS, HIGHWAYS, AND STREETS IN 
THE CITY OF HATTIESBURG BY COMMERCIAL TRUCKS, AND TO DESIGNATE ROUTES 
ON WHICH COMMERCIAL TRUCK TRAFFIC IS PERMITTED; REPEALING ORDINANCE 

NUMBER 3060, ADOPTED DECEMBER 7, 2010, AND ALL PRIOR ORDINANCES IN 
CONFLICT HEREWITH, WHICH SHALL REMAIN IN EFFECT UNTIL THE EFFECTIVE 

DATE OF THE INSTANT ORDINANCE 
 

An Ordinance to regulate the use of roads, highways, and streets in the CITY OF HATTIESBURG by 
commercial trucks, and to designate routes on which commercial truck traffic is permitted; repealing 

Ordinance Number 3060, adopted December 7, 2010, and all prior ordinances in conflict herewith, which 
shall remain in effect until the effective date of the instant ordinance 

 
THE CITY OF HATTIESBURG, MISSISSIPPI, ORDAINS: 
 
Sec. 1 TITLE 
This Ordinance shall be known and referred to as the “City of Hattiesburg Truck Route Ordinance”. 
 
Sec. 2 LEGISLATIVE FINDINGS 
The City Council of the City of Hattiesburg hereby determines that it is necessary for the public health, 
safety, and welfare to designate certain streets, roads, or highways located in the City as appropriate for 
use by commercial trucks in route to various destinations in the City or in neighboring municipalities. In 
recent years the metropolitan area of the City of Hattiesburg has experienced significant growth in the 
volume of commercial truck traffic and, as a result, has received an increasing number of complaints from 
residents of certain areas in the City through which the commercial truck traffic passes en route to various 
industrial or commercial enterprises located in the City or in neighboring municipalities. 
 
Sec. 3 RESTRICTION ON COMMERCIAL TRUCK TRAFFIC 
It is unlawful for any person, firm, or corporation to operate or cause to be operated a commercial truck, 
as hereinafter defined, on any street, road, public right-of-way, or highway unless that route has been 
designated by this Ordinance as one on which commercial truck traffic is permitted. 
 
Sec. 4 DEFINITION, COMMERCIAL TRUCK 
As used herein, the words “commercial truck” shall mean any motor vehicle or combination of vehicles, 
with a manufacturer’s Gross Vehicle Weight Rating (GVWR) of 26,001 pounds or more (corresponding 
to Federal vehicle weight Class 7 or higher), or any motor vehicle with four (4) or more axles regardless 
of GVWR, that is constructed or used for the transportation of commodities, merchandise, produce, 
freight, animals, goods, wares, raw materials, or materials which have been processed although the 
manufacturing process has not been completed or there are other steps to be completed in the 
manufacturing process. 
 
For purposes of this definition, the GVWR of a combination vehicle shall be calculated as the combined 
GVWR of the towing unit and all towed units. A towing unit that would not independently meet the 
26,001-pound threshold shall nonetheless be considered a commercial truck when operated as part of a 
combination vehicle who’s aggregate GVWR meets or exceeds 26,001 pounds. 
 
Vehicle classifications referenced in this Ordinance correspond to the Federal Highway Administration 
(FHWA) 13-class vehicle classification system. A reference guide illustrating FHWA vehicle classes is 
attached hereto as Exhibit A for general reference. 
 
The FHWA 13-class vehicle classification chart attached as Exhibit A is provided for general reference 
purposes only. The operative threshold for determining whether a vehicle constitutes a commercial truck 
under this Ordinance is the manufacturer’s Gross Vehicle Weight Rating (GVWR) as stamped on the 
vehicle’s door placard. Where a vehicle’s GVWR meets or exceeds 26,001 pounds, it is subject to this 
Ordinance regardless of its axle count or configuration as depicted in the classification chart. 
 
Any motor vehicle for which a manufacturer’s GVWR rating is not legibly displayed on the vehicle shall 
be presumed to meet or exceed the applicable threshold if the vehicle has three (3) or more axles or 
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otherwise presents the physical characteristics of a Class 7 or higher vehicle, as determined by the 
responding law enforcement officer. 
 
The words “commercial truck” does not include the following: 

1. Fire trucks and all apparatus classified as emergency response vehicles by the Hattiesburg Fire 
Department; 

2. All other emergency vehicles operating in performance of an emergency function; 
3. Motor homes and recreational vehicles as defined under Miss. Code §63-21-3; 
4. Farm tractors and equipment operated in connection with agricultural activity; 
5. Utility service vehicles owned or operated by a public utility regulated under Miss. Code §77-3-1 

et seq., or bearing the official insignia or marking of such a utility, while in direct performance of 
utility installation, maintenance, repair, or emergency restoration work within the City; and 
contractors or subcontractors performing such work on behalf of a regulated utility or the City, 
provided such vehicles display or carry documentation of the applicable utility service agreement 
or City work order upon request; 

6. Road construction and maintenance equipment being actively used for projects located within the 
City; 

7. Private automobiles and pickup trucks with a manufacturer’s GVWR of less than 26,001 pounds; 
8. All vehicles owned and operated by the City of Hattiesburg while engaged in the performance of 

City functions; and (b) Vehicles operating under a written contract with the City of Hattiesburg 
for the provision of City services, provided that such vehicles shall operate only upon routes 
designated in a current Contractor Route Authorization. The City’s Traffic Committee may 
recommend the issuance, modification, or revocation of a Contractor Route Authorization at any 
time, independent of the underlying service contract, subject to the joint written concurrence of 
the Chief Administrative Officer, Chief of Police, and City Engineer. Such authorization shall be 
based upon public infrastructure construction, utility restoration, municipal operational necessity, 
or other governmental service-related activities requiring route access not otherwise available on 
the designated truck route network. Deviation from a designated contractor route, as indicated in 
the authorized Ordinance, shall constitute a violation of this Ordinance. 

 
Sec. 5 EXCEPTION, LOCAL DELIVERIES 
A commercial truck may use or travel upon a street, road, public right-of-way, or highway designated as a 
prohibited route if the vehicle is traveling to a specific business or residence for the purpose of delivering 
or picking up goods, wares, or merchandise, or for the purpose of providing services at the business or 
residence upon arrival, subject to the following conditions: 
 

(a) The vehicle shall enter the prohibited route at the nearest available designated truck route to 
the delivery or service destination, proceed by the most direct path to that destination, and return 
to a designated truck route by the shortest available path immediately upon completion of the 
pickup, delivery, or service call; 
(b) The driver of a commercial truck using this exception shall have on their person, or accessible 
within the vehicle, a delivery manifest, work ticket, purchase order, or similar documentation 
identifying the specific delivery or service destination. Such documentation shall be made 
available to any law enforcement officer upon request; failure to produce acceptable 
documentation shall constitute a violation of this Ordinance; and 
(c) This exception shall not be construed to permit the use of a prohibited route as a through-route 
or as a means of avoiding a designated truck route; and 
(d) This exception shall not be available to commercial trucks with a manufacturer’s GVWR of 
33,001 pounds or more (Class 8 or higher) on any residential or non-arterial street. Such vehicles 
may only travel on a prohibited residential street pursuant to a Contractor Route Authorization 
issued under Sec. 4, Item 8(b), or a special permit issued pursuant to Sec. 9. 
 

Sec. 6 EXCEPTION, LEAVING OR RETURNING TO HOME OR PLACE OF BUSINESS 
Nothing herein shall prevent a commercial truck from leaving or returning to its customary storage 
location at a commercial or industrial location situated along a prohibited route, provided that: 
 

(a) The driver utilizes the most direct available path between the storage location and the nearest 
designated truck route; and 
(b) This exception applies only to travel directly to or from the customary storage location and 
does not permit use of prohibited routes for any other purpose. 
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Sec. 7 DESIGNATED TRUCK ROUTES 
Commercial trucks shall be operated on the following routes in the City only except as otherwise 
provided in this Ordinance: 
 

1. U.S. Highway 49, within the full extent of the City limits. 
2. Old Highway 42 (also known as James Boykins Memorial Drive), from U.S. Highway 49 to the 

City limits. 
3. Interstate 59, within the full extent of the City limits. 
4. U.S. Highway 98 (also known as Hardy Street), from the western City limits to U.S. Highway 49. 

The portion of this corridor designated as Mississippi Highway 198 shall be identified by its 
MDOT designation where applicable. 

5. U.S. Highway 11 (also known as Veterans Memorial Drive from Interstate 59 to W.S.F. Tatum 
Drive, and Broadway Drive from W.S.F. Tatum Drive northbound), from the southern City limits 
to the U.S. Highway 49 interchange. 

6. James Street, from U.S. Highway 98 to Edwards Street. 
7. Edwards Street, from U.S. Highway 49 to its full extent within the City limits. 
8. JM Tatum Industrial Drive, from James Street to U.S. Highway 49. 
9. W.L. Runnels Industrial Drive, from U.S. Highway 98 to JM Tatum Industrial Drive. 
10. Old U.S. Highway 98, from U.S. Highway 98 to U.S. Highway 49. 
11. Bouie Street (also known as Gordon Street for a portion of its length), within the full extent of the 

City limits, connecting to Old Highway 42. 
 
The routes designated in this Section may be permanently amended only by ordinance of the City 
Council. The City’s Traffic Committee may recommend temporary or minor modifications to designated 
truck routes, including temporary reroutes necessitated by construction, infrastructure repair, or 
emergency conditions. Such recommendations shall take effect upon the joint written concurrence of the 
Chief Administrative Officer, Chief of Police, and City Engineer, and shall not exceed a period of one 
hundred eighty (180) days, or length of time needed for applicable project, without Council review. 
Notice of any temporary modification shall be provided to the Hattiesburg Police Department prior to 
implementation. 
 
Sec. 8 SIGNS, POSTING 
The City shall cause all locally maintained designated truck routes to be posted with appropriate signage 
in accordance with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD) as adopted by the 
Mississippi Department of Transportation, providing notice of permitted truck routes and directing 
commercial truck traffic accordingly. Signage on routes maintained by MDOT shall be the responsibility 
of MDOT in accordance with state highway standards and procedures. For temporary route modifications 
authorized pursuant to Sec. 7, the Hattiesburg Police Department shall be notified of any approved 
modification and shall enforce accordingly. Where a temporary modification requires an escort, the escort 
shall serve as sufficient notice for the duration of that movement. 
 
Sec. 9 SPECIAL PERMITS 
The Hattiesburg Police Department shall have authority to grant a written permit in special cases that 
would otherwise be in violation of the provisions of this Ordinance. Such permits shall authorize one (1) 
round trip, or a single coordinated movement of multiple vehicles operated by the same entity, on a 
specified route. The ten (10) day validity period from the date of issue provides scheduling flexibility for 
the single authorized trip or movement; it does not authorize repeated or recurring use of a prohibited 
route. Said permit shall describe the vehicle or vehicles covered, the time and dates of travel, and the 
route to be taken by the vehicle. The fee for special permits issued pursuant to this section shall be 
established by the City’s duly adopted fee schedule, as may be amended from time to time. It is the 
intention of this provision to provide for bona fide use of commercial vehicles and trucks outside of the 
truck routes where the necessity and practicality of a situation dictate a proper exception to the application 
of the Ordinance. 
 
Sec. 9.1 STATE OVERSIZE/OVERWEIGHT PERMIT INTERACTION 
Nothing in this Ordinance shall be construed to supersede the requirements of any oversize or overweight 
permit issued by the Mississippi Department of Transportation (MDOT) pursuant to Miss. Code §63-5-33 
or related statutes. However, a state-issued oversize or overweight permit does not independently 
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authorize travel on streets within the City of Hattiesburg that are not designated as truck routes under this 
Ordinance, unless the permitted route as specified in the state permit expressly includes such streets. 
 
Carriers operating under a state oversize or overweight permit on a non-designated route within the City 
shall notify the Hattiesburg Police Department prior to such movement. The Hattiesburg Police 
Department may coordinate with MDOT and the City Engineer to establish conditions for the movement, 
including escort requirements, time-of-day restrictions, or alternate routing, consistent with both the state 
permit and this Ordinance. 
 
Nothing in this Section shall be construed to require a separate City special permit pursuant to Sec. 9 for 
movements already authorized by a valid state oversize or overweight permit, provided the carrier 
complies with the notification requirement of this Section. 
 
Sec. 10 VIOLATIONS 
Any person violating the provisions of this Ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor. Each instance of 
travel on a restricted route shall constitute a violation of this Ordinance. The fine for a violation of this 
Ordinance shall be not less than two hundred fifty dollars ($250.00). Increased criminal fines may be 
imposed for repeated violations of this Ordinance by a person. A “repeat violation” of this Ordinance is a 
second or subsequent violation committed by a person within one year of a prior violation of this 
Ordinance, and for which the person admits responsibility or is determined to be responsible. Calculation 
of repeat violations shall be measured by the date of violation, and not by the date of any official 
adjudication. The sanction for a violation of this Ordinance which is a first repeat violation shall be a fine 
of not less than five hundred dollars ($500.00), plus assessments and/or 30 days in jail. The fine for a 
violation of this Ordinance which is a second or subsequent repeat violation shall be a fine for the 
maximum amount of one thousand dollars ($1,000.00). Citations for violation of this Ordinance shall be 
issued by any law enforcement officer of the City of Hattiesburg. 
 
Sec. 11 SEVERABILITY 
This Ordinance and the various parts, sections, subsections, sentences, phrases, and clauses thereof are 
hereby declared to be severable. If any part, sentence, paragraph, section, subsection, phrase, or clause is 
adjudged to be unconstitutional or invalid, it is hereby declared that the remainder of this Ordinance shall 
not be affected thereby. 
 
Sec. 12 REPEAL 
All Ordinances or parts thereof which are in conflict in whole or in part with any of the provisions of this 
Ordinance, as of the effective date of this Ordinance, are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict, 
except that terms defined herein for the purpose of interpretation, administration, and enforcement of this 
Ordinance will in no way, manner, or form repeal, modify, or otherwise change the definition of any such 
terms as used in other Ordinances of the City of Hattiesburg. 
 
Sec. 13 EFFECTIVE DATE 
This Ordinance is ordered to take effect thirty (30) days from and after passage as provided by law.

KNOW ALL PERSONS BY THESE PRESENTS, that Bridgette Lang ("Landowner"), the 
fee simple owner of that certain real property located at 302 Park Ave, Hattiesburg, Forrest 
County, Mississippi, PPIN 14951 (the "Property"), does hereby grant and convey to the City of 
Hattiesburg, Mississippi, its officers, employees, authorized representatives, agents, and 
contractors (collectively, the "City"), a non-exclusive right of entry upon and across the Property 
for the purposes set forth herein.

The various wild growth trees in the acquisition area provide some light cover and buffering from the Elks Lake 
road traffic.  Due to the trees providing some benefit to the residential home, a replacement  of 5 landscaped 
trees has been included in the compensation.  The property owner could replant the landscaped trees along the 
new right of way to reestablish a landscape buffer.  On March 24th, 2026, the appraiser spoke with a local 
landscaper in regards to tree planting. He stated that the cost to replant a landscaped tree ranged from $500-
800 per tree, with the unit cost reduced if multiple trees were planted.  In order to compensate the landowner for 
the loss of buffering, 5 trees at $650/tree was included in the compensation.

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Highest and Best Use Analysis 
 
Highest and best use is defined in The Dictionary of Real Estate Appraisal, Seventh Edition, 2022, page 88, 
compiled by the Appraisal Institute as: 
 

“The reasonably probable use of property that results in the highest value.  The four criteria that 
the highest and best use must meet are legal permissibility, physical possibility, financial feasibility, 
and maximum productivity.” 

The highest and best use of land as if vacant and the highest and best use as improved, if applicable, must meet 
the four criteria above, and the criteria are often considered sequentially. The tests of physically possible and legally 
permissible uses of the site must be applied before the remaining tests of financial feasibility and maximum 
productivity.   
 
In determining the highest and best use of the subject in the before and after, the appraiser has considered the 
following factors: 
 

1. The physical characteristics of the land and improvements, including but not limited to the land’s size, 
shape, public road frontage, topography, soil and sub-soil conditions, physical access, available utilities, 
location, and surrounding land uses. 

2. The legal restrictions that may limit development of the property, including but not limited to zoning 
requirements, easements, deed restrictions, environmental regulations, lease encumbrances, subdivision 
covenants, and historic district controls.  

3. The uses that meet the first two criteria are analyzed further to determine financially feasible uses. 
4. Among the financially feasible uses, the maximally productive use is the highest and best use. 

 
The highest and best use of the larger parcel(s) in the before and after is discussed below:  

Highest and Best Use Analysis  

Physically possible: The subject site has physical access to a public paved road.  The property is large enough 
for a wide variety of use. The only physical limitation to the site is the small flood zone area. 
 
Legally permissible: The site is located inside the city limits of Hattiesburg and is zoned A-1; Agricultural District 
by the City of Hattiesburg. This zoning class is “The purpose of A-1 Agricultural District is to permit agricultural 
uses and low-density residential development. This district is consistent with the Rural Residential / Agricultural 
District in the Comprehensive Plan. The district is intended to encourage and protect rural uses from urbanization 
until such is warranted and the appropriate change in district classification is made.” 
 
Financially feasible: The subject is located on Elks Lake Road. This area of Forrest County has consistent 
demand for large residential homesites utilizing the convenient location to Hattiesburg amenities, yet having a 
rural feel.  Some sort of large homesite is feasible for the site.  
 

Maximally Productive: Numerous uses for a particular property may fall under the guidelines of being 
financially feasible; however, within this range of uses certain specific uses tend to be more productive than 
others.  The specific use which yields the highest net return to land value is considered to be the maximally 
productive use.  Due to the location and zoning, the maximally productive use of the site was concluded to be 
a rural residential homesite.  
 
Conclusion of Highest and Best Use:  After considering the physical size, location, zoning and access, the 
highest and best use of the property would be as a large residential homesite.

Reason(s) for excluding any approaches to value  

All three approaches to value were considered in the valuation of the subject property.  The Sales Comparison 
Approach was the only approach considered to be applicable in the determination of the land value, and there is 
a sufficient amount of market data available to estimate the land value of the subject property by using only the 
sales comparison approach.  As “land only” is being valued, the Cost Approach isn’t applicable.  Also, there is 
no income data for similar properties.  The Income Approach would not produce a credible assignment result. 
 
Due to the property being appraised as vacant land, the cost approach and income capitalization approach were 
not utilized.

Market Conditions:  The sales occurred from 2021-2025.  The residential market in the area saw a strong uptick 
in values from 2021/2022,  and has generally continued to grow in recent years.  However, with the uptick in interest 
rates, the market has cooled slightly.  In addition to the 3 comparable land sales, 43 closed transactions in the area 
were analyzed.  All of these sales are residential properties in the Forrest County area.  Platting this data shows a 
minor increase in values since 2022. Considering a strong increase post 2021, with a more modest recent increase, 
an annual increase of 4% per year has been applied to the sales.    
 
Location:  The subject is located in an established residential district along Elks Lake Road. This location has 
moderate demand, and was considered similar to sales 1 and 2.  Sale 3 is located east of Highway 49 in a lower 
demand area, considered inferior.

Size: The subject property is 18.26 acres, with the sales ranging from 8.17 to 16.30 acres.  The 43 researched 
sales show a value decline as land size increases.  This is shown in the chart below.  
 

    
 
An analysis of 43 closed land transactions within the subject market area indicates that price per acre values exhibit 
a general decline as tract size increases, consistent with typical behavior of land markets.  The scatter chart has 
wide variances, questioning the strength of the data. Nevertheless, the directional relationship between size and 
unit value is consistent across both the regression analysis and the bracket groupings, and a size adjustment is 
considered appropriate and market-supported when comparing land sales of meaningfully different tract sizes. In 
comparing the subject to the sales, the only sale with a significant size difference was sale 1, and a -15% adjustment 
was applied for differences in size.  
 
Topography: The subject is mostly level wooded land with only a small portion in a flood zone. This was along the 
creek and far away from the homesite. All of the sales are generally similar in topography.  
 
Coverage:  The subject property is lightly wooded with scattered timber coverage providing natural screening and 
aesthetic appeal, while maintaining sufficient open and semi-open areas suitable for residential homesite 
development. A review of the comparable sales utilized in this analysis indicates that all sales had similar woodland 
coverage consistent with the subject. As no meaningful differences in ground cover or timber density were identified 
between the subject and the comparable sales, no adjustments for vegetation or timber coverage were considered 
necessary or applied in this analysis.  
 
Utilities:  The subject property has access to power, public water and sewer. All of the sales are similar.  
 
Access: All of the sales have similar access to paved pubic road with suitable frontage for development.  
 
Other:  The subject property and the majority of the comparable sales utilized in this analysis reflect generally 
regular to slightly irregular configurations, which are typical of rural residential land tracts in this market and do not 
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materially impact utility or marketability. Sale 2, however, exhibits a highly irregular shape that diminishes its 
functional utility and overall market appeal relative to the subject. Irregular configurations of this nature can limit the 
placement of improvements, reduce the usable area of the tract, and create access or setback challenges that a 
typically motivated buyer would consider a disadvantage. As a result, Sale 2 is considered inferior to the subject 
with respect to site shape, and a positive adjustment has been applied . While insufficient paired sales data exists 
within this market to extract a precise quantified adjustment, the adjustment is considered well-reasoned and 
consistent with the expectations of a typical buyer in this market area. It was concluded that a buyer would recognize 
the functional limitations imposed by a highly irregular configuration. Due to sale 2’s irregular shape, a strong 
positive adjustment was applied to this sale.  
 

Before Value - Reconciliation of Land Sales 

 
The subject property is a wooded residential lot in the Forrest county area, and was compared to 3 other residential 
lot sales. After adjustments, the sales have adjusted per lot values from $7,362-$13,677 per acre.  The two most 
recent sales have unit values ranging from $$11,424-$13,677 per acre.  
 
As mentioned previously, the appraiser also analyzed a much larger data set of active and closed transactions in 
the Forrest county area. This data set comprised of 27 active listings and 43 closed transactions.  The results of 
this larger data set is summarized below.  
 
Closed Sales 
A total of 43 closed land transactions were analyzed across four areas in the subject market area. Properties ranged 
from 5 to 24 acres. The overall market reflected a median sold price of $10,455 per acre, with an average of $11,156 
per acre. Days on market varied considerably — the median was 45 days, while the average was 112 days. 
 
Hattiesburg 
Hattiesburg produced 15 closed transactions, making it the second most active city. The average price per acre 
was $9,993, with a range from $6,000 to $18,750 per acre. Average days on market was 114 days, ranging from 4 
to 450 days.  
 
Petal 
Petal was the most active market in the dataset, accounting for 23 of the 43 closed transactions — more than half 
of all sales. The average sold price per acre was $12,886.  
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Active Listings 
 
A survey of the current active land market identified 15 residential rural listings within the Forrest county area, after 
excluding commercially-oriented properties along Evelyn Gandy Parkway and US Highway 49 that were not 
considered representative of the residential land market. The active listings span four communities — Petal (8 
listings), Hattiesburg (5 listings), Brooklyn (1 listing), and Wiggins (1 listing) — with tract sizes ranging from 
approximately 5 to 21 acres, consistent with the subject market's typical offering size. List prices per acre within the 
cleaned dataset range from $4,722 to $65,340, with an average of $22,413 per acre and a median of $14,832 per 
acre. The median asking price represents a modest premium over the closed sales median of $10,455 per acre, 
which is typical of an active listing inventory where seller expectations have not yet been fully tested by the market.  
 
Overall, the active listing data is considered generally supportive of the value range indicated by the closed sales, 
with the median asking price bracketing the upper end of the closed sales range and confirming that the subject 
market remains active with reasonable buyer and seller participation. 
 
Per acre value conclusion 
 
The three adjusted sales were considered the most comparable land sales in the market, all similar in overall utility, 
use, and highest and best use.  After adjustments, the sales ranged from $7,362-$13,677 per acre.  The two most 
recent sales were given most preference, with a value range from $11,424-$13,677 per acre.  This range fits inline 
with the broader set of sales that average $11,156/acre across 43 sales.  The active listings have a median of 
$14,832/acre, slightly higher than the indicated range from the sales.  
 
Overall, putting most emphasis on the adjusted sales, but some emphasis on the other value indicators, a unit value 
of $13,000/acre was concluded for the subject site.  The affected landscaping was included in the before value for 
compensation purposes.

Reconciliation  

The proposed acquisition of the subject property is a partial take with a remainder of +/-18.22acres. The 
property was valued as a residential homesite at $13,000/acre.  For this appraisal, I was able to find several 
local residential sales, which strengthened the overall value conclusion.    Following the right of way 
acquisition, the remaining 18.22 acres has not lost any utility or functionality. Due to this, the land was valued 
in the after condition at the same unit value.    
 
In order to compensate the landowner for the loss of landscaping along the roadway, local companies were 
consulted to provide a reasonable replacement cost.  These items were included in the just compensation 
opinion.  
 
The Sales Comparison approach was the only applicable approach used to value the subject property. It 
utilized recent sales in close proximity, which created supportable opinions and values. The difference in 
the before and after values indicated a just compensation of $3,770. 

 
 

The difference between the Fair Market Value of the whole tract and the remainder is $3,770 

as of March 23rd, 2026, and is my opinion of just compensation, for the acquisition of the real property rights 
described in this appraisal report.

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Terms and Definitions 
 

Agency - the Federal Agency, State, State Agency, or person that acquires real property or displaces a person. 
 
Appraisal – 2020-2023 USPAP defines an appraisal as the act or process of developing an opinion of value; an 
opinion of value. 
 
Uneconomic Remnant - a parcel of real property in which the owner is left with an interest after the partial 
acquisition of the owner’s property, and which the Agency has determined has little or no value or utility to the 
owner. 
 
Total Ownership - the total amount of contiguous property, under the ownership of a single legal entity, as indicated 
by the map provided to the appraiser by the MDOT for an appraisal assignment.

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for the particular use to which it is adapted.  There must be a present demand for the land for such purpose or a 
reasonable expectation of such demand in the near future.6 
 
Before and After Rule [Mississippi] -  When part of a larger tract of land is taken for public use, the owner should 
be awarded the difference between the fair market value of the whole tract immediately before the taking, and the 
fair market value of that remain[ing] immediately after the taking, without considering general benefits or injuries 
resulting from the use to which the land taken is to be put, that are shared by the general public.7 Any decrease or

The facts, analyses, opinions, and conclusions contained in this appraisal report establish an estimate of just 
compensation, as prescribed under the laws of the State of Mississippi, payable for the acquisition of specified real 
property rights, being acquired for public use.  The estimate of just compensation in this appraisal report includes 
the fair market value of the property, damages to the remaining property, if any, and such curative costs as are 
permitted by the Laws of the State of Mississippi, and, upon determination by appraisal review that this appraisal 
report complies with all applicable standards and requirements, serves as the basis for the establishment of the 
amount believed to be just compensation for the acquisition of the “real property” described herein.

Purpose of the Appraisal 
The purpose of the appraisal is to render an opinion as to the Fair Market Value of specified real property as of the 
stated date and, through application of the Before and After Rule as prescribed under the laws of the State of 
Mississippi, the valuation of the remainder of specified real property.  The difference between these two valuations 
is the value being sought by the client and is reported to the client as the “fair market value of the area to be acquired 
and damages, if any, to the remainder”. 

Parameters of Data Search 
The scope of the assignment is to collect and verify as completely as possible, comparable sales, and rentals, if 
applicable, from within the subject area, or other areas that, in the opinion of the appraiser, are reasonably 
comparable to the subject area, so that a value conclusion may be derived. 
 
Sources of the data, utilized for this appraisal, include county deed records, real estate brokers, real estate 
appraisers, and other individuals knowledgeable in the local real estate market and, as applicable and appropriate, 
other individuals knowledgeable in specific types of property.  One or more of the principals involved in the 
transactions, grantor, grantee, attorney, financier, broker of the transaction, or their representatives, have verified 
the market sales used in this report.  Mississippi is a non-disclosure State.  Other than the recordation of a deed, 
there is no legal requirement for grantors, grantees, or other parties to a transaction, to disclose any information 
relative to the transfer of real property.  Since there is no legal requirement for the deed to include the transaction 
price when it is recorded, it is possible that there are transactions for which purchase price data could not be 
obtained. 

Extent of Property Inspection 
The extent of the subject property inspection, including interior and exterior areas, is required content of the 
appraisal report per the USPAP Scope of Work Rule and per guidance from the FHWA regarding requirements for 
scope of work.  The “extent of the inspection process” includes but is not limited to, a declaration as to the part or 
parts of the property that were viewed or not viewed during the inspection; for structures and other improvements, 
whether such items were physically measured by the appraiser, whether interior and/or exterior inspection was 
performed for each item, and a declaration regarding the level of detail associated with the inspection of tangible 
property.

The property was inspected on March 23rd, 2026, by Jonathon Null.  The property is a heavily wooded tract, 
with no interior roads or pathways.  There are no observed improvements on the property.  The northern portion 
of the property was viewed by traveling along the paved road that borders the northern property line.  The 
property was also viewed along its eastern border along Sullivan Drive.   
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Valuation Process 
The data obtained is to be analyzed, when applicable, via the Cost Approach, Income Capitalization Approach, and 
the Sales Comparison Approach. The analysis includes appropriate support for any adjustments made and the 
value conclusions.  The values derived via these three approaches, if developed, are then reconciled into final 
opinions of value for the subject property for the before condition and after condition.  The just compensation opinion 
thus derived by this process encompasses the fair market value of the partial acquisition, improvements within the 
acquisition, damages to the remainder (if any), including any curative costs impacted by the acquisition in 
accordance with the Uniform Act and the Laws of the State of Mississippi.

Total “Whole Tract” Declaration and Summary (Ac./S.F.) 

According to the provided deed, the tract is rectangular in shape and contains 13.40 Acres contained in two tax 
parcels. The entire property is owned by Jackie Bailey & Matiel Payton. This was considered the whole tract. 

 

Declaration of the Larger Parcel 
There are three conditions or tests that are considered in determining the larger parcel, unity of ownership, unity of 
use, and contiguity.  In certain instances, the larger parcel may not include all the lands that are contiguous and 
under identical ownership.  In determining the larger parcel to be appraised, reliance on unity of ownership and unit 
of use will be given substantial weight.  In determining the larger parcel, the following is noted: 
 

Larger Parcel(s) Summary (Dimensions, Size, and Use) 

The entire 13.40 Acres was considered the larger parcel and valued in this report.  However, due to the zoning 
differences, different unit values were considered for each portion of the site. The property was valued as 7.60 
acre I-1 zoned property, and a 5.80 acre A-1 zoned property.  
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Highest and Best Use Analysis 
 
Highest and best use is defined in The Dictionary of Real Estate Appraisal, Seventh Edition, 2022, page 88, 
compiled by the Appraisal Institute as: 

“The reasonably probable use of property that results in the highest value.  The four criteria that 
the highest and best use must meet are legal permissibility, physical possibility, financial feasibility, 
and maximum productivity.” 

The highest and best use of land as if vacant and the highest and best use as improved, if applicable, must meet 
the four criteria above, and the criteria are often considered sequentially. The tests of physically possible and legally 
permissible uses of the site must be applied before the remaining tests of financial feasibility and maximum 
productivity.   
 
In determining the highest and best use of the subject in the before and after, the appraiser has considered the 
following factors: 
 

1. The physical characteristics of the land and improvements, including but not limited to the land’s size, 
shape, public road frontage, topography, soil and sub-soil conditions, physical access, available utilities, 
location, and surrounding land uses. 

2. The legal restrictions that may limit development of the property, including but not limited to zoning 
requirements, easements, deed restrictions, environmental regulations, lease encumbrances, subdivision 
covenants, and historic district controls.  

3. The uses that meet the first two criteria are analyzed further to determine financially feasible uses. 
4. Among the financially feasible uses, the maximally productive use is the highest and best use. 

 
The highest and best use of the larger parcel(s) in the before and after is discussed below:  

Highest and Best Use Analysis  

Physically possible: The Bailey property is a medium acreage property with paved road frontage on its eastern 
and northern border. The physical access to Sullivan Drive and Monroe street would allow for a variety of uses.  
The size of the tract would allow for most any use that conforms with the zoning requirements.  
 
Legally permissible: The site is located inside of the city limits of Hattiesburg and is zoned A-1; Agricultural 
District & I-1; Light Industrial by the City of Hattiesburg. The A-1 zoning class is “to permit agricultural uses and 
low-density residential development. This district is consistent with the Rural Residential / Agricultural District in 
the Comprehensive Plan. The district is intended to encourage and protect rural uses from urbanization until such 
is warranted and the appropriate change in district classification is made.” 
 
The I-1 zoning class is “to provide for the development of research, light industrial, office parks, warehouse, and 
distribution centers consistent with comprehensive planning policies. This district is consistent with the Industry 
and Corporate Office District in the Comprehensive Plan.” 
 
Financially feasible: The subject is located on Sullivan Drive north of the JM Industrial park.  This area has low 
demand for residential developments, with moderate demand for Industrial properties.  Located immediately to 
the north of the A-1 zoned land are several older residential uses.  No new residential development has occurred 
in this area in many years.  Feasible uses for the A-1 zoned site would be as a large residential homesite.  This 
use could utilize the wooded acreage and privacy.  High density residential is not likely for the A-1 zoned portion 
of the site.  South of Priest creek is the 7.60 acre site zoned I-1 industrial.  There is moderate industrial demand 
for industrial land, and this is the most likely use for this property.  
 

Maximally Productive: Numerous uses for a particular property may fall under the guidelines of being 
financially feasible; however, within this range of uses certain specific uses tend to be more productive than 
others.  The specific use which yields the highest net return to land value is considered to be the maximally 
productive use.  The zoning regulations limit the potential uses of the site.  The maximally productive use of 
the A-1 zoned portion of the property would be for a large homesite utilizing the wooded coverage, scenic 
creek, and privacy provided by the size.  The maximally productive use of the land south of the creek would 
be for an industrial use.  
 
Conclusion of Highest and Best Use:  After considering the physical size, location, zoning and access, the 
highest and best use of the property would be a mixture of residential and industrial uses.

Reason(s) for excluding any approaches to value  

All three approaches to value were considered in the valuation of the subject property.  The Sales Comparison 
Approach was the only approach considered to be applicable in the determination of the land value, and there is 
a sufficient amount of market data available to estimate the land value of the subject property by using only the 
sales comparison approach.  As “land only” is being valued, the Cost Approach isn’t applicable.  Also, there is 
no income data for similar properties.  The Income Approach would not produce a credible assignment result. 
 
Due to the property being vacant land, the cost approach and income capitalization approach were not utilized.

Property Rights Conveyed:  Fee Simple 
 
Financing:  None Required 
 
Conditions of Sale:  None Required; All sales were purchased on cash equivalent terms and were confirmed as 
being Arm’s Length transactions. 
 
Market Conditions:  The sales occurred from 2021-2025. The residential market in the area saw a strong uptick 
in values from 2021/2022, and has generally continued to grow in recent years. However, the industrial market has 
seen lower activity.  For the A1 and I1 sales, an annual adjustment of 2.50% was applied.  
 
Size: The subject has been valued as two separate tracts being a 7.60 acre tract and a 5.80 acre tract. There was 
insufficient industrial land sales to project a size adjustment.  In order to analyze a size adjustment, 43 Forrest 
transactions were platted in the chart below.   
 

    
 
An analysis of 43 closed land transactions within the subject market area indicates that price per acre values exhibit 
a general decline as tract size increases, consistent with typical behavior of land markets.  The scatter chart has 
wide variances, questioning the strength of the data. Nevertheless, the directional relationship between size and 
unit value is consistent across both the regression analysis and the bracket groupings, and a size adjustment is 
considered appropriate and market-supported when comparing land sales of meaningfully different tract sizes. In 
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comparing the subject to the sales, negative size adjustments were applied to the smaller sales, positive 
adjustments to the larger sales.   
 
Topography: The subject is mostly level wooded land with only a small portion in a flood zone. This was along the 
creek but may affect some developments.  A minor adjustment was made to the sales with no flood zone.   
 
Zoning;  The sales had similar zoning, no adjustments applied.  
 

Before Value - Reconciliation of Land Sales 

 
Parcel A Valuation:  
 
Parcel A is the 7.60 acre I-1 zoned property south of Priest Creek. This site was compared against three other 
industrial tracts. Prior to any adjustments, the sales ranged from $4942-$7679 per acre.  After adjustments, the 
sales ranged from $5967 - $10,090 per acre.   The sales within the nearest proximity were sale 1 and 3, with 
adjusted unit values of $6911 and $5967 per acre.  Sale 3 was much larger, while sale 1 was smaller.  Sale 2 was 
included due to its highest and best use being some sort of light industrial or storage use along Highway 49.  Overall, 
all three sales were given some consideration, and a unit value of $10,000/acre was adopted for the 7.60 acre 
Parcel A site.  
 
Parcel B Valuation:  
 
Parcel B is the 5.80 acre A-1 zoned property north of Priest Creek. This site was compared against three other 
residential tracts in the Forrest County area. Prior to any adjustments, the sales ranged from $4,908-$13,763 per 
acre.  After adjustments, the sales ranged from $5,978 - $13,160 per acre.    
 
Sale 4 is a 2.87 acre tract located on Satchel Road just SE of the subject, and sold for $13,763 per acre. This tract 
was wooded similar to the subject, with no land within a flood zone. This sale was adjusted to $13,160 per acre.  
 
Sale 5 is a 13.53 acre property on PD Freeman road north of the subject.  This sale was larger, had no land within 
a flood zone with similar zoning.  This sale was adjusted to $9,595 per acre.  
 
Sale 6 is a 16.30 acre site located on Bowling Circle. This site was irregular in shape and larger.  After adjustments, 
a unit value of $5,748 per acre is indicated .  
 
After adjusting the sales, unit values from $5,748 – $13,160 per acre are indicated.  Most preference was put on 
the two sales most similar in size, and a unit value of $12,000 per acre was adopted for Parcel B.

After Value - Reconciliation of Value: 
The proposed acquisition of the subject property is a partial take with the majority of the property remaining in the 
after condition. The acquisition is 0.77 acres, leaving 12.63 acres in the after condition. The acquisition is ½ north 
of the creek, and ½ south of the creek. For compensation purposes, each parcel has been reduced by 0.385 acres.  
 
Both parcels have the same access, utility and functionality in the after condition. The same sales were utilized for 
the after value, and the same unit value was applied to each parcel.  The resulting AFTER value is summarized 
below.

Reconciliation  

The proposed acquisition of the subject property is a partial take with a remainder of 12.63 acres. The 
property was valued as two separate parcels due to the differences in zoning and highest and best uses.  
For this appraisal, I was able to find good market sales for each parcel, which strengthened the overall value 
conclusion.    Following the right of way acquisition, the property will continue to have access to Sullivan 
drive, and have not lost any utility or functionality. Due to this, the same unit values were adopted in the after 
condition.  
 
The Sales Comparison approach was the only applicable approach used to value the subject property. It 
utilized recent sales in close proximity, which created supportable opinions and values. The difference in 
the before and after values indicated a just compensation of $8,470. 

 
 

The difference between the Fair Market Value of the whole tract and the remainder is $8,470 

as of March 23rd, 2026, and is my opinion of just compensation, for the acquisition of the real property rights 
described in this appraisal report.

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Terms and Definitions 
 

Agency - the Federal Agency, State, State Agency, or person that acquires real property or displaces a 
person. 
 
Appraisal – 2020-2023 USPAP defines an appraisal as the act or process of developing an opinion of 
value; an opinion of value. 
 
Uneconomic Remnant - a parcel of real property in which the owner is left with an interest after the partial 
acquisition of the owner’s property, and which the Agency has determined has little or no value or utility to 
the owner. 
 
Total Ownership - the total amount of contiguous property, under the ownership of a single legal entity, as 
indicated by the map provided to the appraiser by the MDOT for an appraisal assignment. 
 
Whole Tract - that amount of property, within the “Total Ownership”, as determined by the appraiser, to be 
affected by the acquisition.  The whole tract is defined by the appraiser and may be determined to be the 
same as the total ownership, or some defined area that is less than the “Total Ownership”.

SCOPE OF WORK 
 
AllenES will assist the City of Hattiesburg by providing professional services for the proposed MS4 
Stormwater Compliance Services project.  The project includes the services as detailed in the Phases 
and Tasks below. 
 
Year 1 (2026) Stormwater Compliance Services 
 
The scope of work for the first year of services is based on Best Management Practices outlined in the 
City of Hattiesburg’s 2019 Stormwater Management Plan as follows: 
 
Phase 1 – Public Education and Outreach 
 
Task 1 – Assist the Grant Coordinator in researching and reviewing available grants for public education 
regarding stormwater. 
 
Task 2 – Review and provide feedback on existing outreach materials including materials distributed to 
businesses and industry, PSAs, and the City’s website. 
 
Phase 2 – Public Involvement and Participation 
 
Task 1 – Attend and facilitate semi-annual stormwater steering committee meetings. 
 
Task 2 – Attend Neighborhood Association meetings as requested, presenting stormwater information 
applicable to the targeted audiences and provide a forum for questions and suggestions.  AllenES will 
also facilitate and attend one public hearing per year related to the MS4 program. (13 meetings in 2025). 
 
Phase 3 – Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination 
 
Task 1 – Assist the City with annual maintenance and updates of the storm sewer map to include mapping 
of unsewered communities in the City. 
 
Task 2 – Perform dry weather screening of one of the three primary watersheds in the city.  Prepare a 
comprehensive report of findings to include recommendations for corrective actions and/or 
improvements.

Task 1 – Participate in site plan review meetings and provide input on construction and post-construction 
stormwater controls included in construction plans (40 site plans reviewed in 2025). 
 
Task 2 – Perform construction site inspections to enforce stormwater controls to include review of 
operator’s self-inspection and reporting documentation (65 inspections conducted in 2025). 
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Task 3 – Review current construction site land development ordinance(s) and provide recommendations 
for ordinance modifications related to stormwater construction and post-construction, if necessary. 
 
Phase 5 – Post Construction Stormwater Management in New Development and Redevelopment 
 
Task 1 – Perform post-construction stormwater management system (BMP) inspections (47 inspections 
conducted in 2025). 
 
Task 2 – Review and revise, if necessary, education materials for site developers regarding incorporation 
of green infrastructure and non-structural BMPs. 
 
Phase 6 – Pollution Prevention and Good Housekeeping for Municipal Operations 
 
Task 1 – Perform annual inspections of identified SWPPP facilities and prepare inspection reports. 
 
Task 2 – Provide training for City employees on good housekeeping, stormwater pollution prevention, 
spill prevention and response, and other stormwater best practice subjects. 
 
Phase 7 – Annual Reporting 
 
Task 1 – Collect necessary information and documentation for annual reporting as tasks are completed 
throughout the year. 
 
Task 2 – Prepare and submit the 2026 Stormwater Annual Report to MDEQ by January 26, 2027. 
 
Notice of Intent (NOI) and Stormwater Management Plan (SWMP) Development Services 
 
Phase 1 - MS4 Storm Water Management Plan Update 
 
AllenES anticipates the MDEQ to reissue the Permit during the 2026 plan year. Once the Permit is 
reissued, the City will have to modify the SWMP, prepare a Notice of Intent, and submit these documents 
to MDEQ for review and approval.  
 
Task 1 – Storm Water Management Plan Modifications 
• Review the Permit once it is reissued by MDEQ. 
• Modify or rewrite the City’s SWMP based on changes contained in the Permit and complete the Notice 

of Intent. 
• Assist the City with the Public Notice component of the new Permit requirements in response to EPA’s 

Remand Rule. 
• Submit the revised SWMP and Notice of Intent to MDEQ within the required timeframe. 
• Review and revise the SWMP based on MDEQ comments after their review. 
 
Year 2 – 5 Compliance Services (2027- 2031) 
 
The scope of work for Years 2-5 will be established based on the contents of the new or modified SWMP.  
If the new MS4 General Permit, and a new MS4 permit is not issued to the City of Hattiesburg by January 
2027, AllenES will continue to provide services based on the Scope of Work identified for Year 1 as 
outlined above.  The Scope of Work for Year 1 will remain in effect until MDEQ issues a new MS4 permit 
to the City of Hattiesburg. 
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Outsourced Environmental Support 
 
AllenES will provide onsite staff on an as-needed basis to provide environmental support and services 
consistent with the day-to-day environmental needs of the City. This support will be provided by a team 
of experienced environmental professionals who will provide on-site support resources. The team will 
vary depending on environmental needs to be addressed and will be comprised of subject matter experts 
capable of addressing issues associated with the different regulations and media. The team will respond 
at the request of the City when environmental or water quality issues arise that are outside of the City’s 
capability to manage independently and that fall outside of the normal scope of the City’s SWMP. The 
City will be provided with a single point of contact (client manager) who will then dispatch the appropriate 
team member(s) to address the issue at hand. 
 
EXHIBIT II

AllenES will initiate the project upon the authorization of the City of Hattiesburg and receipt of a notice to 
proceed.

The payment for services shall not be 
contingent or dependent upon any action or undertaking of the Client other than those conditions, if any, 
specifically set forth in this Agreement. 
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EXHIBIT III 
STANDARD TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

 
1. STANDARD OF PRACTICE.  Services performed by Allen Engineering and Science, Inc. (AllenES) under this agreement will be conducted 

in a manner consistent with the level of care and skill ordinarily exercised by members of the profession currently practicing in the same 
locality under similar conditions.  No other representation, expressed or implied, and no warranty or guarantee is included or intended in 
this agreement, or in any report, opinion, document or otherwise. 
 

2. CHANGE OF SCOPE.  The scope of Services set forth in this Agreement is based on facts known at the time of execution of this Agreement, 
including, if applicable, information supplied by the Client.  For some projects involving conceptual or process development services, scope 
may not be fully definable during initial phases.  As the project progresses, facts discovered may indicate that scope must be redefined.  
Changes in scope may warrant Additional Services which are not a part of the agreed upon compensation.  These Additional Services shall 
be paid for by the Client in accordance with AllenES prevailing hourly rate schedule. 
 

3. SAFETY.  AllenES specifically disclaims any authority or responsibility for general job site safety of persons other than AllenES employees. 
 

4. BILLING.  Invoices will be issued at the end of each month, payable upon receipt, unless otherwise agreed.  Interest of 1.5% per month 
will be payable on any amounts not paid within 45 days, payment thereafter applied first to accrued interest and then to principal unpaid 
amount.

5. TERMINATION.  Either the Client or AllenES may terminate this Agreement at any time with or without cause upon giving the other party 
seven (7) calendar days prior written notice.

6. BURIED UTILITIES.  The Client will furnish to AllenES information identifying the type and location of underground improvements.  The 
Client agrees, to the fullest extent permitted by law, to waive all claims and causes of action against AllenES and anyone for whom AllenES 
may be legally liable, for damages to underground improvements that result from subsurface penetration locations depicted by AllenES.  
The Client further agrees, to the fullest extent permitted by law, to indemnify and hold AllenES and his or her subconsultants harmless from 
any damage, liability or cost, including reasonable attorneys’ fees and defense costs, for any property damage, injury or economic loss 
arising or allegedly arising from subsurface penetrations in locations authorized by the Client or from inaccuracy of information provided to 
AllenES by the Client, except for damages caused by the sole negligence of AllenES in his or her use of Client furnished information. 
 

7. CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES.  Notwithstanding any other provision of the Agreement, neither party shall be liable to the other for any 
consequential damages incurred due to the fault of the other party, regardless of the nature of this fault or whether it was committed by the 
Client or AllenES, their employees, agents, subconsultants or subcontractors.  Consequential damages include, but are not limited to, loss 
of use and loss of profit. 
 

8. INSURANCE.  AllenES agrees to maintain (1) statutory workers’ compensation insurance coverage and (2) comprehensive general liability 
coverage and automobile liability insurance coverage.  AllenES agrees to maintain professional liability insurance in the sum of not less 
than $1,000,000 annual aggregate, on a claims-made basis, as long as it is reasonably available under standard policies at rates 
comparable to those currently in effect. 
 

9. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY.  The Client agrees that AllenES liability shall be limited to injury or loss caused by the sole negligence of 
AllenES, its subcontractors, and/or agents hereunder.  AllenES liability for claims, damages, costs, injury or loss arising from professional 
errors or omissions shall not exceed the amount of the total charges for services performed. 
 

10. HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCES AND MATERIALS.  The Client agrees that AllenES neither created nor contributed to the creation or

in any way connected with or attributable to the use, generation, storage, release, threatened release, discharge, disposal, or presence  of 
Affected Materials on, under or about the project site (whether by Client or any predecessor in title) or any employees, agents, contractors 
or subcontractors of Client or any persons at any time occupying or present on the project site. 
 

11. SAMPLING AND OBSERVATION.  Client understands that sampling and observation are discrete sampling procedures, and that such 
procedures indicate conditions only at the depths, locations, and times the procedures were performed.  AllenES will provide test results 
and opinions based on tests and field observations only for the work tested.  Client understands that testing and observation are not 
continuous or exhaustive, and are conducted to reduce – not eliminate – project risk.  AllenES has included the level of testing and 
observation that would be usual and customary for the scope of the project in the Scope of Services.  Client is responsible (even if delegated 
to contractor) for requesting any additional testing services required by Client or that Client deems appropriate for the scope of the project 
or as a result of any special considerations with the project or project site.

Client shall furnish or cause to be furnished to AllenES all documents and information known 
or available to Client that relate to the identity, location, quantity, nature, or characteristic of any Affected Materials at or near the site, and 
shall immediately transmit new, updated, or revised information as it becomes available.  In no event shall AllenES be required to sign a 
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hazardous waste manifest or take title to any Affected Materials.  Client shall have the obligation to make all spill or release notifications to 
appropriate government agencies. 

13. OWNERSHIP OF INSTRUMENTS OF SERVICE.  All reports, plans, specifications, computer files, field data, notes and other documents 
and instruments prepared by AllenES as instruments of service shall remain the property of AllenES.  AllenES shall retain all common law, 
statutory and other reserved rights, including the copyright thereto. 
 

14. THIRD PARTY BENEFICIARIES.  Nothing contained in this Agreement shall create a contractual relationship with or a cause of action in 
favor of a third party against either the Client or AllenES.  AllenES services under this Agreement are being performed solely for the Client’s 
benefit, and no other entity, including the Owner’s contractors, shall have any claim against AllenES because of this Agreement or the 
performance or nonperformance of services hereunder. 

 
15. DELAYS.  If events beyond the control of Client or AllenES, including, but not limited to, fire, flood, explosion, riot, strike, war, process 

shutdown, act of God or the public enemy, or an act, inaction or regulation of any government agency, result in delay to any schedule 
established in this Agreement, such schedule shall be amended to the extent necessary to compensate for such delay.  In the event such 
delay exceeds 60 days, AllenES shall be entitled to an equitable adjustment in compensation. 
 

16. OPINIONS OF CONSTRUCTION COST.  Any opinion of construction costs prepared by AllenES is supplied for the general guidance of 
the Client only.  Since AllenES has no control over competitive bidding or market conditions, AllenES cannot guarantee the accuracy of 
such opinions as compared to contract bids or actual costs to Client. 
 

17. ACCESS.  Client shall provide AllenES safe access to any premises necessary for AllenES to provide the Services. 
 

18. AMENDMENT.  This Agreement, upon execution by both parties hereto, can be amended only by a written instrument signed by both 
parties. 
 

19. STATUTES OF LIMITATION.  To the fullest extent permitted by law, parties agree that, except for claims for indemnification, the time 
period for bringing claims under this Agreement shall expire one year after Project completion. 
 

20. DISPUTE RESOLUTION.  Parties shall attempt to settle disputes arising under this Agreement by discussion between the parties’ senior 
representatives of management.  If any dispute cannot be resolved in this manner within a reasonable length of time, parties agree to 
attempt non-binding mediation or any other method of alternative dispute resolution prior to filing any legal proceedings.  In the event any 
actions are brought to enforce this Agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to collect its litigation costs from the other party. 
 

21. REGULATORY REVIEWS.  It is mutually understood that the actions or inactions of any regulatory, governmental or related agency or 
entity are beyond the control of either the Client or AllenES.  Therefore, it is mutually agreed that AllenES is not responsible for any actions 
or inactions on the part of any regulatory, governmental, or related agency or entity that may have a negative impact on the project or 
AllenES services.

THIS IS AN AGREEMENT effective as of July 7, 2026 (“Effective Date”) between the City of Hattiesburg  
(“Owner”) and Shows, Dearman and Waits, Inc. (“Engineer”).

Engineer's services under this Agreement are generally identified as follows:

See Project Map as 
Attachment A. 
 
Owner and Engineer further agree as follows:   
 

ARTICLE 1 –  SERVICES OF ENGINEER 

1.01 Scope 

A. Engineer shall provide, or cause to be provided, the services set forth herein and in Exhibit A. 

ARTICLE 2 –  OWNER’S RESPONSIBILITIES 

2.01 General 

A. Owner shall have the responsibilities set forth herein and in Exhibit B. 

B. Owner shall pay Engineer as set forth in Article 4 and Exhibit C. 

C. Owner shall be responsible for all requirements and instructions that it furnishes to Engineer 
pursuant to this Agreement, and for the accuracy and completeness of all programs, 
reports, data, and other information furnished by Owner to Engineer pursuant to this 
Agreement.  Engineer may use and rely upon such requirements, programs, instructions, 
reports, data, and information in performing or furnishing services under this Agreement, 
subject to any express limitations or reservations applicable to the furnished items. 

D. Owner shall give prompt written notice to Engineer whenever Owner observes or otherwise 
becomes aware of:  

1.  any development that affects the scope or time of performance of Engineer’s services;  

2. the presence at the Site of any Constituent of Concern; or  
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3. any relevant, material defect or nonconformance in: (a) Engineer’s services, (b) the Work, 
(c) the performance of any Constructor, or (d) Owner’s performance of its responsibilities 
under this Agreement. 

ARTICLE 3 –  SCHEDULE FOR RENDERING SERVICES 

3.01 Commencement 

A. Engineer is authorized to begin rendering services as of the Effective Date. 

3.02 Time for Completion 

A. Engineer shall complete its obligations within a reasonable time.  Specific periods of time 
for rendering services, or specific dates by which services are to be completed, are provided 
in Exhibit A, and are hereby agreed to be reasonable. 

B. If, through no fault of Engineer, such periods of time or dates are changed, or the orderly 
and continuous progress of Engineer’s services is impaired, or Engineer’s services are 
delayed or suspended, then the time for completion of Engineer’s services, and the rates 
and amounts of Engineer’s compensation, shall be adjusted equitably.   

C. If Owner authorizes changes in the scope, extent, or character of the Project or Engineer’s 
services, then the time for completion of Engineer’s services, and the rates and amounts of 
Engineer’s compensation, shall be adjusted equitably. 

D. Owner shall make decisions and carry out its other responsibilities in a timely manner so as 
not to delay the Engineer’s performance of its services.   

E. If Engineer fails, through its own fault, to complete the performance required in this 
Agreement within the time set forth, as duly adjusted, then Owner shall be entitled, as its 
sole remedy, to the recovery of direct damages, if any, resulting from such failure. 

ARTICLE 4 –  INVOICES AND PAYMENTS 

4.01 Invoices 

A. Preparation and Submittal of Invoices:  Engineer shall prepare invoices in accordance with 
its standard invoicing practices and the terms of Exhibit C.  Engineer shall submit its invoices 
to Owner on a monthly basis.  Invoices are due and payable within 45 days of receipt.   

4.02 Payments 

A. Application to Interest and Principal:  Payment will be credited first to any interest owed to 
Engineer and then to principal.   

B. Failure to Pay:  If Owner fails to make any payment due Engineer for services and expenses 
within 45 days after receipt of Engineer’s invoice, then: 

1. amounts due Engineer will be increased at the rate of 1.5% per month (or the maximum 
rate of interest permitted by law, if less) from said forty-fifth day; and 
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2. Engineer may, after giving seven days written notice to Owner, suspend services under 
this Agreement until Owner has paid in full all amounts due for services, expenses, and 
other related charges.  Owner waives any and all claims against Engineer for any such 
suspension. 

C. Disputed Invoices:  If Owner disputes an invoice, either as to amount or entitlement, then 
Owner shall promptly advise Engineer in writing of the specific basis for doing so, and the 
dispute dealt with as set out in Mississippi Code Ann. Section 31-7-305.   

D. Sales or Use Taxes:  If after the Effective Date any governmental entity takes a legislative 
action that imposes additional sales or use taxes on Engineer’s services or compensation 
under this Agreement, then Engineer may invoice such additional sales or use taxes for 
reimbursement by Owner. Owner shall reimburse Engineer for the cost of such invoiced 
additional sales or use taxes; such reimbursement shall be in addition to the compensation 
to which Engineer is entitled under the terms of Exhibit C. 

ARTICLE 5 –  OPINIONS OF COST 

5.01 Opinions of Probable Construction Cost 

A. Engineer’s opinions (if any) of probable Construction Cost are to be made on the basis of 
Engineer’s experience, qualifications, and general familiarity with the construction industry.  
However, because Engineer has no control over the cost of labor, materials, equipment, or 
services furnished by others, or over contractors’ methods of determining prices, or over 
competitive bidding or market conditions, Engineer cannot and does not guarantee that 
proposals, bids, or actual Construction Cost will not vary from opinions of probable 
Construction Cost prepared by Engineer.  If Owner requires greater assurance as to 
probable Construction Cost, then Owner agrees to obtain an independent cost estimate.  

5.02 Designing to Construction Cost Limit 

A. If a Construction Cost limit is established between Owner and Engineer, such Construction 
Cost limit and a statement of Engineer’s rights and responsibilities with respect thereto will 
be specifically set forth in Exhibit F to this Agreement. 

5.03 Opinions of Total Project Costs 

A. The services, if any, of Engineer with respect to Total Project Costs shall be limited to 
assisting the Owner in tabulating the various categories that comprise Total Project Costs.  
Engineer assumes no responsibility for the accuracy of any opinions of Total Project Costs. 

ARTICLE 6 –  GENERAL CONSIDERATIONS 

6.01 Standards of Performance 

A. Standard of Care:  The standard of care for all professional engineering and related services 
performed or furnished by Engineer under this Agreement will be the care and skill 
ordinarily used by members of the subject profession practicing under similar circumstances 
at the same time and in the same locality.   
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B. Technical Accuracy:  Owner shall not be responsible for discovering deficiencies in the 
technical accuracy of Engineer’s services.  Engineer shall correct deficiencies in technical 
accuracy without additional compensation, unless such corrective action is directly 
attributable to deficiencies in Owner-furnished information. 

C. Consultants:  Engineer may retain such Consultants as Engineer deems necessary to assist 
in the performance or furnishing of the services, subject to reasonable, timely, and 
substantive objections by Owner.   

D. Reliance on Others:  Subject to the standard of care set forth in Paragraph 6.01.A, Engineer 
and its Consultants may use or rely upon design elements and information ordinarily or 
customarily furnished by others, including, but not limited to, specialty contractors, 
manufacturers, suppliers, and the publishers of technical standards.   

E. Compliance with Laws and Regulations, and Policies and Procedures: 

1. Engineer and Owner shall comply with applicable Laws and Regulations. 

2. Engineer shall comply with any and all policies, procedures, and instructions of Owner that 
are applicable to Engineer's performance of services under this Agreement and that 
Owner provides to Engineer in writing, subject to the standard of care set forth in 
Paragraph 6.01.A, and to the extent compliance is not inconsistent with professional 
practice requirements. 

3. This Agreement is based on Laws and Regulations and Owner-provided written policies 
and procedures as of the Effective Date.  The following may be the basis for 
modifications to Owner’s responsibilities or to Engineer’s scope of services, times of 
performance, or compensation:  

a.  changes after the Effective Date to Laws and Regulations; 

b.  the receipt by Engineer after the Effective Date of Owner-provided written policies 
and procedures;  

c. changes after the Effective Date to Owner-provided written policies or procedures.  

F. Engineer shall not be required to sign any document, no matter by whom requested, that 
would result in the Engineer having to certify, guarantee, or warrant the existence of 
conditions whose existence the Engineer cannot ascertain.  Owner agrees not to make 
resolution of any dispute with the Engineer or payment of any amount due to the Engineer 
in any way contingent upon the Engineer signing any such document. 

G. The general conditions for any construction contract documents prepared hereunder are to 
be in accordance with local, state and federal law. 

H. Engineer shall not at any time supervise, direct, control, or have authority over any 
Constructor’s work, nor shall Engineer have authority over or be responsible for the means, 
methods, techniques, sequences, or procedures of construction selected or used by any 
Constructor, or the safety precautions and programs incident thereto, for security or safety 
at the Site, nor for any failure of a Constructor to comply with Laws and Regulations 
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applicable to that Constructor’s furnishing and performing of its work. Engineer shall not be 
responsible for the acts or omissions of any Constructor. 

I. Engineer neither guarantees the performance of any Constructor nor assumes responsibility 
for any Constructor’s failure to furnish and perform the Work in accordance with the 
Construction Contract Documents.  

J. Engineer shall not be responsible for any decision made regarding the Construction Contract 
Documents, or any application, interpretation, clarification, or modification of the 
Construction Contract Documents, other than those made by Engineer or its Consultants. 

K. Engineer is not required to provide and does not have any responsibility for surety bonding 
or insurance-related advice, recommendations, counseling, or research, or enforcement of 
construction insurance or surety bonding requirements. 

L. Engineer’s services do not include providing legal advice or representation.   

M. Engineer’s services do not include (1) serving as a “municipal advisor” for purposes of the 
registration requirements of Section 975 of the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and 
Consumer Protection Act (2010) or the municipal advisor registration rules issued by the 
Securities and Exchange Commission, or (2) advising Owner, or any municipal entity or 
other person or entity, regarding municipal financial products or the issuance of municipal 
securities, including advice with respect to the structure, timing, terms, or other similar 
matters concerning such products or issuances. 

N. While at the Site, Engineer, its Consultants, and their employees and representatives shall 
comply with the applicable requirements of Contractor's and Owner's safety programs of 
which Engineer has been informed in writing. 

6.02 Design Without Construction Phase Services 

A. Engineer shall be responsible only for those Construction Phase services expressly required 
of Engineer in Exhibit A, Paragraph A1.05.  With the exception of such expressly required 
services, Engineer shall have no design, Shop Drawing review, or other obligations during 
construction, and Owner assumes all responsibility for the application and interpretation of 
the Construction Contract Documents, review and response to Contractor claims, 
Construction Contract administration, processing of Change Orders and submittals, 
revisions to the Construction Contract Documents during construction, construction 
observation and review, review of Contractor’s payment applications, and all other 
necessary Construction Phase administrative, engineering, and professional services.  
Owner waives all claims against the Engineer that may be connected in any way to 
Construction Phase administrative, engineering, or professional services except for those 
services that are expressly required of Engineer in Exhibit A. 

6.03 Use of Documents 

A. All Documents are instruments of service, and Engineer shall retain an ownership and 
property interest therein (including the copyright and the right of reuse at the discretion of 
the Engineer) whether or not the Project is completed.

B. If Engineer is required to prepare or furnish Drawings or Specifications under this 
Agreement, Engineer shall deliver to Owner at least one original printed record version of 
such Drawings and Specifications, signed and sealed according to applicable Laws and 
Regulations. 

C. Owner may make and retain copies of Documents for information and reference in 
connection with the use of the Documents on the Project.  Engineer grants Owner a limited 
license to use the Documents on the Project, extensions of the Project, and for related uses 
of the Owner, subject to receipt by Engineer of full payment due and owing for all services 
relating to preparation of the Documents, and subject to the following limitations: 
(1) Owner acknowledges that such Documents are not intended or represented to be 
suitable for use on the Project unless completed by Engineer, or for use or reuse by Owner 
or others on extensions of the Project, on any other project, or for any other use or purpose, 
without written verification or adaptation by Engineer; (2) any such use or reuse, or any 
modification of the Documents, without written verification, completion, or adaptation by 
Engineer, as appropriate for the specific purpose intended, will be at Owner’s sole risk and 
without liability or legal exposure to Engineer or to its officers, directors, members, 
partners, agents, employees, and Consultants; (3) such limited license to Owner shall not 
create any rights in third parties. 

D. If Engineer at Owner’s request verifies the suitability of the Documents, completes them, or 
adapts them for extensions of the Project or for any other purpose, then Owner shall 
compensate Engineer at rates or in an amount to be agreed upon by Owner and Engineer. 

6.04 Electronic Transmittals  

A. Owner and Engineer may transmit, and shall accept, Project-related correspondence, 
Documents, text, data, drawings, information, and graphics, in electronic media or digital 
format, either directly, or through access to a secure Project website, in accordance with a 
mutually agreeable protocol.  

B. If this Agreement does not establish protocols for electronic or digital transmittals, then 
Owner and Engineer shall jointly develop such protocols.  

C. When transmitting items in electronic media or digital format, the transmitting party makes 
no representations as to long term compatibility, usability, or readability of the items 
resulting from the recipient’s use of software application packages, operating systems, or 
computer hardware differing from those used in the drafting or transmittal of the items, or 
from those established in applicable transmittal protocols. 

6.05 Insurance 

A. Engineer shall procure and maintain insurance as set forth in Exhibit G. Engineer shall cause 
Owner to be listed as an additional insured on any applicable general liability insurance 
policy carried by Engineer.   

B. Section Deleted 

C. Owner shall require Contractor to purchase and maintain policies of insurance covering 
workers' compensation, general liability, motor vehicle damage and injuries, and other 
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insurance necessary to protect Owner's and Engineer's interests in the Project.  Owner shall 
require Contractor to cause Engineer and its Consultants to be listed as additional insureds 
with respect to such liability insurance purchased and maintained by Contractor for the 
Project. 

D. Upon written request the Engineer shall deliver to the Owner certificates of insurance 
evidencing the coverages indicated in Exhibit G.  Such certificates shall be furnished prior to 
commencement of Engineer’s services and at renewals thereafter during the life of the 
Agreement. 

E. All policies of property insurance relating to the Project, including but not limited to any 
builder’s risk policy, shall allow for waiver of subrogation rights and contain provisions to 
the effect that in the event of payment of any loss or damage the insurers will have no rights 
of recovery against any insured thereunder or against Engineer or its Consultants. Owner 
and Engineer shall take appropriate measures in other Project-related contracts to secure 
waivers of rights consistent with those set forth in this paragraph.  

F. All policies of insurance shall contain a provision or endorsement that the coverage afforded 
will not be canceled or reduced in limits by endorsement, and that renewal will not be 
refused, until at least 10 days prior written notice has been given to the primary insured. 
Upon receipt of such notice, the receiving party shall promptly forward a copy of the notice 
to the other party to this Agreement.  

G. At any time, Owner may request that Engineer or its Consultants, at Owner’s sole expense, 
provide additional insurance coverage, increased limits, or revised deductibles that are 
more protective than those specified in Exhibit G.  If so requested by Owner, and if 
commercially available, Engineer shall obtain and shall require its Consultants to obtain such 
additional insurance coverage, different limits, or revised deductibles for such periods of 
time as requested by Owner, and Exhibit G will be supplemented to incorporate these 
requirements. 

6.06 Suspension and Termination 

A. Suspension: 

1. By Owner:  Owner may suspend the Project for up to 90 days upon seven days written 
notice to Engineer.   

2. By Engineer:  Engineer may, after giving seven days written notice to Owner, suspend 
services under this Agreement if Owner has failed to pay Engineer for invoiced services 
and expenses, as set forth in Paragraph 4.02.B, or in response to the presence of 
Constituents of Concern at the Site, as set forth in Paragraph 6.10.D.  

B. Termination:  The obligation to provide further services under this Agreement may be 
terminated: 

1. For cause, 
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a. by either party upon 30 days written notice in the event of substantial failure by the 
other party to perform in accordance with the terms hereof through no fault of the 
terminating party. 

b. by Engineer: 

1) upon seven days written notice if Owner demands that Engineer furnish or 
perform services contrary to Engineer’s responsibilities as a licensed 
professional; or  

2) upon seven days written notice if the Engineer’s services for the Project are 
delayed or suspended for more than 90 days for reasons beyond Engineer’s 
control, or as the result of the presence at the Site of undisclosed Constituents 
of Concern, as set forth in Paragraph 6.10.D. 

3) Engineer shall have no liability to Owner on account of such termination. 

c. Notwithstanding the foregoing, this Agreement will not terminate under 
Paragraph 6.06.B.1.a if the party receiving such notice begins, within seven days of 
receipt of such notice, to correct its substantial failure to perform and proceeds 
diligently to cure such failure within no more than 30 days of receipt thereof; 
provided, however, that if and to the extent such substantial failure cannot be 
reasonably cured within such 30 day period, and if such party has diligently 
attempted to cure the same and thereafter continues diligently to cure the same, 
then the cure period provided for herein shall extend up to, but in no case more than, 
60 days after the date of receipt of the notice. 

2. For convenience, by Owner effective upon Engineer’s receipt of notice from Owner.   

C. Effective Date of Termination:  The terminating party under Paragraph 6.06.B may set the 
effective date of termination at a time up to 30 days later than otherwise provided to allow 
Engineer to demobilize personnel and equipment from the Site, to complete tasks whose 
value would otherwise be lost, to prepare notes as to the status of completed and 
uncompleted tasks, and to assemble Project materials in orderly files. 

D. Payments Upon Termination: 

1. In the event of any termination under Paragraph 6.06, Engineer will be entitled to invoice 
Owner and to receive full payment for all services performed or furnished in accordance 
with this Agreement and all Reimbursable Expenses incurred through the effective date 
of termination.  Upon making such payment, Owner shall have the limited right to the use 
of Documents, at Owner’s sole risk, subject to the provisions of Paragraph 6.03. 

2. In the event of termination by Owner for convenience or by Engineer for cause, Engineer 
shall be entitled, in addition to invoicing for those items identified in Paragraph 6.06.D.1, 
to invoice Owner and receive payment of a reasonable amount for services and expenses 
directly attributable to termination, both before and after the effective date of 
termination, such as reassignment of personnel, costs of terminating contracts with 
Engineer’s Consultants, and other related close-out costs, using methods and rates for 
Additional Services as set forth in Exhibit C. 
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6.07 Controlling Law 

A. This Agreement is to be governed by the Laws and Regulations of the state in which the 
Project is located.  

6.08 Successors, Assigns, and Beneficiaries 

A. Engineer is hereby bound and the successors, executors, administrators, and legal 
representatives of Engineer (and to the extent permitted by Paragraph 6.08.B the assigns 
of Engineer) are hereby bound to the Owner to this Agreement and to the successors, 
executors, administrators and legal representatives (and said assigns) of such other party, 
in respect of all covenants, agreements, and obligations of this Agreement. 

B. Neither Owner nor Engineer may assign, sublet, or transfer any rights under or interest 
(including, but without limitation, money that is due or may become due) in this Agreement 
without the written consent of the other party, except to the extent that any assignment, 
subletting, or transfer is mandated by law.  Unless specifically stated to the contrary in any 
written consent to an assignment, no assignment will release or discharge the assignor from 
any duty or responsibility under this Agreement. 

C. Unless expressly provided otherwise in this Agreement: 

1. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to create, impose, or give rise to any duty 
owed by Owner or Engineer to any Constructor, other third-party individual or entity, or 
to any surety for or employee of any of them. 

2. All duties and responsibilities undertaken pursuant to this Agreement will be for the sole 
and exclusive benefit of Owner and Engineer and not for the benefit of any other party.   

3. Owner agrees that the substance of the provisions of this Paragraph 6.08.C shall appear 
in the Construction Contract Documents. 

6.09 Dispute Resolution 

A. Owner and Engineer agree to negotiate all disputes between them in good faith for a period 
of 30 days from the date of notice prior to invoking other provisions of this Agreement, or 
exercising their rights at law.   

6.10 Environmental Condition of Site 

A. Owner represents to Engineer that as of the Effective Date to the best of Owner’s 
knowledge no Constituents of Concern, other than those disclosed in writing to Engineer, 
exist at or adjacent to the Site.   

B. If Engineer encounters or learns of an undisclosed Constituent of Concern at the Site, then 
Engineer shall notify (1) Owner and (2) appropriate governmental officials if Engineer 
reasonably concludes that doing so is required by applicable Laws or Regulations. 

C. It is acknowledged by both parties that Engineer’s scope of services does not include any 
services related to unknown or undisclosed Constituents of Concern.  If Engineer or any 
other party encounters, uncovers, or reveals an undisclosed Constituent of Concern, then 
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Owner shall promptly determine whether to retain a qualified expert to evaluate such 
condition or take any necessary corrective action. 

D. If investigative or remedial action, or other professional services, are necessary with respect 
to undisclosed Constituents of Concern, or if investigative or remedial action beyond that 
reasonably contemplated is needed to address a disclosed or known Constituent of 
Concern, then Engineer may, at its option and without liability for consequential or any 
other damages, suspend performance of services on the portion of the Project affected 
thereby until such portion of the Project is no longer affected.  

E. If the presence at the Site of undisclosed Constituents of Concern adversely affects the 
performance of Engineer’s services under this Agreement, then the Engineer shall have the 
option of (1) accepting an equitable adjustment in its compensation or in the time of 
completion, or both; or (2) terminating this Agreement for cause on seven days notice. 

F. Owner acknowledges that Engineer is performing professional services for Owner and that 
Engineer is not and shall not be required to become an "owner," “arranger,” “operator,” 
“generator,” or “transporter” of hazardous substances, as defined in the Comprehensive 
Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act (CERCLA), as amended, which are 
or may be encountered at or near the Site in connection with Engineer’s activities under 
this Agreement. 

6.11 Shared Negligence 

A. Percentage Share of Negligence:  To the fullest extent permitted by Laws and Regulations,  
a party’s total liability to  the other party and anyone claiming by, through, or under the 
other party for any  cost, loss, or damages caused in part by the negligence of the party and 
in part by the negligence of  the other party or any other negligent entity or individual, shall 
not exceed the percentage share that the party’s negligence bears to the total negligence 
of Owner, Engineer, and all other negligent entities and individuals. 

6.12 Records Retention 

A. Engineer shall maintain on file in legible form, for a period of five years following completion 
or termination of its services, all Documents, records (including cost records), and design 
calculations related to Engineer’s services or pertinent to Engineer’s performance under this 
Agreement.  Upon Owner’s request, Engineer shall provide a copy of any such item to 
Owner at cost. 

6.13 Miscellaneous Provisions  

A. Notices:  Any notice required under this Agreement will be in writing, addressed to the 
appropriate party at its address on the signature page and given personally, by registered 
or certified mail postage prepaid, or by a commercial courier service.  All notices shall be 
effective upon the date of receipt. 

B. Survival:  All express representations, waivers, indemnifications, and limitations of liability 
included in this Agreement will survive its completion or termination for any reason. 
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C. Severability:  Any provision or part of the Agreement held to be void or unenforceable under 
any Laws or Regulations shall be deemed stricken, and all remaining provisions shall 
continue to be valid and binding upon Owner and Engineer, which agree that the Agreement 
shall be reformed to replace such stricken provision or part thereof with a valid and 
enforceable provision that comes as close as possible to expressing the intention of the 
stricken provision. 

D. Waiver:  A party’s non-enforcement of any provision shall not constitute a waiver of that 
provision, nor shall it affect the enforceability of that provision or of the remainder of this 
Agreement. 

E. Accrual of Claims:  To the fullest extent permitted by Laws and Regulations, all causes of 
action arising under this Agreement shall be deemed to have accrued, and all statutory 
periods of limitation shall commence, no later than the date of Substantial Completion. 

ARTICLE 7 –  DEFINITIONS 

7.01 Defined Terms 

A. Wherever used in this Agreement (including the Exhibits hereto) terms (including the 
singular and plural forms) printed with initial capital letters have the meanings indicated in 
the text above, in the exhibits, or in the following definitions: 

1. Addenda—Written or graphic instruments issued prior to the opening of bids which 
clarify, correct, or change the bidding requirements or the proposed Construction 
Contract Documents. 

2. Additional Services—The services to be performed for or furnished to Owner by Engineer 
in accordance with Part 2 of Exhibit A of this Agreement. 

3. Agreement—This written contract for professional services between Owner and Engineer, 
including all exhibits identified in Paragraph 8.01 and any duly executed amendments. 

4. Application for Payment—The form acceptable to Engineer which is to be used by 
Contractor during the course of the Work in requesting progress or final payments and 
which is to be accompanied by such supporting documentation as is required by the 
Construction Contract. 

5. Basic Services—The services to be performed for or furnished to Owner by Engineer in 
accordance with Part 1 of Exhibit A of this Agreement. 

6. Change Order—A document which is signed by Contractor and Owner and authorizes an 
addition, deletion, or revision in the Work or an adjustment in the Construction Contract 
Price or the Construction Contract Times, or other revision to the Construction Contract, 
issued on or after the effective date of the Construction Contract.  

7. Change Proposal—A written request by Contractor, duly submitted in compliance with 
the procedural requirements set forth in the Construction Contract, seeking an 
adjustment in Construction Contract Price or Construction Contract Times, or both; 
contesting an initial decision by Engineer concerning the requirements of the Construction 
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Contract Documents or the acceptability of Work under the Construction Contract 
Documents; challenging a set-off against payments due; or seeking other relief with 
respect to the terms of the Construction Contract. 

8. Constituent of Concern—Asbestos, petroleum, radioactive material, polychlorinated 
biphenyls (PCBs), hazardous waste, and any substance, product, waste, or other material 
of any nature whatsoever that is or becomes listed, regulated, or addressed pursuant to 
(a) the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act, 42 
U.S.C. §§9601 et seq. (“CERCLA”); (b) the Hazardous Materials Transportation Act, 49 
U.S.C. §§5501 et seq.; (c) the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act, 42 U.S.C. §§6901 
et seq. (“RCRA”); (d) the Toxic Substances Control Act, 15 U.S.C. §§2601 et seq.; (e) the 
Clean Water Act, 33 U.S.C. §§1251 et seq.; (f) the Clean Air Act, 42 U.S.C. §§7401 et seq.; 
or (g) any other federal, State, or local statute, law, rule, regulation, ordinance, resolution, 
code, order, or decree regulating, relating to, or imposing liability or standards of conduct 
concerning, any hazardous, toxic, or dangerous waste, substance, or material. 

9. Construction Contract—The entire and integrated written contract between the Owner 
and Contractor concerning the Work. 

10. Construction Contract Documents—Those items designated as “Contract Documents” in 
the Construction Contract, and which together comprise the Construction Contract.   

11. Construction Contract Price—The money that Owner has agreed to pay Contractor for 
completion of the Work in accordance with the Construction Contract Documents. 

12. Construction Contract Times—The number of days or the dates by which Contractor shall:  
(a) achieve milestones, if any, in the Construction Contract; (b) achieve Substantial 
Completion; and (c) complete the Work.  

13. Construction Cost—The cost to Owner of the construction of those portions of the entire 
Project designed or specified by or for Engineer under this Agreement, including 
construction labor, services, materials, equipment, insurance, and bonding costs, and 
allowances for contingencies.  Construction Cost does not include costs of services of 
Engineer or other design professionals and consultants; cost of land or rights-of-way, or 
compensation for damages to property; Owner’s costs for legal, accounting, insurance 
counseling, or auditing services; interest or financing charges incurred in connection with 
the Project; or the cost of other services to be provided by others to Owner. Construction 
Cost is one of the items comprising Total Project Costs. 

14. Constructor—Any person or entity (not including the Engineer, its employees, agents, 
representatives, and Consultants), performing or supporting construction activities 
relating to the Project, including but not limited to Contractors, Subcontractors, Suppliers, 
Owner’s work forces, utility companies, other contractors, construction managers, testing 
firms, shippers, and truckers, and the employees, agents, and representatives of any or all 
of them.  

15. Consultants—Individuals or entities having a contract with Engineer to furnish services 
with respect to this Project as Engineer’s independent professional associates and 
consultants; subcontractors; or vendors.

16. Contractor—The entity or individual with which Owner enters into a Construction 
Contract. 

17. Documents—Data, reports, Drawings, Specifications, Record Drawings, building 
information models, civil integrated management models, and other deliverables, 
whether in printed or electronic format, provided or furnished in appropriate phases by 
Engineer to Owner pursuant to this Agreement. 

18. Drawings—That part of the Construction Contract Documents that graphically shows the 
scope, extent, and character of the Work to be performed by Contractor.   

19. Effective Date—The date indicated in this Agreement on which it becomes effective, but 
if no such date is indicated, the date on which this Agreement is signed and delivered by 
the last of the parties to sign and deliver. 

20. Engineer—The individual or entity named as such in this Agreement. 

21. Field Order—A written order issued by Engineer which requires minor changes in the 
Work but does not change the Construction Contract Price or the Construction Contract 
Times. 

22. Laws and Regulations; Laws or Regulations—Any and all applicable laws, statutes, rules, 
regulations, ordinances, codes, and orders of any and all governmental bodies, agencies, 
authorities, and courts having jurisdiction. 

23. Owner—The individual or entity named as such in this Agreement and for which 
Engineer's services are to be performed.  Unless indicated otherwise, this is the same 
individual or entity that will enter into any Construction Contracts concerning the Project. 

24. Project—The total undertaking to be accomplished for Owner by engineers, contractors, 
and others, including planning, study, design, construction, testing, commissioning, and 
start-up, and of which the services to be performed or furnished by Engineer under this 
Agreement are a part. 

25. Record Drawings—Drawings depicting the completed Project, or a specific portion of the 
completed Project, prepared by Engineer as an Additional Service and based on 
Contractor's record copy of all Drawings, Specifications, Addenda, Change Orders, Work 
Change Directives, Field Orders, and written interpretations and clarifications, as 
delivered to Engineer and annotated by Contractor to show changes made during 
construction. 

26. Reimbursable Expenses—The expenses incurred directly by Engineer in connection with 
the performing or furnishing of Basic Services and Additional Services for the Project.  

27. Resident Project Representative—The authorized representative of Engineer assigned to 
assist Engineer at the Site during the Construction Phase.  As used herein, the term 
Resident Project Representative or "RPR" includes any assistants or field staff of Resident 
Project Representative. The duties and responsibilities of the Resident Project 
Representative, if any, are as set forth in Exhibit D.

and consultants, together with such other Project-related costs that Owner furnishes for

Article 1 of the Agreement is supplemented to include the following agreement of the parties.   
 
Engineer shall provide Basic and Additional Services as set forth below. 
 

PART 1 – BASIC SERVICES 

A1.01 Study and Report Phase - SECTION DELETED 

A1.02 Preliminary Design Phase 

A. After issuance by Owner of any instructions of for use of Project Strategies, Technologies, and 
Techniques, or for inclusion of sustainable features in the design; and indication by Owner of 
any specific modifications or changes in the scope, extent, character, or design requirements 
of the Project desired by Owner, (1) Engineer and Owner shall discuss and resolve any 
necessary revisions to Engineer’s compensation (through application of the provisions 
regarding Additional Services, or otherwise), or the time for completion of Engineer’s services, 
resulting from the selected solution, related Project Strategies, Technologies, or Techniques,  
sustainable design instructions, or specific modifications to the Project, and (2) upon written 
from Owner, Engineer shall:  

1. Prepare Preliminary Design Phase documents consisting of final design criteria, 
preliminary drawings, outline specifications, and written descriptions of the Project.  

2. In preparing the Preliminary Design Phase documents, use any specific applicable Project 
Strategies, Technologies, and Techniques authorized by Owner and include sustainable 
features, as appropriate, pursuant to Owner’s instructions.

8. Obtain and review Owner’s instructions regarding Owner’s procurement of construction 
services (including instructions regarding advertisements for bids, instructions to bidders, 
and requests for proposals, as applicable), Owner’s construction contract practices and 
requirements, insurance and bonding requirements, electronic transmittals during 
construction, and other information necessary for the finalization of Owner’s bidding-
related documents (or requests for proposals or other construction procurement 
documents), and Construction Contract Documents. Also obtain and review copies of 
Owner’s design and construction standards, Owner’s standard forms, general conditions 
(if other than EJCDC® C-700, Standard General Conditions of the Construction Contract,

A1.03 Final Design Phase 

A. After acceptance by Owner of the Preliminary Design Phase documents, revised opinion of 
probable Construction Cost as determined in the Preliminary Design Phase, and any other 
Preliminary Design Phase deliverables, subject to any Owner-directed modifications or changes 
in the scope, extent, character, or design requirements of or for the Project, and upon 
authorization from Owner, Engineer shall: 

1. Prepare final Drawings and Specifications indicating the scope, extent, and character of 
the Work to be performed and furnished by Contractor. 

2. Visit the Site as needed to assist in preparing the final Drawings and Specifications. 
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3. Provide technical criteria, written descriptions, and design data for Owner’s use in filing 
applications for permits from or approvals of governmental authorities having jurisdiction 
to review or approve the final design; assist Owner in consultations with such authorities; 
and revise the Drawings and Specifications in response to directives from such authorities, 
as appropriate. 

4. Advise Owner of any recommended adjustments to the opinion of probable Construction

6. Assist Owner in assembling known reports and drawings of Site conditions, and in 
identifying the technical data contained in such reports and drawings upon which bidders 
or other prospective contractors may rely. 

7. In addition to preparing the final Drawings and Specifications, assemble drafts of other 
Construction Contract Documents based on specific instructions and contract forms, text, 
or content  received from Owner. 

8. Prepare or assemble draft bidding-related documents (or requests for proposals or other 
construction procurement documents), based on the specific bidding or procurement-
related instructions and forms, text, or content received from Owner.

10. Furnish for review by Owner, its legal counsel, and other advisors, 1 copies of the final

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Construction Contract Documents, bidding-related documents (or requests for proposals or 
other construction procurement documents), and any other Final Design Phase deliverables.  

C. In the event that the Work designed or specified by Engineer is to be performed or furnished 
under more than one prime contract, or if Engineer’s services are to be separately sequenced 
with the work of one or more prime Contractors (such as in the case of fast-tracking), Owner 
and Engineer shall, prior to commencement of the Final Design Phase, develop a schedule for 
performance of Engineer’s services during the Final Design, Bidding or Negotiating, 
Construction, and Post-Construction Phases in order to sequence and coordinate properly such 
services as are applicable to the work under such separate prime contracts.

1. Assist Owner in advertising for and obtaining bids or proposals for the Work, assist Owner 
in issuing assembled design, contract, and bidding-related documents (or requests for 
proposals or other construction procurement documents) to prospective contractors, 
and, where applicable, maintain a record of prospective contractors to which documents 
have been issued, attend pre-bid conferences, if any, and receive and process contractor 
deposits or charges for the issued documents.

3. Provide information or assistance needed by Owner in the course of any review of 
proposals or negotiations with prospective contractors.

All of Owner’s instructions to 
Contractor will be issued through Engineer, which shall have authority to act on behalf of 
Owner in dealings with Contractor to the extent provided in this Agreement and the 
Construction Contract except as otherwise provided in writing. 

2. Resident Project Representative (RPR):  Provide the services of an RPR at the Site to assist 
the Engineer and to provide more extensive observation of Contractor’s work.  Duties, 
responsibilities, and authority of the RPR are as set forth in Exhibit D.  The furnishing of 
such RPR’s services will not limit, extend, or modify Engineer’s responsibilities or authority 
except as expressly set forth in Exhibit D.   

3. Selection of Independent Testing Laboratory:  Assist Owner in the selection of an 
independent testing laboratory to perform the services identified in Exhibit B, Paragraph 
B2.01. 

4. Pre-Construction Conference:  Participate in a pre-construction conference prior to 
commencement of Work at the Site. 
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5. Electronic Transmittal Protocols:  If the Construction Contract Documents do not specify 
protocols for the transmittal of Project-related correspondence, documents, text, data, 
drawings, information, and graphics, in electronic media or digital format, either directly, 
or through access to a secure Project website, then together with Owner and Contractor 
jointly develop such protocols for transmittals between and among Owner, Contractor, 
and Engineer during the Construction Phase and Post-Construction Phase. 

6. Original Documents:  If requested by Owner to do so, maintain and safeguard during the 
Construction Phase at least one original printed record version of the Construction 
Contract Documents, including Drawings and Specifications signed and sealed by Engineer 
and other design professionals in accordance with applicable Laws and Regulations.  
Throughout the Construction Phase, make such original printed record version of the 
Construction Contract Documents available to Contractor and Owner for review. 

7. Schedules:  Receive, review, and determine the acceptability of any and all schedules that 
Contractor is required to submit to Engineer, including the Progress Schedule, Schedule 
of Submittals, and Schedule of Values. 

8. Baselines and Benchmarks:  As appropriate, establish baselines and benchmarks for 
locating the Work which in Engineer’s judgment are necessary to enable Contractor to 
proceed. 

9. Visits to Site and Observation of Construction:  In connection with observations of 
Contractor’s Work while it is in progress: 

a. Make visits to the Site at intervals appropriate to the various stages of construction, 
as Engineer deems necessary, to observe as an experienced and qualified design 
professional the progress of Contractor’s executed Work.  Such visits and 
observations by Engineer, and the Resident Project Representative, if any, are not 
intended to be exhaustive or to extend to every aspect of the Work or to involve 
detailed inspections of the Work beyond the responsibilities specifically assigned to 
Engineer in this Agreement and the Construction Contract Documents, but rather are 
to be limited to spot checking, selective sampling, and similar methods of general 
observation of the Work based on Engineer’s exercise of professional judgment, as 
assisted by the Resident Project Representative, if any.  Based on information 
obtained during such visits and observations, Engineer will determine in general if 
the Work is proceeding in accordance with the Construction Contract Documents, 
and Engineer shall keep Owner informed of the progress of the Work. 

b. The purpose of Engineer’s visits to the Site, and representation by the Resident 
Project Representative, if any, at the Site, will be to enable Engineer to better carry 
out the duties and responsibilities assigned to and undertaken by Engineer during 
the Construction Phase, and, in addition, by the exercise of Engineer’s efforts as an 
experienced and qualified design professional, to provide for Owner a greater degree 
of confidence that the completed Work will conform in general to the Construction 
Contract Documents and that Contractor has implemented and maintained the 
integrity of the design concept of the completed Project as a functioning whole as 
indicated in the Construction Contract Documents.  Engineer shall not, during such 
visits or as a result of such observations of the Work, supervise, direct, or have 
control over the Work, nor shall Engineer have authority over or responsibility for 
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the means, methods, techniques, sequences, or procedures of construction selected 
or used by any Constructor, for security or safety at the Site, for safety precautions 
and programs incident to any Constructor’s work in progress, for the coordination of 
the Constructors’ work or schedules, nor for any failure of any Constructor to comply 
with Laws and Regulations applicable to  furnishing and performing of its work.  
Accordingly, Engineer neither guarantees the performance of any Constructor nor 
assumes responsibility for any Constructor’s failure to furnish or perform the Work, 
or any portion of the Work, in accordance with the Construction Contract 
Documents. 

10. Defective Work:  Reject Work if, on the basis of Engineer’s observations, Engineer believes 
that such Work is defective under the terms and standards set forth in the Construction 
Contract Documents. Provide recommendations to Owner regarding whether Contractor 
should correct such Work or remove and replace such Work, or whether Owner should 
consider accepting such Work as provided in the Construction Contract Documents. 

11. Compatibility with Design Concept:  If Engineer has express knowledge that a specific part  
of the Work that is not defective under the terms and standards set forth in the 
Construction Contract Documents is nonetheless not compatible with  the design concept 
of the completed Project as a functioning whole,  then inform Owner of such 
incompatibility, and provide recommendations for addressing such Work. 

12. Clarifications and Interpretations:  Accept from Contractor and Owner submittal of all 
matters in question concerning the requirements of the Construction Contract 
Documents (sometimes referred to as requests for information or interpretation—RFIs), 
or relating to the acceptability of the Work under the Construction Contract Documents. 
With reasonable promptness, render a written clarification, interpretation, or decision on 
the issue submitted, or initiate an amendment or supplement to the Construction 
Contract Documents.  

13. Non-reviewable Matters:  If a submitted matter in question concerns the Engineer’s 
performance of its duties and obligations, or terms and conditions of the Construction 
Contract Documents that do not involve (1) the performance or acceptability of the Work 
under the Construction Contract Documents, (2) the design (as set forth in the Drawings, 
Specifications, or otherwise), or (3) other engineering or technical matters, then Engineer 
will promptly give written notice to Owner and Contractor that Engineer will not provide 
a decision or interpretation. 

14.  Field Orders:  Subject to any limitations in the Construction Contract Documents, Engineer 
may prepare and issue Field Orders requiring minor changes in the Work. 

15. Change Orders and Work Change Directives:  Recommend Change Orders and Work 
Change Directives to Owner, as appropriate, and prepare Change Orders and Work 
Change Directives as required. 

16. Differing Site Conditions:  Respond to any notice from Contractor of differing site 
conditions, including conditions relating to underground facilities such as utilities, and 
hazardous environmental conditions. Promptly conduct reviews and prepare findings, 
conclusions, and recommendations for Owner’s use. 
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17. Shop Drawings, Samples, and Other Submittals:  Review and approve or take other 
appropriate action with respect to Shop Drawings, Samples,  and other required 
Contractor submittals, but only for conformance with the information given in the 
Construction Contract Documents and compatibility with the design concept of the 
completed Project as a functioning whole as indicated by the Construction Contract 
Documents.  Such reviews and approvals or other action will not extend to means, 
methods, techniques, sequences, or procedures of construction or to safety precautions 
and programs incident thereto.  Engineer shall meet any Contractor’s submittal schedule 
that Engineer has accepted. 

18. Substitutes and “Or-equal”:  Evaluate and determine the acceptability of substitute or “or-
equal” materials and equipment proposed by Contractor, but subject to the provisions of 
Paragraph A2.02.A.2 of this Exhibit A. 

19. Inspections and Tests: 

a. Receive and review all certificates of inspections, tests, and approvals required by 
Laws and Regulations or the Construction Contract Documents.  Engineer’s review of 
such certificates will be for the purpose of determining that the results certified 
indicate compliance with the Construction Contract Documents and will not 
constitute an independent evaluation that the content or procedures of such 
inspections, tests, or approvals comply with the requirements of the Construction 
Contract Documents.  Engineer shall be entitled to rely on the results of such 
inspections and tests. 

b. As deemed reasonably necessary, request that Contractor uncover Work that is to 
be inspected, tested, or approved.  

c. Pursuant to the terms of the Construction Contract, require special inspections or 
testing of the Work, whether or not the Work is fabricated, installed, or completed. 

20. Change Proposals and Claims:  (a) Review and respond to Change Proposals.  Review each 
duly submitted Change Proposal from Contractor and, within 30 days after receipt of the 
Contractor’s supporting data, either deny the Change Proposal in whole, approve it in 
whole, or deny it in part and approve it in part.  Such actions shall be in writing, with a 
copy provided to Owner and Contractor. If the Change Proposal does not involve the 
design (as set forth in the Drawings, Specifications, or otherwise), the acceptability of the 
Work, or other engineering or technical matters, then Engineer will notify the parties that 
the Engineer will not resolve the Change Proposal.  (b) Provide information or data to 
Owner regarding engineering or technical matters pertaining to Claims. 

21. Applications for Payment:  Based on Engineer’s observations as an experienced and 
qualified design professional and on review of Applications for Payment and 
accompanying supporting documentation: 

a. Determine the amounts that Engineer recommends Contractor be paid. Recommend 
reductions in payment (set-offs) based on the provisions for set-offs stated in the 
Construction Contract. Such recommendations of payment will be in writing and will 
constitute Engineer’s representation to Owner, based on such observations and 
review, that, to the best of Engineer’s knowledge, information and belief, 
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Contractor’s Work has progressed to the point indicated, the Work is generally in 
accordance with the Construction Contract Documents (subject to an evaluation of 
the Work as a functioning whole prior to or upon Substantial Completion, to the 
results of any subsequent tests called for in the Construction Contract Documents, 
and to any other qualifications stated in the recommendation), and the conditions 
precedent to Contractor’s being entitled to such payment appear to have been 
fulfilled in so far as it is Engineer’s responsibility to observe the  Work.  In the case of 
unit price Work, Engineer’s recommendations of payment will include final 
determinations of quantities and classifications of the Work (subject to any 
subsequent adjustments allowed by the Construction Contract Documents). 

b. By recommending payment, Engineer shall not thereby be deemed to have 
represented that observations made by Engineer to check the quality or quantity of 
Contractor’s Work as it is performed and furnished have been exhaustive, extended 
to every aspect of Contractor’s Work in progress, or involved detailed inspections of 
the Work beyond the responsibilities specifically assigned to Engineer in this 
Agreement.  Neither Engineer’s review of Contractor’s Work for the purposes of 
recommending payments nor Engineer’s recommendation of any payment including 
final payment will impose on Engineer responsibility to supervise, direct, or control 
the Work, or for the means, methods, techniques, sequences, or procedures of 
construction or safety precautions or programs incident thereto, or Contractor’s 
compliance with Laws and Regulations applicable to Contractor’s furnishing and 
performing the Work.  It will also not impose responsibility on Engineer to make any 
examination to ascertain how or for what purposes Contractor has used the money 
paid to Contractor by Owner; to determine that title to any portion of the Work, 
including materials or equipment, has passed to Owner free and clear of any liens, 
claims, security interests, or encumbrances; or that there may not be other matters 
at issue between Owner and Contractor that might affect the amount that should be 
paid. 

22. Contractor’s Completion Documents:  Receive from Contractor, review, and transmit to 
Owner maintenance and operating instructions, schedules, guarantees, bonds, 
certificates or other evidence of insurance required by the Construction Contract 
Documents, certificates of inspection, tests and approvals, and Shop Drawings, Samples, 
and other data approved as provided under Paragraph A1.05.A.17.  Receive from 
Contractor, review, and transmit to Owner the annotated record documents which are to 
be assembled by Contractor in accordance with the Construction Contract Documents to 
obtain final payment.  The extent of Engineer’s review of record documents shall be to 
check that Contractor has submitted all pages. 

23. Substantial Completion:  Promptly after notice from Contractor that Contractor considers 
the entire Work ready for its intended use, in company with Owner and Contractor, visit 
the Site to review the Work and determine the status of completion. Follow the 
procedures in the Construction Contract regarding the preliminary certificate of 
Substantial Completion, punch list of items to be completed, Owner’s objections, notice 
to Contractor, and issuance of a final certificate of Substantial Completion.  Assist Owner 
regarding any remaining engineering or technical matters affecting Owner’s use or 
occupancy of the Work following Substantial Completion. 
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24. Other Tasks:  Perform or provide the following other Construction Phase tasks or 
deliverables: N/A  

25. Final Notice of Acceptability of the Work:  Conduct a final visit to the Project to determine 
if the Work is complete and acceptable so that Engineer may recommend, in writing, final 
payment to Contractor.  Accompanying the recommendation for final payment, Engineer 
shall also provide a notice to Owner and Contractor in the form attached hereto as Exhibit 
E (“Notice of Acceptability of Work”) that the Work is acceptable (subject to the provisions 
of the Notice and Paragraph A1.05.A.21.b) to the best of Engineer’s knowledge, 
information, and belief, and based on the extent of the services provided by Engineer 
under this Agreement. 

26. Standards for Certain Construction-Phase Decisions:  Engineer will render decisions 
regarding the requirements of the Construction Contract Documents, and judge the 
acceptability of the Work, pursuant to the specific procedures set forth in the Construction 
Contract for initial interpretations, Change Proposals, and acceptance of the Work. In 
rendering such decisions and judgments, Engineer will not show partiality to Owner or 
Contractor, and will not be liable to Owner, Contractor, or others in connection with any 
proceedings, interpretations, decisions, or judgments conducted or rendered in good 
faith. 

B. Duration of Construction Phase:  The Construction Phase will commence with the execution of 
the first Construction Contract for the Project or any part thereof and will terminate upon 
written recommendation by Engineer for final payment to Contractors.  If the Project involves 
more than one prime contract as indicated in Paragraph A1.03.D, then Construction Phase 
services may be rendered at different times in respect to the separate contracts.  Subject to 
the provisions of Article 3, Engineer shall be entitled to an equitable increase in compensation 
if Construction Phase services (including Resident Project Representative services, if any) are 
required after the original date for completion and readiness for final payment of Contractor 
as set forth in the Construction Contract. 

A1.06 Post-Construction Phase 

A. Upon written authorization from Owner during the Post-Construction Phase, Engineer shall: 

1. Together with Owner, visit the Project to observe any apparent defects in the Work,  make 
recommendations as to replacement or correction of defective Work, if any, or the need 
to repair of any damage to the Site or adjacent areas, and assist Owner in consultations 
and discussions with Contractor concerning correction of any such defective Work and 
any needed repairs. 

2. Together with Owner, visit the Project within one month before the end of the 
Construction Contract’s correction period to ascertain whether any portion of the Work 
or the repair of any damage to the Site or adjacent areas is defective and therefore subject 
to correction by Contractor. 

3. Perform or provide the following other Post-Construction Phase tasks or deliverables:     
N/A  
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B. The Post-Construction Phase services may commence during the Construction Phase and, if 
not otherwise modified in this Exhibit A, will terminate twelve months after the 
commencement of the Construction Contract’s correction period. 

PART 2 – ADDITIONAL SERVICES 

A2.01 Additional Services Requiring Owner’s Written Authorization 

 

A. If authorized in writing by Owner, Engineer shall provide Additional Services of the types listed 
below. These services are not included as part of Basic Services and will be paid for by Owner 
as indicated in Exhibit C. 

1. Preparation of applications and supporting documents (in addition to those furnished 
under Basic Services) for private or governmental grants, loans, or advances in connection 
with the Project; preparation or review of environmental assessments and impact 
statements; review and evaluation of the effects on the design requirements for the 
Project of any such statements and documents prepared by others; and assistance in 
obtaining approvals of authorities having jurisdiction over the anticipated environmental 
impact of the Project. 

2. Services to make measured drawings of existing conditions or facilities, to conduct tests 
or investigations of existing conditions or facilities, or to verify the accuracy of drawings 
or other information furnished by Owner or others. 

3. Services resulting from significant changes in the scope, extent, or character of the 
portions of the Project designed or specified by Engineer, or the Project’s design 
requirements, including, but not limited to, changes in size, complexity, Owner’s schedule, 
character of construction, or method of financing; and revising previously accepted 
studies, reports, Drawings, Specifications, or Construction Contract Documents when such 
revisions are required by changes in Laws and Regulations enacted subsequent to the 
Effective Date or are due to any other causes beyond Engineer’s control. 

4. Services resulting from Owner’s request to evaluate additional Study and Report Phase 
alternative solutions beyond those agreed to in Paragraph A1.01.A.1 and 2. 

5. Services required as a result of Owner’s providing incomplete or incorrect Project 
information to Engineer. 

6. Providing renderings or models for Owner’s use, including services in support of building 
information modeling or civil integrated management. 

7. Undertaking investigations and studies including, but not limited to: 

a. detailed consideration of operations, maintenance, and overhead expenses; 

b. the preparation of feasibility studies (such as those that include projections of output 
capacity, utility project rates, project market demand, or project revenues) and cash 
flow analyses, provided that such services are based on the engineering and technical 
aspects of the Project, and do not include rendering advice regarding municipal 
financial products or the issuance of municipal securities;

d. evaluating processes available for licensing, and assisting Owner in obtaining process 
licensing;  

e. detailed quantity surveys of materials, equipment, and labor; and 

f. audits or inventories required in connection with construction performed or 
furnished by Owner. 

8. Furnishing services of Consultants for other than Basic Services. 

9. Providing data or services of the types described in Exhibit B, when Owner retains  
Engineer to provide such data or services instead of Owner furnishing the same.  

10. Providing the following services: 

a. Services attributable to more prime construction contracts than specified in 
Paragraph A1.03.D. 

b. Services to arrange for performance of construction services for Owner by 
contractors other than the principal prime Contractor, and administering Owner’s 
contract for such services. 

11. Services during out-of-town travel required of Engineer, other than for visits to the Site or 
Owner’s office as required in Basic Services (Part 1 of Exhibit A). 

12. Preparing for, coordinating with, participating in and responding to structured 
independent review processes, including, but not limited to, construction management, 
cost estimating, project peer review, value engineering, and constructability review 
requested by Owner; and performing or furnishing services required to revise studies, 
reports, Drawings, Specifications, or other documents as a result of such review processes. 

13. Preparing additional bidding-related documents (or requests for proposals or other 
construction procurement documents) or Construction Contract Documents for alternate 
bids or cost estimates requested by Owner for the Work or a portion thereof. 

14. Assistance in connection with bid protests, rebidding, or renegotiating contracts for 
construction, materials, equipment, or services, except when such assistance is required 
to complete services required by Paragraph 5.02.A and Exhibit F. 

15. Preparing conformed Construction Contract Documents that incorporate and integrate 
the content of all Addenda and any amendments negotiated by Owner and Contractor. 

16. Providing Construction Phase services beyond the original date for completion and 
readiness for final payment of Contractor, but only if such services increase the total 
quantity of services to be performed in the Construction Phase, rather than merely 
shifting performance of such services to a later date. 

17. Preparing Record Drawings, and furnishing such Record Drawings to Owner.

18. Supplementing Record Drawings with information regarding the completed Project, Site, 
and immediately adjacent areas obtained from field observations, Owner, utility 
companies, and other reliable sources. 

19. Conducting surveys, investigations, and field measurements to verify the accuracy of 
Record Drawing content obtained from Contractor, Owner, utility companies, and other 
sources; revise and supplement Record Drawings as needed. 

20. Preparation of operation, maintenance, and staffing manuals. 

21. Protracted or extensive assistance in refining and adjusting of Project equipment and 
systems (such as initial startup, testing, and balancing). 

22. Assistance to Owner in training Owner’s staff to operate and maintain Project equipment 
and systems. 

23. Assistance to Owner in developing systems and procedures for (a) control of the operation 
and maintenance of Project equipment and systems, and (b) related recordkeeping. 

24. Preparing to serve or serving as a consultant or witness for Owner in any litigation, 
arbitration, lien or bond claim, or other legal or administrative proceeding involving the 
Project. 

25. Overtime work requiring higher than regular rates. 

26. Providing construction surveys and staking to enable Contractor to perform its work other 
than as required under Paragraph A1.05.A.8; any type of property surveys or related 
engineering services needed for the transfer of interests in real property; and providing 
other special field surveys. 

27. Providing more extensive services required to enable Engineer to issue notices or 
certifications requested by Owner. 

28. Extensive services required during any correction period, or with respect to monitoring 
Contractor’s compliance with warranties and guarantees called for in the Construction 
Contract (except as agreed to under Basic Services). 

29. Other additional services performed or furnished by Engineer not otherwise provided for 
in this Agreement. 

A2.02 Additional Services Not Requiring Owner’s Written Authorization 

A. Engineer shall advise Owner that Engineer is commencing to perform or furnish the Additional 
Services of the types listed below.  For such Additional Services, Engineer need not request or 
obtain specific advance written authorization from Owner.  Engineer shall cease performing or 
furnishing such Additional Services upon receipt of written notice to cease from Owner. 

1. Services in connection with Work Change Directives and Change Orders to reflect changes 
requested by Owner. 
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2. Services in making revisions to Drawings and Specifications occasioned by the acceptance 
of substitute materials or equipment other than “or equal” items; services after the award 
of the Construction Contract in evaluating and determining the acceptability of a 
proposed "or equal" or substitution which is found to be inappropriate for the Project; 
evaluation and determination of an excessive number of proposed "or equals" or 
substitutions, whether proposed before or after award of the Construction Contract. 

3. Services resulting from significant delays, changes, or price increases occurring as a direct 
or indirect result of materials, equipment, or energy shortages. 

4. Additional or extended services arising from (a) the presence at the Site of any Constituent 
of Concern or items of historical or cultural significance, (b) emergencies or acts of God 
endangering the Work, (c) damage to the Work by fire or other causes during 
construction, (d) a significant amount of defective, neglected, or delayed Work, (e) 
acceleration of the progress schedule involving services beyond normal working hours, or 
(f) default by Contractor. 

5. Services (other than Basic Services during the Post-Construction Phase) in connection with 
any partial utilization of the Work by Owner prior to Substantial Completion. 

6. Evaluating unreasonable or frivolous requests for interpretation or information (RFIs), 
Change Proposals, or other demands from Contractor or others in connection with the 
Work, or an excessive number of RFIs, Change Proposals, or demands. 

7. Reviewing a Shop Drawing or other Contractor submittal more than three times, as a 
result of repeated inadequate submissions by Contractor. 

8. While at the Site, compliance by Engineer and its staff with those terms of Owner's or 
Contractor's safety program provided to Engineer subsequent to the Effective Date that 
exceed those normally required of engineering personnel by federal, State, or local safety 
authorities for similar construction sites.

Owner’s Responsibilities 

 
Article 2 of the Agreement is supplemented to include the following agreement of the parties. 
 
B2.01 In addition to other responsibilities of Owner as set forth in this Agreement, Owner shall at its 

expense: 
 

A. Provide Engineer with all criteria and full information as to Owner’s requirements for the 
Project, including design objectives and constraints, space, capacity and performance 
requirements, flexibility, and expandability, and any budgetary limitations.  

B. Give instructions to Engineer regarding Owner’s procurement of construction services 
(including instructions regarding advertisements for bids, instructions to bidders, and requests 
for proposals, as applicable), Owner’s construction contract practices and requirements, 
insurance and bonding requirements, electronic transmittals during construction, and other 
information necessary for the finalization of Owner’s bidding-related documents (or requests 
for proposals or other construction procurement documents), and Construction Contract 
Documents.  Furnish copies (or give specific directions requesting Engineer to use copies 
already in Engineer’s possession) of all design and construction standards, Owner’s standard 
forms, general conditions (if other than EJCDC® C-700, Standard General Conditions of the 
Construction Contract, 2013 Edition), supplementary conditions, text, and related documents 
and content for Engineer to include in the draft bidding-related documents (or requests for 
proposals or other construction procurement documents), and draft Construction Contract 
Documents, when applicable.  Owner shall have responsibility for the final content of (1) such 
bidding-related documents (or requests for proposals or other construction procurement 
documents), and (2) those portions of any Construction Contract other than the design (as set 
forth in the Drawings, Specifications, or otherwise), and other engineering or technical matters; 
and Owner shall seek the advice of Owner’s legal counsel, risk managers, and insurance 
advisors with respect to the drafting and content of such documents. 

C. Furnish to Engineer any other available information pertinent to the Project including reports 
and data relative to previous designs, construction, or investigation at or adjacent to the Site. 

D. Following Engineer’s assessment of initially-available Project information and data and upon 
Engineer’s request, obtain, furnish, or otherwise make available (if necessary, through title 
searches, or retention of specialists or consultants) such additional Project-related information 
and data as is reasonably required to enable Engineer to complete its Basic and Additional 
Services.  Such additional information or data would generally include the following: 

1. Property descriptions. 

2. Zoning, deed, and other land use restrictions. 

3. Utility and topographic mapping and surveys. 
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4. Property, boundary, easement, right-of-way, and other special surveys or data, including 
establishing relevant reference points. 

5. Explorations and tests of subsurface conditions at or adjacent to the Site; geotechnical 
reports and investigations; drawings of physical conditions relating to existing surface or 
subsurface structures at the Site; hydrographic surveys, laboratory tests and inspections 
of samples, materials, and equipment; with appropriate professional interpretation of 
such information or data.  

6. Environmental assessments, audits, investigations, and impact statements, and other 
relevant environmental, historical, or cultural studies relevant to the Project, the Site, and 
adjacent areas. 

7. Data or consultations as required for the Project but not otherwise identified in this 
Agreement. 

E. Arrange for safe access to and make all provisions for Engineer to enter upon public and private 
property as required for Engineer to perform services under the Agreement. 

F. Recognizing and acknowledging that Engineer's services and expertise do not include the 
following services, provide, as required for the Project: 

1. Accounting, bond and financial advisory (including, if applicable, “municipal advisor” 
services as described in Section 975 of the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer 
Protection Act (2010) and the municipal advisor registration rules issued by the Securities 
and Exchange Commission), independent cost estimating, and insurance counseling 
services. 

2. Legal services with regard to issues pertaining to the Project as Owner requires, 
Contractor raises, or Engineer reasonably requests. 

3. Such auditing services as Owner requires to ascertain how or for what purpose Contractor 
has used the money paid. 

G. Provide the services of an independent testing laboratory to perform all inspections, tests, and 
approvals of samples, materials, and equipment required by the Construction Contract 
Documents (other than those required to be furnished or arranged by Contractor), or to 
evaluate the performance of materials, equipment, and facilities of Owner, prior to their 
incorporation into the Work with appropriate professional interpretation thereof. Provide 
Engineer with the findings and reports generated by testing laboratories, including findings and 
reports obtained from or through Contractor. 

H. Provide reviews, approvals, and permits from all governmental authorities having jurisdiction 
to approve all phases of the Project designed or specified by Engineer and such reviews, 
approvals, and consents from others as may be necessary for completion of each phase of the 
Project. 
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I. Advise Engineer of the identity and scope of services of any independent consultants employed 
by Owner to perform or furnish services in regard to the Project, including, but not limited to, 
cost estimating, project peer review, value engineering, and constructability review. 

J. If Owner designates a construction manager or an individual or entity other than, or in addition 
to, Engineer to represent Owner at the Site, define and set forth as an attachment to this 
Exhibit B the duties, responsibilities, and limitations of authority of such other party and the 
relation thereof to the duties, responsibilities, and authority of Engineer. 

K. If more than one prime contract is to be awarded for the Work designed or specified by 
Engineer, then designate a person or entity to have authority and responsibility for 
coordinating the activities among the various prime Contractors, and define and set forth the 
duties, responsibilities, and limitations of authority of such individual or entity and the relation 
thereof to the duties, responsibilities, and authority of Engineer as an attachment to this Exhibit 
B that is to be mutually agreed upon and made a part of this Agreement before such services 
begin. 

L. Inform Engineer in writing of any specific requirements of safety or security programs that are 
applicable to Engineer, as a visitor to the Site. 

M. Examine all alternative solutions, studies, reports, sketches, Drawings, Specifications, 
proposals, and other documents presented by Engineer (including obtaining advice of an 
attorney, risk manager, insurance counselor, financial/municipal advisor, and other advisors or 
consultants as Owner deems appropriate with respect to such examination) and render in 
writing timely decisions pertaining thereto. 

N. Inform Engineer regarding any need for assistance in evaluating the possible use of Project 
Strategies, Technologies, and Techniques, as defined in Exhibit A. 

O. Advise Engineer as to whether Engineer’s assistance is requested in identifying opportunities 
for enhancing the sustainability of the Project. 

P. Place and pay for advertisement for Bids in appropriate publications. 

Q. Furnish to Engineer data as to Owner’s anticipated costs for services to be provided by others 
(including, but not limited to, accounting, bond and financial, independent cost estimating, 
insurance counseling, and legal advice) for Owner so that Engineer may assist Owner in 
collating the various cost categories which comprise Total Project Costs. 

R. Attend and participate in the pre-bid conference, bid opening, pre-construction conferences, 
construction progress and other job-related meetings, and Site visits to determine Substantial 
Completion and readiness of the completed Work for final payment.   

S. Authorize Engineer to provide Additional Services as set forth in Part 2 of Exhibit A of the 
Agreement, as required.

ARTICLE 2 – OWNER’S RESPONSIBILITIES 
 

C2.01 Compensation for Basic Services (other than Resident Project Representative) – Percentage of 
Construction Cost Method of Payment 

 
A. Owner shall pay Engineer for Basic Services set forth in Exhibit A, except for services of 

Engineer’s Resident Project Representative, if any, as follows: 

1. General:  An amount equal to nine (9) percent of the Construction Cost.  This amount 
includes compensation for Engineer’s Services and services of Engineer’s Consultants, if 
any.

b. For Work designed or specified but not constructed, the lowest bona fide Bid 
received from a qualified bidder for such Work; or, if the Work is not bid, the lowest 
bona fide negotiated proposal for such Work. 

c. For Work designed or specified but not constructed upon which no such Bid or 
proposal is received, Engineer’s most recent opinion of probable Construction Cost. 

d. Labor furnished by Owner for the Project will be included in the Construction Cost at 
current market rates including a reasonable allowance for overhead and profit.  
Materials and equipment furnished by Owner will be included at current market 
prices. 

e. For purposes of determining Construction Cost under this provision, no deduction is 
to be made from Construction Contract pricing on account of any penalty, liquidated 
damages, or other amounts withheld from payments to Contractor(s). 

3. Reimbursable Expenses:  In addition to the Percentage of Construction Cost, Engineer is 
also entitled to reimbursement from Owner for the following Reimbursable Expenses:

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4. Progress Payments: 

a. The portion of the amounts billed for Engineer’s services that is on account of the 
Percentage of Construction Cost will be based upon Engineer’s estimate of the 
percentage of the total services actually completed during the billing period. If any 
Reimbursable Expenses are expressly allowed, Engineer may also bill for any such 
Reimbursable Expenses incurred during the billing period. 

b. Upon conclusion of each phase of Basic Services, Owner shall pay such additional

b. When estimated compensation amounts have been stated herein and it 
subsequently becomes apparent to Engineer that the total compensation amount 
thus estimated will be exceeded, Engineer shall give Owner written notice thereof, 
allowing Owner to consider its options, including suspension or termination of 
Engineer's services for Owner's convenience.  Upon notice Owner and Engineer 
promptly shall review the matter of services remaining to be performed and 
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compensation for such services.  Owner shall either exercise its right to suspend or 
terminate Engineer's services for Owner's convenience, agree to such compensation 
exceeding said estimated amount, or agree to a reduction in the remaining services 
to be rendered by Engineer, so that total compensation for such services will not 
exceed said estimated amount when such services are completed.  If Owner decides 
not to suspend Engineer's services during negotiations and Engineer exceeds the 
estimated amount before Owner and Engineer have agreed to an increase in the 
compensation due Engineer or a reduction in the remaining services, then Engineer 
shall be paid for all services rendered hereunder. 

4. To the extent necessary to verify Engineer’s charges and upon Owner’s timely request, 
Engineer shall make copies of such records available to Owner at cost.

1. General:  For services of Engineer’s personnel engaged directly on the Project pursuant to 
Paragraph A2.01 or A2.02 of Exhibit A, except for services as a consultant or witness under 
Paragraph A2.01.A.20, (which if needed shall be separately negotiated based on the 
nature of the required consultation or testimony) an amount equal to the cumulative 
hours charged to the Project by each class of Engineer’s personnel times Standard Hourly 
Rates for each applicable billing class for all Additional Services performed on the Project, 
plus related Reimbursable Expenses and Engineer’s Consultant’s charges, if any. 

B. Compensation For Reimbursable Expenses: 

1. For those Reimbursable Expenses that are not accounted for in the compensation for 
Basic Services under Paragraph C2.01 and are directly related to the provision of 
Additional Services, Owner shall pay Engineer as mutually agreed upon by both parties. 

2. The amounts payable to Engineer for Reimbursable Expenses, if any, will be the Additional 
Services-related internal expenses actually incurred or allocated by Engineer, plus all 
invoiced external Reimbursable Expenses allocable to such Additional Services, the latter 
multiplied by a factor of 1.1. 

3. The Reimbursable Expenses Schedule will be adjusted annually (as of January 1, 2021) to 
reflect equitable changes in the compensation payable to Engineer.

Duties, Responsibilities, and Limitations of Authority of Resident Project Representative 

 
Article 1 of the Agreement is supplemented to include the following agreement of the parties: 

ARTICLE 1 - SERVICES OF ENGINEER 

D1.01 Resident Project Representative 
 

A. Engineer shall furnish a Resident Project Representative (“RPR”) to assist Engineer in observing 
progress and quality of the Work.  The RPR may provide full time representation or may provide 
representation to a lesser degree. RPR is Engineer’s representative at the Site, will act as 
directed by and under the supervision of Engineer, and will confer with Engineer regarding 
RPR’s actions. 

B. Through RPR's observations of the Work, including field checks of materials and installed 
equipment, Engineer shall endeavor to provide further protection for Owner against defects 
and deficiencies in the Work.  However, Engineer shall not, as a result of such RPR observations 
of the Work, supervise, direct, or have control over the Work, nor shall Engineer (including the 
RPR) have authority over or responsibility for the means, methods, techniques, sequences, or 
procedures of construction selected or used by any Constructor, for security or safety at the 
Site, for safety precautions and programs incident to the Work or any Constructor’s work in 
progress, for the coordination of the Constructors’ work or schedules, or for any failure of any 
Constructor to comply with Laws and Regulations applicable to the performing and furnishing 
of its work.  The Engineer (including RPR) neither guarantees the performances of any 
Constructor nor assumes responsibility for any Constructor’s failure to furnish and perform the 
Work, or any portion of the Work, in accordance with the Construction Contract Documents.  
In addition, the specific terms set forth in Exhibit A, Paragraph A1.05, of this Agreement are 
applicable. 

C. The duties and responsibilities of the RPR are as follows: 

1. General:  RPR’s dealings in matters pertaining to the Work in general shall be with 
Engineer and Contractor.  RPR’s dealings with Subcontractors shall only be through or with 
the full knowledge and approval of Contractor.  RPR shall generally communicate with 
Owner only with the knowledge of and under the direction of Engineer. 

2. Schedules:  Review the progress schedule, schedule of Shop Drawing and Sample 
submittals, schedule of values, and other schedules prepared by Contractor and consult 
with Engineer concerning acceptability of such schedules. 

3. Conferences and Meetings:  Attend meetings with Contractor, such as preconstruction 
conferences, progress meetings, job conferences, and other Project-related meetings (but 
not including Contractor’s safety meetings), and as appropriate prepare and circulate 
copies of minutes thereof. 
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4. Safety Compliance:  Comply with Site safety programs, as they apply to RPR, and if 
required to do so by such safety programs, receive safety training specifically related to 
RPR’s own personal safety while at the Site. 

5. Liaison: 

a. Serve as Engineer’s liaison with Contractor.  Working principally through Contractor’s 
authorized representative or designee, assist in providing information regarding the 
provisions and intent of the Construction Contract Documents. 

b. Assist Engineer in serving as Owner’s liaison with Contractor when Contractor’s 
operations affect Owner’s on-Site operations. 

c. Assist in obtaining from Owner additional details or information, when required for 
proper execution of the Work. 

6. Clarifications and Interpretations:  Receive from Contractor submittal of any matters in 
question concerning the requirements of the Construction Contract Documents 
(sometimes referred to as requests for information or interpretation—RFIs), or relating to 
the acceptability of the Work under the Construction Contract Documents. Report to 
Engineer regarding such RFIs. Report to Engineer when clarifications and interpretations 
of the Construction Contract Documents are needed, whether as the result of a Contractor 
RFI or otherwise. Transmit Engineer’s clarifications, interpretations, and decisions to 
Contractor. ,  

7. Shop Drawings and Samples: 

a. Record date of receipt of Samples and Contractor-approved Shop Drawings.   

b. Receive Samples that are furnished at the Site by Contractor, and notify Engineer of 
availability of Samples for examination. 

c. Advise Engineer and Contractor of the commencement of any portion of the Work 
requiring a Shop Drawing or Sample submittal, if RPR believes that the submittal has 
not been received from Contractor, or has not been approved by Contractor or 
Engineer. 

8. Proposed Modifications:  Consider and evaluate Contractor’s suggestions for 
modifications to the Drawings or Specifications, and report such suggestions, together 
with RPR’s recommendations, if any, to Engineer.  Transmit Engineer’s response (if any) 
to such suggestions to Contractor.  

9. Review of Work; Defective Work: 

a. Report to Engineer whenever RPR believes that any part of the Work is defective 
under the terms and standards set forth in the Construction Contract Documents, 
and provide recommendations as to whether such Work should be corrected, 
removed and replaced, or accepted as provided in the Construction Contract 
Documents.  
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b. Inform Engineer of any Work that RPR believes is not defective under the terms and 
standards set forth in the Construction Contract Documents, but is nonetheless not 
compatible with the design concept of the completed Project as a functioning whole, 
and provide recommendations to Engineer for addressing such Work. ; and  

c. Advise Engineer of that part of the Work that RPR believes should be uncovered for 
observation, or requires special testing, inspection, or approval. 

10. Inspections, Tests, and System Start-ups: 

a. Consult with Engineer in advance of scheduled inspections, tests, and systems start-
ups. 

b. Verify that tests, equipment, and systems start-ups and operating and maintenance 
training are conducted in the presence of appropriate Owner’s personnel, and that 
Contractor maintains adequate records thereof. 

c. Observe, record, and report to Engineer appropriate details relative to the test 
procedures and systems start-ups.  

d. Observe whether Contractor has arranged for inspections required by Laws and 
Regulations, including but not limited to those to be performed by public or other 
agencies having jurisdiction over the Work. 

e. Accompany visiting inspectors representing public or other agencies having 
jurisdiction over the Work, record the results of these inspections, and report to 
Engineer. 

11. Records: 

a. Maintain at the Site orderly files for correspondence, reports of job conferences, 
copies of Construction Contract Documents including all Change Orders, Field 
Orders, Work Change Directives, Addenda, additional Drawings issued subsequent 
to the execution of the Construction Contract, RFIs, Engineer’s clarifications and 
interpretations of the Construction Contract Documents, progress reports, approved 
Shop Drawing and Sample submittals, and other Project-related documents. 

b. Prepare a daily report or keep a diary or log book, recording Contractor’s hours on 
the Site, Subcontractors present at the Site, weather conditions, data relative to 
questions of Change Orders, Field Orders, Work Change Directives, or changed 
conditions, Site visitors, deliveries of equipment or materials, daily activities, 
decisions, observations in general, and specific observations in more detail as in the 
case of observing test procedures; and send copies to Engineer. 

c. Upon request from Owner to Engineer, photograph or video Work in progress or Site 
conditions. 

d. Record and maintain accurate, up-to-date lists of the names, addresses, fax numbers, 
e-mail addresses, websites, and telephone numbers (including mobile numbers) of 
all Contractors, Subcontractors, and major Suppliers of materials and equipment.

e. Maintain records for use in preparing Project documentation. 

f. Upon completion of the Work, furnish original set of all RPR Project documentation 
to Engineer. 

12. Reports: 

a. Furnish to Engineer periodic reports as required of progress of the Work and of 
Contractor’s compliance with the progress schedule and schedule of Shop Drawing 
and Sample submittals. 

b. Draft and recommend to Engineer proposed Change Orders, Work Change 
Directives, and Field Orders.  Obtain backup material from Contractor. 

c. Furnish to Engineer and Owner copies of all inspection, test, and system start-up 
reports. 

d. Immediately inform Engineer of the occurrence of any Site accidents, emergencies, 
acts of God endangering the Work, possible force majeure or delay events, damage 
to property by fire or other causes, or the discovery of any potential differing site 
condition or Constituent of Concern.  

13. Payment Requests:  Review applications for payment with Contractor for compliance with 
the established procedure for their submission and forward with recommendations to 
Engineer, noting particularly the relationship of the payment requested to the schedule 
of values, Work completed, and materials and equipment delivered at the Site but not 
incorporated in the Work. 

14. Certificates, Operation and Maintenance Manuals:  During the course of the Work, verify 
that materials and equipment certificates, operation and maintenance manuals and other 
data required by the Contract Documents to be assembled and furnished by Contractor 
are applicable to the items actually installed and in accordance with the Contract 
Documents, and have these documents delivered to Engineer for review and forwarding 
to Owner prior to payment for that part of  the Work. 

15. Completion: 

a. Participate in Engineer’s visits to the Site regarding Substantial Completion, assist in 
the determination of Substantial Completion, and prior to the issuance of a 
Certificate of Substantial Completion submit a punch list of observed items requiring 
completion or correction.   

b. Participate in Engineer’s visit to the Site in the company of Owner and Contractor, to 
determine completion of the Work, and prepare a final punch list of items to be 
completed or corrected by Contractor. 

c. Observe whether all items on the final punch list have been completed or corrected, 
and make recommendations to Engineer concerning acceptance and issuance of the 
Notice of Acceptability of the Work. 
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D. Resident Project Representative shall not: 

1. Authorize any deviation from the Construction Contract Documents or substitution of 
materials or equipment (including “or-equal” items). 

2. Exceed limitations of Engineer’s authority as set forth in this Agreement. 

3. Undertake any of the responsibilities of Contractor, Subcontractors, or Suppliers, or any 
Constructor. 

4. Advise on, issue directions relative to, or assume control over any aspect of the means, 
methods, techniques, sequences or procedures of the Work, by Contractor or any other 
Constructor.  

5. Advise on, issue directions regarding, or assume control over security or safety practices, 
precautions, and programs in connection with the activities or operations of Owner or 
Contractor. 

6. Participate in specialized field or laboratory tests or inspections conducted off-site by 
others except as specifically authorized by Engineer. 

7. Accept Shop Drawing or Sample submittals from anyone other than Contractor.

NOTE 1 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 

 
  Nature of Operations: 

 
The Company operates as a contractor engaged in paving roadways and restoring bridges, generally across 
the Southeast.  The work is performed primarily under unit-price and fixed-price contracts.  Contract lengths 
vary but are typically less than one year. 
 

  Accounting Estimates: 
 
The preparation of the financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the 
United States of America requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported 
amounts of assets and liabilities and the disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the 
financial statements and reported amounts of revenue and expenses during the reporting period.  Actual 
results could differ from those estimates.  Management periodically evaluates estimates used in the 
preparation of the financial statements for continued reasonableness.  Appropriate adjustments, if any, to the 
estimates used are made prospectively based upon such periodic evaluation.  It is reasonably possible that 
changes may occur in the near term that would affect management’s estimates with respect to the percentage 
of contract completion, useful lives of property and equipment, and overhead cost allocations. 
 
Revisions in estimated contract profits are made in the year in which circumstances requiring the revision 
become known. 
 

  Balance Sheet Classifications: 
 
The Company includes in current assets and liabilities retentions receivable and payable under construction 
contracts that may extend beyond one year.  A one-year time period is used as classifying all other current 
assets and liabilities. 
 

  Cash and Cash Equivalents: 
 
The Company considers all liquid investments with an original maturity of three months or less to be cash 
equivalents. 
 

  Revenue and Cost Recognition: 
 
The construction services performed under each contract represent a single performance obligation that is 
satisfied over time.  Revenues from construction contracts are recognized over time using the cost-to-cost 
input method, measured by the percentage of costs incurred to date to estimated total costs for each 
contract.  This method is used because management considers costs incurred to date to be the best available 
measure of progress on these contracts.  Because of the inherent uncertainties in estimating costs, it is at 
least reasonably possible that the Company’s estimates of costs and revenues will change in the near term.

  Revenue and Cost Recognition (Continued): 

 
Contract costs include all subcontract, direct material and labor costs and those indirect costs related to 
contract performance, such as indirect labor, insurance, supplies, tools, repairs and depreciation.  Costs of 
inefficiencies or wasted resources (material or labor) are excluded when measuring progress and are 
expensed as incurred.  General and administrative costs are charged to expense as incurred.  Provisions for 
estimated losses on uncompleted contracts are made in the period in which such losses are determined.  
Changes in job performance, job conditions and estimated profitability, including those arising from contract 
penalty provisions and final contract settlements, may result in revisions to costs and income and are 
recognized in the period in which the revisions are determined.  Changes in estimated job profitability resulting 
from variable consideration (such as incentives for completing a contract early or on time, penalties for not 
completing a contract on time, claims for which the Company has enforceable rights, or contract 
modifications/change orders in which the scope of modification has been approved, but the price has not 
been determined or approved) are accounted for as changes in estimates in the current period, but limited to 
an amount that will not result in a significant reversal of revenue in future periods. 
 

  Contract Receivables: 
 
Contract receivables from construction are based on amounts billed to customers.  The Company provides 
an allowance for credit losses, when necessary, which is based upon a review of outstanding receivables, 
historical collection information, existing economic conditions and reasonable and supportable forecasts. 
Normal contract receivables are due 30 days after issuance of the invoice.  Retainages are due upon 
completion of contracts.  Unbilled receivables result from accrual of revenues on contracts completed for 
which billings have not yet been rendered.  Retainage and unbilled receivables for which the right to payment 
is unconditional are included in contract receivables.  Contract receivables past due more than 30 days are 
considered delinquent.  Delinquent contract receivables are written off based on individual credit evaluation 
and specific circumstances of the customer.  Balances that remain outstanding after the Company has used 
reasonable collection efforts are written off.  Management determined no allowance was necessary as of 
December 31, 2025. 
 

  Contract Assets and Contract Liabilities 
 
The contract asset, “Costs and estimated earnings in excess of billings on uncompleted contracts,” 
represents revenues recognized in excess of amounts billed.  The contract liability, “Billings in excess of costs 
and estimated earnings on uncompleted contracts,” represents billings in excess of revenues recognized. 
 
Retainage on uncompleted contracts and unbilled receivables that are not due until certain contract 
conditions are met, are included in contract assets and contract liabilities.  The Company’s contract assets 
and contract liabilities are reported net, on a contract-by-contract basis.

  Property and Equipment: 

 
Property and equipment are stated at cost and depreciated over the estimated useful lives of the individual 
assets utilizing the straight-line method.  Estimated useful lives are generally as follows: 
 

Construction equipment 5 - 10 years 
Transportation equipment 4 - 5 years 
Office furniture and equipment 5 - 7 years 
 

Major expenditures for property and equipment, and those which substantially increase useful lives, are 
capitalized.  Maintenance, repairs and minor renewals not included as contract costs are expensed as 
incurred.  When assets are retired, or otherwise disposed of, their costs and related accumulated depreciation 
are removed from the accounts and any resulting gain or loss is included in income for the year. 
 

  Income Taxes: 
 
The Company, with the consent of its members, has elected to be taxed as a partnership under the provisions 
of the Internal Revenue Code, whereby income is passed through to the individual members.  Under this 
election, the Company does not pay any federal or state income taxes.  Accordingly, no provision for income 
taxes on current period income has been made in the accompanying financial statements. 
 
If it is probable that an uncertain tax position will result in a material liability and the amount of the liability can 
be estimated, then the estimated liability is accrued.  If the Company were to incur any income tax liability in 
the future, interest on any income tax liability would be reported as interest expense, and penalties on any 
income tax would be reported as income taxes.  As of December 31, 2025, management believes there were 
no uncertain tax positions. 
 

  Leases: 
 
ASC 842, “Leases” (“ASC 842”) requires a lessee to recognize a right-of-use asset and a lease liability for all 
leases with a term greater than 12 months on its balance sheet regardless of whether the lease is classified 
as financing or operating. 
 
The Company’s lessee arrangements include both operating and finance leases for the Company’s office 
facility, storage space, and various pieces of equipment.  Under these arrangements, the Company records 
right-of-use assets and corresponding lease liabilities, each of which is based on the present value of the 
remaining lease payments discounted using the risk-free rate practical expedient allowable under ASC 842.  
Right-of-use assets are reported in noncurrent assets and the related lease liabilities are reported in current 
and long-term liabilities on the balance sheet.  All leases are recorded on the balance sheet except for leases 
with an initial term less than 12 months for which the Company elected short-term lease recognition under 
ASC 842.  Lease terms may contain renewal and extension options and early termination features.  Lease 
expense is recognized on a straight-line basis over the lease term.

Grant recipients will be required to 
implement a coordinated, multisystem approach that combines the legal authority of 
treatment drug courts with evidence-based SUD treatment services. Key stakeholders 
include the judiciary, prosecution, defense attorneys, probation services, law 
enforcement, mental health and SUD professionals, social service agencies, and health 
care treatment providers.

Intoxicated (DWI)/Driving Under the Influence (DUI) Courts, Co-Occurring Drug, and Mental 
Health Courts, Reentry Courts, and Veterans Treatment Courts. 
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Mental health and substance use conditions constitute a significant component of the chronic 
disease crisis affecting the United States. According to the 2024 National Survey on Drug Use 
and Health: 

• In 2024, 48.4 million people aged 12 or older (or 16.8 percent of the population) had an 
SUD in the past year. 

• Among people aged 12 or older in 2024 who were classified as needing substance use 
treatment in the past year, about 1 in 5 (19.3 percent or 10.2 million people) received 
substance use treatment in the past year. 

Unlike traditional approaches to criminal justice, drug courts integrate treatment, supervision, 
and recovery support services to facilitate meaningful, sustainable behavioral change.  

Specifically, recipients must: 
• Screen and assess clients for SUD and/or co-occurring substance use and mental health 

disorders 
• Provide evidence-based services including prevention, treatment, and recovery support 

services tailored to the population's specific needs 
• Coordinate with your Single State Agency in the planning, implementation, and 

evaluation of the grant. 
 

Family drug court applicants have additional program requirements. These courts must 
maintain a dual focus on family preservation efforts and promoting the overall wellness and 
stability of the entire family unit. This family-centered approach recognizes that SUDs affect not 
only the individual but also their children and other family members, requiring comprehensive 
interventions that address the needs of the whole family system. 
 

All activities proposed in your application and budget narrative must align with 
applicable law, including but not limited to statutes, executive orders, federal regulations and 
applicable judicial holdings.  Accordingly, discretionary awards shall not be used to fund, 
promote, encourage, subsidize, or facilitate; racial preferences or other forms of racial 
discrimination by the recipient, including activities where race or intentional proxies for race 
will be used as a selection criterion for employment or program participation; denial by the 
recipient of the sex binary in humans, or the belief that sex is a chosen or mutable 
characteristic; illegal immigration; or any other initiatives that compromise public safety.  If 
an application does not align, the application will not receive funding to the extent permitted 
by law and applicable court orders.

Key Personnel

The data gathered from these evaluations should inform the 
development of individualized prevention, treatment, and recovery support service 
plans tailored to each client's specific needs. 

 
Overdose Prevention and Response: 

• You must provide overdose prevention services to all drug court participants, 
recognizing that justice-involved individuals face elevated overdose risk, particularly 
during transitions from incarceration to community. Services must include: 
 FDA-approved opioid overdose reversal medication (OORM) distribution, 
 training participants to recognize opioid overdose signs, and 
 training participants in OORM administration. 

 
Treatment Services: 

• Evidence-Based Interventions - You must deliver evidence-based treatment services 
designed to address the specific needs of the target population. 

• Medications for Opioid Use Disorder (MOUD) - Treatment protocols must incorporate 
FDA-approved MOUD (methadone, buprenorphine products, naltrexone products) and 
comprehensive medication management. These services should be available across 
multiple treatment settings, including outpatient programs, intensive outpatient 
programs, day treatment, and residential treatment facilities. 

• Medications for Alcohol Use Disorder (MAUD) - Treatment protocols must incorporate 
FDA-approved medications for alcohol use disorder (AUD), including naltrexone 
products, acamprosate, and disulfiram, and must include comprehensive medication 
management. 

 
Trauma Services:  

• Implement trauma-informed care principles throughout all drug court operations and 
provide access to trauma-specific treatment. 

 
Recovery Support Services: 

• Provide recovery support services (e.g., recovery housing, peer support services, 
childcare, supported employment, skills training and development, and transportation 
services) that provide emotional and practical support to maintain client/participant 
remission. 
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• When peer recovery support services are incorporated into programming, they should 
be co-designed with and delivered by individuals who possess personal experience with 
the criminal justice system, have lived experience with SUD or co-occurring substance 
use and mental health disorders, and are in active recovery status. 

 
Evidence-based drug testing protocols: 

• Implement evidence-based drug testing protocols that support treatment engagement 
while maintaining accountability. Testing must be clinically informed. 

• Distinguish between prescribed medication use and illicit substance use. 
• Understand test results for participants on MOUD. 

 
Family Engagement: 

• All programs must provide family engagement opportunities, which may include 
parenting classes, fatherhood programming, family-centered therapy, and relational-
based therapeutic interventions. 

 
Infectious Disease Screening:  

• As medically necessary, conduct on-site or by referral prevention education, screening 
and testing for infectious diseases associated with SUD, including HIV, Hepatitis A (HAV), 
Hepatitis B (HBV), and Hepatitis C (HCV) viruses, bacterial Sexually Transmitted 
Infections (STIs), including gonorrhea, chlamydia, and syphilis and latent tuberculosis 
infection (LTBI) following clinical guidelines.  
 For people who test positive for HIV, HBV, HCV, STIs, and/or LTBI, you must 

provide or refer and confirm linkage to treatment services. (See Funding 
Restrictions and Limitations section below for information about the purchase 
of medication to treat infectious diseases.)

 Organizations addressing children's developmental, educational, and behavioral 

health needs 
• These collaborative relationships ensure that programs can address the complex, 

interconnected needs of families affected by substance use disorders while working 
toward family reunification and stability. 

 
We expect drug court recipients to serve a minimum of 45 clients per year (a minimum of 40 
clients per year for FTDCs) if the full annual award amount is requested. If you are proposing 
to serve fewer than the minimum number of clients per year:  

• You must provide a justification in Section B: Proposed Implementation Approach that 
details why you cannot meet the minimum expectation, and  

• Should consider applying for less than the maximum award amount of up to $400,000 
per year. You must apply only for the award amount you can reasonably expend based 
on the activities proposed in your application, including the number of clients you 
propose to serve annually. 

 
Operational Drug Courts: 
• Funds must be used to expand access to treatment services for SUD and/or co- 

occurring substance use and mental disorders in existing ATDCs, FTDCs, or Adult 
Tribal Healing to Wellness Courts. This program is not intended to provide start-
up funds to create new ATDCs, FTDCs, or Adult Tribal Healing to Wellness 
Courts. 

• Eligible drug courts must be operational on or before April 1, 2026.  
• “Operational” is defined as having a set of cases and seeing clients in the drug 

court. By signing the cover page (SF-424) of the application, the authorized 
representative of the applicant organization is certifying that the treatment 
drug court(s) is operational, as defined above, on or before April 1, 2026. 

Allowable Activities  
Allowable activities are not required. However, your organization may propose to use funds for 
the following activities:  

• Develop and implement tobacco cessation programs and activities. 
• Provide sober/recovery housing consistent with SAMHSA’s Best Practices for Recovery 

Housing.  

 Sober/recovery housing must allow for U.S. Food and Drug Administration-
approved medications, including MOUD and/or MAUD. 
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• Identify and respond to the housing needs of individuals and families served by the 
program who are at risk of homelessness or are currently homeless.  
 This could include an assessment of homelessness risk, housing status, and 

eligibility for federal housing programs, and collaboration with homeless services 
organizations and housing providers, including referral partnerships with public 
housing agencies and coordination with local homeless systems. 

• Provide Hepatitis A and Hepatitis B vaccinations as medically necessary. 

• Provide training to the behavioral health workforce on evidence-based psychiatric 
medication management, including safe tapering, deprescribing practices, and the 
review of polypharmacy.  

 This training should include strategies to support shared decision-making by 
ensuring patients and their families are fully informed of the risks and benefits of 
psychiatric medications at initiation, maintenance, and discontinuation.  

 Training must also ensure providers educate individuals about and facilitate 
access to appropriate evidence-based non-pharmacological interventions, 
including dietary modification, lifestyle changes, and psychotherapy. 

Capacity Building: 
Capacity building involves strengthening the ability of an organization to meet identified goals 
so that it can sustain or improve the delivery of services. Capacity-building activities may 
include, but are not limited to: 
 training, education, and technical assistance,  
 expansion of partnerships, and  
 the development of program materials.  

 
Applicants may implement capacity-building activities to provide or expand direct services or 
improve their effectiveness. In B.2 of the Project Narrative, if applicants choose to include 
capacity building activities, you must describe the use of funds for these activities, such as:

• Political subdivisions of states; 
• Indian Tribes and Tribal organizations (as such terms are defined in Section 5304 of Title 

25); 
• Treatment Drug Courts; 
• Health facilities, or programs operated by or in accordance with a contract or award 

with the Indian Health Service; and  
• Other public or private nonprofit organizations, including faith-based organizations.   

 
(NOTE: If you are a nonprofit organization, you must provide documentation of your  
nonprofit status in Attachment 8 of your application.) 

 
Recipients who received funding in FY 2022, FY 2023 or FY 2024 under Grants to Expand 
Substance Abuse Treatment Capacity in Adult and Family Treatment Drug Courts (TI-22-010, TI-
23-007, TI-24-004) are not eligible to apply for this funding opportunity. 

It is allowable to apply on behalf of one or more drug courts (ATDC, Adult Tribal Healing to 
Wellness Courts, or FTDC) either through a single application or several applications. When an 
eligible entity applies on behalf of multiple drug courts, the applicant is the award recipient and 
the entity responsible for satisfying the grant requirements. 

Note: Ten (10) additional points will be awarded to applicants that are drug courts or the 
government entity applying on behalf of the drug court(s) (e.g., state, county, or local 
government), due to the ability of drug courts and judges to directly manage grant funding 
and services to participants.

Upon achieving stability in treatment and building sufficient recovery support, and at least 
annually, clinicians should engage in a discussion with patients to assess treatment and 
recovery goals and the continued use of medications. Continuation should be evaluated on an 
individual basis, taking into consideration progress toward treatment goals, stability in 
treatment, recovery capital, and patient preference.  

When a shared decision to discontinue medication is made, discontinuation should be a gradual 
process with intensified support and monitoring to guard against resumption of drug use and 
done in the context of ongoing comprehensive care.

 racial preferences or other forms of racial discrimination by the recipient, 

including activities where race or intentional proxies for race will be used as a 
selection criterion for employment or program participation;

B. If Bidder is awarded the Contract, Bidder (as Contractor) will make similar express 
representations and certifications when it executes the Agreement. 

ARTICLE 7—INTERPRETATIONS AND ADDENDA 

7.01 Owner on its own initiative may issue Addenda to clarify, correct, supplement, or change the 
Bidding Documents. 

7.02 Bidder shall submit all questions about the meaning or intent of the Bidding Documents to 
Engineer in writing. Contact information and submittal procedures for such questions are as 
follows:

7.03 Interpretations or clarifications considered necessary by Engineer in response to such questions 
will be issued by Addenda delivered to all registered plan holders. Questions received less than 
seven days prior to the date for opening of Bids may not be answered. 

7.04 Only responses set forth in an Addendum will be binding. Oral and other interpretations or 
clarifications will be without legal effect. Responses to questions are not part of the Contract 
Documents unless set forth in an Addendum that expressly modifies or supplements the Contract 
Documents. 

ARTICLE 8—BID SECURITY 

8.01 A Bid must be accompanied by Bid security made payable to Owner in an amount of five (5) 
percent of Bidder’s maximum Bid price (determined by adding the base bid and all alternates) and 
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in the form of a Bid bond issued by a surety meeting the requirements of Paragraph 6.01 of the 
General Conditions. Such Bid bond will be issued in the form included in the Bidding Documents. 

8.02 The Bid security of the apparent Successful Bidder will be retained until Owner awards the 
contract to such Bidder, and such Bidder has executed the Contract, furnished the required 
Contract security, and met the other conditions of the Notice of Award, whereupon the Bid 
security will be released. If the Successful Bidder fails to execute and deliver the Contract and 
furnish the required Contract security within 15 days after the Notice of Award, Owner may 
consider Bidder to be in default, annul the Notice of Award, and the Bid security of that Bidder 
will be forfeited, in whole in the case of a penal sum bid bond, and to the extent of Owner’s 
damages in the case of a damages-form bond. Such forfeiture will be Owner’s exclusive remedy if 
Bidder defaults. 

8.03 The Bid security of other Bidders that Owner believes to have a reasonable chance of receiving 
the award may be retained by Owner until the earlier of 7 days after the Effective Date of the 
Contract or 61 days after the Bid opening, whereupon Bid security furnished by such Bidders will 
be released. 

8.04 Bid security of other Bidders that Owner believes do not have a reasonable chance of receiving 
the award will be released within 7 days after the Bid opening. 

ARTICLE 9—CONTRACT TIMES 

9.01 The number of days within which, or the dates by which, the Work is to be (a) substantially 
completed and (b) ready for final payment, and (c) Milestones (if any) are to be achieved, are set 
forth in the Agreement. 

9.02 Provisions for liquidated damages, if any, for failure to timely attain a Milestone, Substantial 
Completion, or completion of the Work in readiness for final payment, are set forth in the 
Agreement. 

ARTICLE 10—SUBSTITUTE AND “OR EQUAL” ITEMS 

10.01 The Contract for the Work, as awarded, will be on the basis of materials and equipment specified 
or described in the Bidding Documents without consideration during the bidding and Contract 
award process of possible substitute or “or-equal” items. In cases in which the Contract allows 
the Contractor to request that Engineer authorize the use of a substitute or “or-equal” item of 
material or equipment, application for such acceptance may not be made to and will not be 
considered by Engineer until after the Effective Date of the Contract. 

10.02 All prices that Bidder sets forth in its Bid will be based on the presumption that the Contractor will 
furnish the materials and equipment specified or described in the Bidding Documents, as 
supplemented by Addenda. Any assumptions regarding the possibility of post-Bid approvals of 
“or-equal” or substitution requests are made at Bidder’s sole risk. 

ARTICLE 11—SUBCONTRACTORS, SUPPLIERS, AND OTHERS 

11.01 A Bidder must be prepared to retain specific Subcontractors and Suppliers for the performance of 
the Work if required to do so by the Bidding Documents or in the Specifications. If a prospective 
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Bidder objects to retaining any such Subcontractor or Supplier and the concern is not relieved by 
an Addendum, then the prospective Bidder should refrain from submitting a Bid. 

11.02 Subcontractor’s proposed for subcontracts for all or any portion of the construction exceeding 
$50,000 are required to have a current Certificate of Responsibility Number issued by the 
Mississippi Board of Contractors and such subcontractors shall hold Classifications required for 
those portions of the work that they will be performing.  A listing of all such subcontractors along 
with their Certificate Number and Classification(s) shall be provided with the Bidder’s proposal.   

11.03 If requested by Owner, such list must be accompanied by an experience statement with pertinent 
information regarding similar projects and other evidence of qualification for each such 
Subcontractor or Supplier. If Owner or Engineer, after due investigation, has reasonable objection 
to any proposed Subcontractor or Supplier, Owner may, before the Notice of Award is given, 
request apparent Successful Bidder to submit an acceptable substitute, in which case apparent 
Successful Bidder will submit a substitute, Bidder’s Bid price will be increased (or decreased) by 
the difference in cost occasioned by such substitution, and Owner may consider such price 
adjustment in evaluating Bids and making the Contract award. 

11.04 If apparent Successful Bidder declines to make any such substitution, Owner may award the 
Contract to the next lowest Bidder that proposes to use acceptable Subcontractors and Suppliers. 
Declining to make requested substitutions will constitute grounds for forfeiture of the Bid security 
of any Bidder. Any Subcontractor or Supplier, so listed and against which Owner or Engineer 
makes no written objection prior to the giving of the Notice of Award will be deemed acceptable 
to Owner and Engineer subject to subsequent revocation of such acceptance as provided in 
Paragraph 7.07 of the General Conditions. 

ARTICLE 12—PREPARATION OF BID 

12.01 The Bid Form is included with the Bidding Documents. 

A. All blanks on the Bid Form must be completed in ink and the Bid Form signed in ink. Erasures 
or alterations must be initialed in ink by the person signing the Bid Form. A Bid price must be 
indicated for each section, Bid item, alternate, adjustment unit price item, and unit price item 
listed therein. 

B. If the Bid Form expressly indicates that submitting pricing on a specific alternate item is 
optional, and Bidder elects to not furnish pricing for such optional alternate item, then Bidder 
may enter the words “No Bid” or “Not Applicable.” 

12.02 If Bidder has obtained the Bidding Documents as Electronic Documents, then Bidder shall prepare 
its Bid on a paper copy of the Bid Form printed from the Electronic Documents version of the 
Bidding Documents. The printed copy of the Bid Form must be clearly legible, printed on 8½ inch 
by 11-inch paper and as closely identical in appearance to the Electronic Document version of the 
Bid Form as may be practical. The Owner reserves the right to accept Bid Forms which nominally 
vary in appearance from the original paper version of the Bid Form, providing that all required 
information and submittals are included with the Bid. 

12.03 A Bid by a corporation must be executed in the corporate name by a corporate officer (whose title 
must appear under the signature), accompanied by evidence of authority to sign. The corporate 
address and state of incorporation must be shown.

12.04 A Bid by a partnership must be executed in the partnership name and signed by a partner (whose 
title must appear under the signature), accompanied by evidence of authority to sign. The official 
address of the partnership must be shown. 

12.05 A Bid by a limited liability company must be executed in the name of the firm by a member or 
other authorized person and accompanied by evidence of authority to sign. The state of formation 
of the firm and the official address of the firm must be shown. 

12.06 A Bid by an individual must show the Bidder’s name and official address. 

12.07 A Bid by a joint venture must be executed by an authorized representative of each joint venturer 
in the manner indicated on the Bid Form. The joint venture must have been formally established 
prior to submittal of a Bid, and the official address of the joint venture must be shown. 

12.08 All names must be printed in ink below the signatures. 

12.09 The Bid must contain an acknowledgment of receipt of all Addenda, the numbers of which must 
be filled in on the Bid Form. 

12.10 Postal and e-mail addresses and telephone number for communications regarding the Bid must 
be shown. 

ARTICLE 13—BASIS OF BID 

13.01 Unit Price

The 
Bid Form is to be completed and submitted with the Bid security and the other documents 
required to be submitted under the terms of Article 2 of the Bid Form.

14.02 A Bid must be received no later than the date and time prescribed and at the place indicated in 
the Advertisement or invitation to bid and must be enclosed in a plainly marked package with the 
Project title, and, if applicable, the designated portion of the Project for which the Bid is 
submitted, the name and address of Bidder, Bidder’s Certificate of Authority (for Bids exceeding 
$50,000), Bidder’s Certificate of Authority Classification, and must be accompanied by the Bid 
security and other required documents. If a Bid is sent by mail or other delivery system, the sealed 
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envelope containing the Bid must be enclosed in a separate package plainly marked on the outside 
with the notation “BID ENCLOSED.” A mailed Bid must be addressed to the location designated in 
the Advertisement. 

14.03 Bids received after the date and time prescribed for the opening of bids, or not submitted at the 
correct location or in the designated manner, will not be accepted and will be returned to the 
Bidder unopened. 

ARTICLE 15—MODIFICATION AND WITHDRAWAL OF BID 

15.01 An unopened Bid may be withdrawn by an appropriate document duly executed in the same 
manner that a Bid must be executed and delivered to the place where Bids are to be submitted 
prior to the date and time for the opening of Bids. Upon receipt of such notice, the unopened Bid 
will be returned to the Bidder. 

15.02 If a Bidder wishes to modify its Bid prior to Bid opening, Bidder must withdraw its initial Bid in the 
manner specified in Paragraph 15.01 and submit a new Bid prior to the date and time for the 
opening of Bids. 

15.03 If within 24 hours after Bids are opened any Bidder files a duly signed written notice with Owner 
and promptly thereafter demonstrates to the reasonable satisfaction of Owner that there was a 
material and substantial mistake in the preparation of its Bid, the Bidder may withdraw its Bid, 
and the Bid security will be returned.

ARTICLE 16—OPENING OF BIDS 

16.01 Bids will be opened at the time and place indicated in the advertisement or invitation to bid and, 
unless obviously non-responsive, read aloud publicly. An abstract of the amounts of the base Bids 
and major alternates, if any, will be made available to Bidders after the opening of Bids. 

ARTICLE 17—BIDS TO REMAIN SUBJECT TO ACCEPTANCE 

17.01 All Bids will remain subject to acceptance for the period of time stated in the Bid Form, but Owner 
may, in its sole discretion, release any Bid and return the Bid security prior to the end of this 
period. 

ARTICLE 18—EVALUATION OF BIDS AND AWARD OF CONTRACT 

18.01 Owner reserves the right to reject any or all Bids, including without limitation, nonconforming, 
nonresponsive, unbalanced, or conditional Bids. Owner also reserves the right to waive all minor 
Bid informalities not involving price, time, or changes in the Work. 

18.02 Owner will reject the Bid of any Bidder that Owner finds, after reasonable inquiry and evaluation, 
to not be responsible. 

18.03 If Bidder purports to add terms or conditions to its Bid, takes exception to any provision of the 
Bidding Documents, or attempts to alter the contents of the Contract Documents for purposes of 
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the Bid, whether in the Bid itself or in a separate communication to Owner or Engineer, then 
Owner will reject the Bid as nonresponsive. 

18.04 If Owner awards the contract for the Work, such award will be to the responsible Bidder 
submitting the lowest responsive Bid. 

18.05 Evaluation of Bids 

A. In evaluating Bids, Owner will consider whether the Bids comply with the prescribed 
requirements, and such alternates, unit prices, and other data, as may be requested in the 
Bid Form or prior to the Notice of Award. 

B. In the comparison of Bids, alternates will be applied in the same order of priority as listed in 
the Bid Form. To determine the Bid prices for purposes of comparison, Owner will announce 
to all bidders a “Base Bid plus alternates” budget after receiving all Bids, but prior to opening 
them. For comparison purposes alternates will be accepted, following the order of priority 
established in the Bid Form, until doing so would cause the budget to be exceeded. After 
determination of the Successful Bidder based on this comparative process and on the 
responsiveness, responsibility, and other factors set forth in these Instructions, the award 
may be made to said Successful Bidder on its base Bid and any combination of its additive 
alternate Bids for which Owner determines funds will be available at the time of award. 

C. For determination of the apparent low Bidder(s) when sectional bids are submitted, Bids will 
be compared on the basis of the aggregate of the Bids for separate sections and the Bids for 
combined sections that result in the lowest total amount for all of the Work.

Unless the Owner agrees otherwise, any conference 
requested under this Paragraph 3.1 will be held within ten (10) business days of the Surety’s 
receipt of the Owner’s notice. If the Owner, the Contractor, and the Surety agree, the 
Contractor shall be allowed a reasonable time to perform the Construction Contract, but such 
an agreement does not waive the Owner’s right, if any, subsequently to declare a Contractor 
Default; 

3.2. The Owner declares a Contractor Default, terminates the Construction Contract and notifies the 
Surety; and 

3.3. The Owner has agreed to pay the Balance of the Contract Price in accordance with the terms of 
the Construction Contract to the Surety or to a contractor selected to perform the Construction 
Contract. 

4. Failure on the part of the Owner to comply with the notice requirement in Paragraph 3.1 does not 
constitute a failure to comply with a condition precedent to the Surety’s obligations, or release the 
Surety from its obligations, except to the extent the Surety demonstrates actual prejudice. 

5. When the Owner has satisfied the conditions of Paragraph 3, the Surety shall promptly and at the 
Surety’s expense take one of the following actions: 

5.1. Arrange for the Contractor, with the consent of the Owner, to perform and complete the 
Construction Contract; 

5.2. Undertake to perform and complete the Construction Contract itself, through its agents or 
independent contractors; 

5.3. Obtain bids or negotiated proposals from qualified contractors acceptable to the Owner for a 
contract for performance and completion of the Construction Contract, arrange for a contract 
to be prepared for execution by the Owner and a contractor selected with the Owners 
concurrence, to be secured with performance and payment bonds executed by a qualified 
surety equivalent to the bonds issued on the Construction Contract, and pay to the Owner the 
amount of damages as described in Paragraph 7 in excess of the Balance of the Contract Price 
incurred by the Owner as a result of the Contractor Default; or 

5.4. Waive its right to perform and complete, arrange for completion, or obtain a new contractor, 
and with reasonable promptness under the circumstances: 
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5.4.1 After investigation, determine the amount for which it may be liable to the Owner and, 
as soon as practicable after the amount is determined, make payment to the Owner; or 

5.4.2 Deny liability in whole or in part and notify the Owner, citing the reasons for denial. 

6. If the Surety does not proceed as provided in Paragraph 5 with reasonable promptness, the Surety 
shall be deemed to be in default on this Bond seven days after receipt of an additional written notice 
from the Owner to the Surety demanding that the Surety perform its obligations under this Bond, and 
the Owner shall be entitled to enforce any remedy available to the Owner. If the Surety proceeds as 
provided in Paragraph 5.4, and the Owner refuses the payment, or the Surety has denied liability, in 
whole or in part, without further notice, the Owner shall be entitled to enforce any remedy available 
to the Owner.

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STANDARD GENERAL CONDITIONS 
OF THE CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT 

ARTICLE 1—DEFINITIONS AND TERMINOLOGY 

1.01 Defined Terms 

A. Wherever used in the Bidding Requirements or Contract Documents, a term printed with 
initial capital letters, including the term’s singular and plural forms, will have the meaning 
indicated in the definitions below. In addition to terms specifically defined, terms with initial 
capital letters in the Contract Documents include references to identified articles and 
paragraphs, and the titles of other documents or forms. 

1. Addenda—Written or graphic instruments issued prior to the opening of Bids which 
clarify, correct, or change the Bidding Requirements or the proposed Contract 
Documents. 

2. Agreement—The written instrument, executed by Owner and Contractor, that sets forth 
the Contract Price and Contract Times, identifies the parties and the Engineer, and 
designates the specific items that are Contract Documents. 

3. Application for Payment—The document prepared by Contractor, in a form acceptable to 
Engineer, to request progress or final payments, and which is to be accompanied by such 
supporting documentation as is required by the Contract Documents. 

4. Bid—The offer of a Bidder submitted on the prescribed form setting forth the prices for 
the Work to be performed. 

5. Bidder—An individual or entity that submits a Bid to Owner. 

6. Bidding Documents—The Bidding Requirements, the proposed Contract Documents, and 
all Addenda. 

7. Bidding Requirements—The Advertisement or invitation to bid, Instructions to Bidders, 
Bid Bond or other Bid security, if any, the Bid Form, and the Bid with any attachments. 

8. Change Order—A document which is signed by Contractor and Owner and authorizes an 
addition, deletion, or revision in the Work or an adjustment in the Contract Price or the 
Contract Times, or other revision to the Contract, issued on or after the Effective Date of 
the Contract. 

9. Change Proposal—A written request by Contractor, duly submitted in compliance with 
the procedural requirements set forth herein, seeking an adjustment in Contract Price or 
Contract Times; contesting an initial decision by Engineer concerning the requirements of 
the Contract Documents or the acceptability of Work under the Contract Documents; 
challenging a set-off against payments due; or seeking other relief with respect to the 
terms of the Contract. 

10. Claim 

a. A demand or assertion by Owner directly to Contractor, duly submitted in compliance 
with the procedural requirements set forth herein, seeking an adjustment of Contract 
Price or Contract Times; contesting an initial decision by Engineer concerning the 
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requirements of the Contract Documents or the acceptability of Work under the 
Contract Documents; contesting Engineer’s decision regarding a Change Proposal; 
seeking resolution of a contractual issue that Engineer has declined to address; or 
seeking other relief with respect to the terms of the Contract. 

b. A demand or assertion by Contractor directly to Owner, duly submitted in compliance 
with the procedural requirements set forth herein, contesting Engineer’s decision 
regarding a Change Proposal, or seeking resolution of a contractual issue that 
Engineer has declined to address. 

c. A demand or assertion by Owner or Contractor, duly submitted in compliance with 
the procedural requirements set forth herein, made pursuant to Paragraph 12.01.A.4, 
concerning disputes arising after Engineer has issued a recommendation of final 
payment. 

d. A demand for money or services by a third party is not a Claim. 

11. Constituent of Concern—Asbestos, petroleum, radioactive materials, polychlorinated 
biphenyls (PCBs), lead-based paint (as defined by the HUD/EPA standard), hazardous 
waste, and any substance, product, waste, or other material of any nature whatsoever 
that is or becomes listed, regulated, or addressed pursuant to Laws and Regulations 
regulating, relating to, or imposing liability or standards of conduct concerning, any 
hazardous, toxic, or dangerous waste, substance, or material. 

12. Contract—The entire and integrated written contract between Owner and Contractor 
concerning the Work. 

13. Contract Documents—Those items so designated in the Agreement, and which together 
comprise the Contract. 

14. Contract Price—The money that Owner has agreed to pay Contractor for completion of 
the Work in accordance with the Contract Documents. 

15. Contract Times—The number of days or the dates by which Contractor shall: (a) achieve 
Milestones, if any; (b) achieve Substantial Completion; and (c) complete the Work. 

16. Contractor—The individual or entity with which Owner has contracted for performance 
of the Work. 

17. Cost of the Work—See Paragraph 13.01 for definition. 

18. Drawings—The part of the Contract that graphically shows the scope, extent, and 
character of the Work to be performed by Contractor. 

19. Effective Date of the Contract—The date, indicated in the Agreement, on which the 
Contract becomes effective. 

20. Electronic Document—Any Project-related correspondence, attachments to 
correspondence, data, documents, drawings, information, or graphics, including but not 
limited to Shop Drawings and other Submittals, that are in an electronic or digital format. 

21. Electronic Means—Electronic mail (email), upload/download from a secure Project 
website, or other communications methods that allow: (a) the transmission or 
communication of Electronic Documents; (b) the documentation of transmissions, 
including sending and receipt; (c) printing of the transmitted Electronic Document by the 
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recipient; (d) the storage and archiving of the Electronic Document by sender and 
recipient; and (e) the use by recipient of the Electronic Document for purposes permitted 
by this Contract. Electronic Means does not include the use of text messaging, or of 
Facebook, Twitter, Instagram, or similar social media services for transmission of 
Electronic Documents. 

22. Engineer—The individual or entity named as such in the Agreement. 

23. Field Order—A written order issued by Engineer which requires minor changes in the 
Work but does not change the Contract Price or the Contract Times. 

24. Hazardous Environmental Condition—The presence at the Site of Constituents of Concern 
in such quantities or circumstances that may present a danger to persons or property 
exposed thereto. 

a. The presence at the Site of materials that are necessary for the execution of the Work, 
or that are to be incorporated into the Work, and that are controlled and contained 
pursuant to industry practices, Laws and Regulations, and the requirements of the 
Contract, is not a Hazardous Environmental Condition. 

b. The presence of Constituents of Concern that are to be removed or remediated as 
part of the Work is not a Hazardous Environmental Condition. 

c. The presence of Constituents of Concern as part of the routine, anticipated, and 
obvious working conditions at the Site, is not a Hazardous Environmental Condition. 

25. Laws and Regulations; Laws or Regulations—Any and all applicable laws, statutes, rules, 
regulations, ordinances, codes, and binding decrees, resolutions, and orders of any and 
all governmental bodies, agencies, authorities, and courts having jurisdiction. 

26. Liens—Charges, security interests, or encumbrances upon Contract-related funds, real 
property, or personal property. 

27. Milestone—A principal event in the performance of the Work that the Contract requires 
Contractor to achieve by an intermediate completion date, or by a time prior to 
Substantial Completion of all the Work. 

28. Notice of Award—The written notice by Owner to a Bidder of Owner’s acceptance of the 
Bid. 

29. Notice to Proceed—A written notice by Owner to Contractor fixing the date on which the 
Contract Times will commence to run and on which Contractor shall start to perform the 
Work. 

30. Owner—The individual or entity with which Contractor has contracted regarding the 
Work, and which has agreed to pay Contractor for the performance of the Work, pursuant 
to the terms of the Contract. 

31. Progress Schedule—A schedule, prepared and maintained by Contractor, describing the 
sequence and duration of the activities comprising Contractor’s plan to accomplish the 
Work within the Contract Times. 

32. Project—The total undertaking to be accomplished for Owner by engineers, contractors, 
and others, including planning, study, design, construction, testing, commissioning, and 
start-up, and of which the Work to be performed under the Contract Documents is a part. 
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33. Resident Project Representative—The authorized representative of Engineer assigned to 
assist Engineer at the Site. As used herein, the term Resident Project Representative (RPR) 
includes any assistants or field staff of Resident Project Representative. 

34. Samples—Physical examples of materials, equipment, or workmanship that are 
representative of some portion of the Work and that establish the standards by which 
such portion of the Work will be judged. 

35. Schedule of Submittals—A schedule, prepared and maintained by Contractor, of required 
submittals and the time requirements for Engineer’s review of the submittals. 

36. Schedule of Values—A schedule, prepared and maintained by Contractor, allocating 
portions of the Contract Price to various portions of the Work and used as the basis for 
reviewing Contractor’s Applications for Payment. 

37. Shop Drawings—All drawings, diagrams, illustrations, schedules, and other data or 
information that are specifically prepared or assembled by or for Contractor and 
submitted by Contractor to illustrate some portion of the Work. Shop Drawings, whether 
approved or not, are not Drawings and are not Contract Documents. 

38. Site—Lands or areas indicated in the Contract Documents as being furnished by Owner 
upon which the Work is to be performed, including rights-of-way and easements, and 
such other lands or areas furnished by Owner which are designated for the use of 
Contractor. 

39. Specifications—The part of the Contract that consists of written requirements for 
materials, equipment, systems, standards, and workmanship as applied to the Work, and 
certain administrative requirements and procedural matters applicable to the Work. 

40. Subcontractor—An individual or entity having a direct contract with Contractor or with 
any other Subcontractor for the performance of a part of the Work. 

41. Submittal—A written or graphic document, prepared by or for Contractor, which the 
Contract Documents require Contractor to submit to Engineer, or that is indicated as a 
Submittal in the Schedule of Submittals accepted by Engineer. Submittals may include 
Shop Drawings and Samples; schedules; product data; Owner-delegated designs; 
sustainable design information; information on special procedures; testing plans; results 
of tests and evaluations, source quality-control testing and inspections, and field or Site 
quality-control testing and inspections; warranties and certifications; Suppliers’ 
instructions and reports; records of delivery of spare parts and tools; operations and 
maintenance data; Project photographic documentation; record documents; and other 
such documents required by the Contract Documents. Submittals, whether or not 
approved or accepted by Engineer, are not Contract Documents. Change Proposals, 
Change Orders, Claims, notices, Applications for Payment, and requests for interpretation 
or clarification are not Submittals. 

42. Substantial Completion—The time at which the Work (or a specified part thereof) has 
progressed to the point where, in the opinion of Engineer, the Work (or a specified part 
thereof) is sufficiently complete, in accordance with the Contract Documents, so that the 
Work (or a specified part thereof) can be utilized for the purposes for which it is intended. 
The terms “substantially complete” and “substantially completed” as applied to all or part 
of the Work refer to Substantial Completion of such Work. 
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43. Successful Bidder—The Bidder to which the Owner makes an award of contract. 

44. Supplementary Conditions—The part of the Contract that amends or supplements these 
General Conditions. 

45. Supplier—A manufacturer, fabricator, supplier, distributor, or vendor having a direct 
contract with Contractor or with any Subcontractor to furnish materials or equipment to 
be incorporated in the Work by Contractor or a Subcontractor. 

46. Technical Data 

a. Those items expressly identified as Technical Data in the Supplementary Conditions, 
with respect to either (1) existing subsurface conditions at or adjacent to the Site, or 
existing physical conditions at or adjacent to the Site including existing surface or 
subsurface structures (except Underground Facilities) or (2) Hazardous 
Environmental Conditions at the Site. 

b. If no such express identifications of Technical Data have been made with respect to 
conditions at the Site, then Technical Data is defined, with respect to conditions at 
the Site under Paragraphs 5.03, 5.04, and 5.06, as the data contained in boring logs, 
recorded measurements of subsurface water levels, assessments of the condition of 
subsurface facilities, laboratory test results, and other factual, objective information 
regarding conditions at the Site that are set forth in any geotechnical, environmental, 
or other Site or facilities conditions report prepared for the Project and made 
available to Contractor. 

c. Information and data regarding the presence or location of Underground Facilities 
are not intended to be categorized, identified, or defined as Technical Data, and 
instead Underground Facilities are shown or indicated on the Drawings. 

47. Underground Facilities—All active or not-in-service underground lines, pipelines, 
conduits, ducts, encasements, cables, wires, manholes, vaults, tanks, tunnels, or other 
such facilities or systems at the Site, including but not limited to those facilities or systems 
that produce, transmit, distribute, or convey telephone or other communications, cable 
television, fiber optic transmissions, power, electricity, light, heat, gases, oil, crude oil 
products, liquid petroleum products, water, steam, waste, wastewater, storm water, 
other liquids or chemicals, or traffic or other control systems. An abandoned facility or 
system is not an Underground Facility. 

48. Unit Price Work—Work to be paid for on the basis of unit prices. 

49. Work—The entire construction or the various separately identifiable parts thereof 
required to be provided under the Contract Documents. Work includes and is the result 
of performing or providing all labor, services, and documentation necessary to produce 
such construction; furnishing, installing, and incorporating all materials and equipment 
into such construction; and may include related services such as testing, start-up, and 
commissioning, all as required by the Contract Documents. 

50. Work Change Directive—A written directive to Contractor issued on or after the Effective 
Date of the Contract, signed by Owner and recommended by Engineer, ordering an 
addition, deletion, or revision in the Work. 
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1.02 Terminology 

A. The words and terms discussed in Paragraphs 1.02.B, C, D, and E are not defined terms that 
require initial capital letters, but, when used in the Bidding Requirements or Contract 
Documents, have the indicated meaning. 

B. Intent of Certain Terms or Adjectives: The Contract Documents include the terms “as allowed,” 
“as approved,” “as ordered,” “as directed” or terms of like effect or import to authorize an 
exercise of professional judgment by Engineer. In addition, the adjectives “reasonable,” 
“suitable,” “acceptable,” “proper,” “satisfactory,” or adjectives of like effect or import are 
used to describe an action or determination of Engineer as to the Work. It is intended that 
such exercise of professional judgment, action, or determination will be solely to evaluate, in 
general, the Work for compliance with the information in the Contract Documents and with 
the design concept of the Project as a functioning whole as shown or indicated in the Contract 
Documents (unless there is a specific statement indicating otherwise). The use of any such 
term or adjective is not intended to and shall not be effective to assign to Engineer any duty 
or authority to supervise or direct the performance of the Work, or any duty or authority to 
undertake responsibility contrary to the provisions of Article 10 or any other provision of the 
Contract Documents. 

C. Day: The word “day” means a calendar day of 24 hours measured from midnight to the next 
midnight. 

D. Defective: The word “defective,” when modifying the word “Work,” refers to Work that is 
unsatisfactory, faulty, or deficient in that it: 

1. does not conform to the Contract Documents; 

2. does not meet the requirements of any applicable inspection, reference standard, test, 
or approval referred to in the Contract Documents; or 

3. has been damaged prior to Engineer’s recommendation of final payment (unless 
responsibility for the protection thereof has been assumed by Owner at Substantial 
Completion in accordance with Paragraph 15.03 or Paragraph 15.04). 

E. Furnish, Install, Perform, Provide 

1. The word “furnish,” when used in connection with services, materials, or equipment, 
means to supply and deliver said services, materials, or equipment to the Site (or some 
other specified location) ready for use or installation and in usable or operable condition. 

2. The word “install,” when used in connection with services, materials, or equipment, 
means to put into use or place in final position said services, materials, or equipment 
complete and ready for intended use. 

3. The words “perform” or “provide,” when used in connection with services, materials, or 
equipment, means to furnish and install said services, materials, or equipment complete 
and ready for intended use. 

4. If the Contract Documents establish an obligation of Contractor with respect to specific 
services, materials, or equipment, but do not expressly use any of the four words 
“furnish,” “install,” “perform,” or “provide,” then Contractor shall furnish and install said 
services, materials, or equipment complete and ready for intended use. 
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F. Contract Price or Contract Times: References to a change in “Contract Price or Contract Times” 
or “Contract Times or Contract Price” or similar, indicate that such change applies to 
(1) Contract Price, (2) Contract Times, or (3) both Contract Price and Contract Times, as 
warranted, even if the term “or both” is not expressed. 

G. Unless stated otherwise in the Contract Documents, words or phrases that have a well-known 
technical or construction industry or trade meaning are used in the Contract Documents in 
accordance with such recognized meaning. 

ARTICLE 2—PRELIMINARY MATTERS 

2.01 Delivery of Performance and Payment Bonds; Evidence of Insurance 

A. Performance and Payment Bonds: When Contractor delivers the signed counterparts of the 
Agreement to Owner, Contractor shall also deliver to Owner the performance bond and 
payment bond (if the Contract requires Contractor to furnish such bonds). 

B. Evidence of Contractor’s Insurance: When Contractor delivers the signed counterparts of the 
Agreement to Owner, Contractor shall also deliver to Owner, with copies to each additional 
insured (as identified in the Contract), the certificates, endorsements, and other evidence of 
insurance required to be provided by Contractor in accordance with Article 6, except to the 
extent the Supplementary Conditions expressly establish other dates for delivery of specific 
insurance policies. 

C. Evidence of Owner’s Insurance: After receipt of the signed counterparts of the Agreement and 
all required bonds and insurance documentation, Owner shall promptly deliver to Contractor, 
with copies to each additional insured (as identified in the Contract), the certificates and other 
evidence of insurance required to be provided by Owner under Article 6. 

2.02 Copies of Documents 

A. Owner shall furnish to Contractor four printed copies of the Contract (including one fully 
signed counterpart of the Agreement), and one copy in electronic portable document format 
(PDF). Additional printed copies will be furnished upon request at the cost of reproduction. 

B. Owner shall maintain and safeguard at least one original printed record version of the 
Contract, including Drawings and Specifications signed and sealed by Engineer and other 
design professionals. Owner shall make such original printed record version of the Contract 
available to Contractor for review. Owner may delegate the responsibilities under this 
provision to Engineer. 

2.03 Before Starting Construction 

A. Preliminary Schedules: Within 10 days after the Effective Date of the Contract (or as otherwise 
required by the Contract Documents), Contractor shall submit to Engineer for timely review: 

1. a preliminary Progress Schedule indicating the times (numbers of days or dates) for 
starting and completing the various stages of the Work, including any Milestones 
specified in the Contract; 

2. a preliminary Schedule of Submittals; and 

3. a preliminary Schedule of Values for all of the Work which includes quantities and prices 
of items which when added together equal the Contract Price and subdivides the Work 
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into component parts in sufficient detail to serve as the basis for progress payments 
during performance of the Work. Such prices will include an appropriate amount of 
overhead and profit applicable to each item of Work. 

2.04 Preconstruction Conference; Designation of Authorized Representatives 

A. Before any Work at the Site is started, a conference attended by Owner, Contractor, Engineer, 
and others as appropriate will be held to establish a working understanding among the parties 
as to the Work, and to discuss the schedules referred to in Paragraph 2.03.A, procedures for 
handling Shop Drawings, Samples, and other Submittals, processing Applications for Payment, 
electronic or digital transmittals, and maintaining required records. 

B. At this conference Owner and Contractor each shall designate, in writing, a specific individual 
to act as its authorized representative with respect to the services and responsibilities under 
the Contract. Such individuals shall have the authority to transmit and receive information, 
render decisions relative to the Contract, and otherwise act on behalf of each respective 
party. 

2.05 Acceptance of Schedules 

A. At least 10 days before submission of the first Application for Payment a conference, attended 
by Contractor, Engineer, and others as appropriate, will be held to review the schedules 
submitted in accordance with Paragraph 2.03.A. No progress payment will be made to 
Contractor until acceptable schedules are submitted to Engineer. 

1. The Progress Schedule will be acceptable to Engineer if it provides an orderly progression 
of the Work to completion within the Contract Times. Such acceptance will not impose 
on Engineer responsibility for the Progress Schedule, for sequencing, scheduling, or 
progress of the Work, nor interfere with or relieve Contractor from Contractor’s full 
responsibility therefor. 

2. Contractor’s Schedule of Submittals will be acceptable to Engineer if it provides a 
workable arrangement for reviewing and processing the required submittals. 

3. Contractor’s Schedule of Values will be acceptable to Engineer as to form and substance 
if it provides a reasonable allocation of the Contract Price to the component parts of the 
Work. 

4. If a schedule is not acceptable, Contractor will have an additional 10 days to revise and 
resubmit the schedule. 

2.06 Electronic Transmittals 

A. Except as otherwise stated elsewhere in the Contract, the Owner, Engineer, and Contractor 
may send, and shall accept, Electronic Documents transmitted by Electronic Means. 

B. If the Contract does not establish protocols for Electronic Means, then Owner, Engineer, and 
Contractor shall jointly develop such protocols. 

C. Subject to any governing protocols for Electronic Means, when transmitting Electronic 
Documents by Electronic Means, the transmitting party makes no representations as to long-
term compatibility, usability, or readability of the Electronic Documents resulting from the 
recipient’s use of software application packages, operating systems, or computer hardware 
differing from those used in the drafting or transmittal of the Electronic Documents. 
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ARTICLE 3—CONTRACT DOCUMENTS: INTENT, REQUIREMENTS, REUSE 

3.01 Intent 

A. The Contract Documents are complementary; what is required by one Contract Document is 
as binding as if required by all. 

B. It is the intent of the Contract Documents to describe a functionally complete Project (or part 
thereof) to be constructed in accordance with the Contract Documents. 

C. Unless otherwise stated in the Contract Documents, if there is a discrepancy between the 
electronic versions of the Contract Documents (including any printed copies derived from 
such electronic versions) and the printed record version, the printed record version will 
govern. 

D. The Contract supersedes prior negotiations, representations, and agreements, whether 
written or oral. 

E. Engineer will issue clarifications and interpretations of the Contract Documents as provided 
herein. 

F. Any provision or part of the Contract Documents held to be void or unenforceable under any 
Law or Regulation will be deemed stricken, and all remaining provisions will continue to be 
valid and binding upon Owner and Contractor, which agree that the Contract Documents will 
be reformed to replace such stricken provision or part thereof with a valid and enforceable 
provision that comes as close as possible to expressing the intention of the stricken provision. 

G. Nothing in the Contract Documents creates: 

1. any contractual relationship between Owner or Engineer and any Subcontractor, 
Supplier, or other individual or entity performing or furnishing any of the Work, for the 
benefit of such Subcontractor, Supplier, or other individual or entity; or 

2. any obligation on the part of Owner or Engineer to pay or to see to the payment of any 
money due any such Subcontractor, Supplier, or other individual or entity, except as may 
otherwise be required by Laws and Regulations. 

3.02 Reference Standards 

A. Standards Specifications, Codes, Laws and Regulations 

1. Reference in the Contract Documents to standard specifications, manuals, reference 
standards, or codes of any technical society, organization, or association, or to Laws or 
Regulations, whether such reference be specific or by implication, means the standard 
specification, manual, reference standard, code, or Laws or Regulations in effect at the 
time of opening of Bids (or on the Effective Date of the Contract if there were no Bids), 
except as may be otherwise specifically stated in the Contract Documents. 

2. No provision of any such standard specification, manual, reference standard, or code, and 
no instruction of a Supplier, will be effective to change the duties or responsibilities of 
Owner, Contractor, or Engineer from those set forth in the part of the Contract 
Documents prepared by or for Engineer. No such provision or instruction shall be effective 
to assign to Owner or Engineer any duty or authority to supervise or direct the 
performance of the Work, or any duty or authority to undertake responsibility 
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inconsistent with the provisions of the part of the Contract Documents prepared by or for 
Engineer. 

3.03 Reporting and Resolving Discrepancies 

A. Reporting Discrepancies 

1. Contractor’s Verification of Figures and Field Measurements: Before undertaking each 
part of the Work, Contractor shall carefully study the Contract Documents, and check and 
verify pertinent figures and dimensions therein, particularly with respect to applicable 
field measurements. Contractor shall promptly report in writing to Engineer any conflict, 
error, ambiguity, or discrepancy that Contractor discovers, or has actual knowledge of, 
and shall not proceed with any Work affected thereby until the conflict, error, ambiguity, 
or discrepancy is resolved by a clarification or interpretation by Engineer, or by an 
amendment or supplement to the Contract issued pursuant to Paragraph 11.01. 

2. Contractor’s Review of Contract Documents: If, before or during the performance of the 
Work, Contractor discovers any conflict, error, ambiguity, or discrepancy within the 
Contract Documents, or between the Contract Documents and (a) any applicable Law or 
Regulation, (b) actual field conditions, (c) any standard specification, manual, reference 
standard, or code, or (d) any instruction of any Supplier, then Contractor shall promptly 
report it to Engineer in writing. Contractor shall not proceed with the Work affected 
thereby (except in an emergency as required by Paragraph 7.15) until the conflict, error, 
ambiguity, or discrepancy is resolved, by a clarification or interpretation by Engineer, or 
by an amendment or supplement to the Contract issued pursuant to Paragraph 11.01. 

3. Contractor shall not be liable to Owner or Engineer for failure to report any conflict, error, 
ambiguity, or discrepancy in the Contract Documents unless Contractor had actual 
knowledge thereof. 

B. Resolving Discrepancies 

1. Except as may be otherwise specifically stated in the Contract Documents, the provisions 
of the part of the Contract Documents prepared by or for Engineer take precedence in 
resolving any conflict, error, ambiguity, or discrepancy between such provisions of the 
Contract Documents and: 

a. the provisions of any standard specification, manual, reference standard, or code, or 
the instruction of any Supplier (whether or not specifically incorporated by reference 
as a Contract Document); or 

b. the provisions of any Laws or Regulations applicable to the performance of the Work 
(unless such an interpretation of the provisions of the Contract Documents would 
result in violation of such Law or Regulation). 

3.04 Requirements of the Contract Documents 

A. During the performance of the Work and until final payment, Contractor and Owner shall 
submit to the Engineer in writing all matters in question concerning the requirements of the 
Contract Documents (sometimes referred to as requests for information or interpretation—
RFIs), or relating to the acceptability of the Work under the Contract Documents, as soon as 
possible after such matters arise. Engineer will be the initial interpreter of the requirements 
of the Contract Documents, and judge of the acceptability of the Work. 
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B. Engineer will, with reasonable promptness, render a written clarification, interpretation, or 
decision on the issue submitted, or initiate an amendment or supplement to the Contract 
Documents. Engineer’s written clarification, interpretation, or decision will be final and 
binding on Contractor, unless it appeals by submitting a Change Proposal, and on Owner, 
unless it appeals by filing a Claim. 

C. If a submitted matter in question concerns terms and conditions of the Contract Documents 
that do not involve (1) the performance or acceptability of the Work under the Contract 
Documents, (2) the design (as set forth in the Drawings, Specifications, or otherwise), or (3) 
other engineering or technical matters, then Engineer will promptly notify Owner and 
Contractor in writing that Engineer is unable to provide a decision or interpretation. If Owner 
and Contractor are unable to agree on resolution of such a matter in question, either party 
may pursue resolution as provided in Article 12. 

3.05 Reuse of Documents 

A. Contractor and its Subcontractors and Suppliers shall not: 

1. have or acquire any title to or ownership rights in any of the Drawings, Specifications, or 
other documents (or copies of any thereof) prepared by or bearing the seal of Engineer 
or its consultants, including electronic media versions, or reuse any such Drawings, 
Specifications, other documents, or copies thereof on extensions of the Project or any 
other project without written consent of Owner and Engineer and specific written 
verification or adaptation by Engineer; or 

2. have or acquire any title or ownership rights in any other Contract Documents, reuse any 
such Contract Documents for any purpose without Owner’s express written consent, or 
violate any copyrights pertaining to such Contract Documents. 

B. The prohibitions of this Paragraph 3.05 will survive final payment, or termination of the 
Contract. Nothing herein precludes Contractor from retaining copies of the Contract 
Documents for record purposes. 

ARTICLE 4—COMMENCEMENT AND PROGRESS OF THE WORK 

4.01 Commencement of Contract Times; Notice to Proceed 

A. The Contract Times will commence to run on the 30th day after the Effective Date of the 
Contract or, if a Notice to Proceed is given, on the day indicated in the Notice to Proceed. A 
Notice to Proceed may be given at any time within 30 days after the Effective Date of the 
Contract. In no event will the Contract Times commence to run later than the 60th day after 
the day of Bid opening or the 30th day after the Effective Date of the Contract, whichever 
date is earlier. 

4.02 Starting the Work 

A. Contractor shall start to perform the Work on the date when the Contract Times commence 
to run. No Work may be done at the Site prior to such date. 

4.03 Reference Points 

A. Owner shall provide engineering surveys to establish reference points for construction which 
in Engineer’s judgment are necessary to enable Contractor to proceed with the Work. 
Contractor shall be responsible for laying out the Work, shall protect and preserve the 
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established reference points and property monuments, and shall make no changes or 
relocations without the prior written approval of Owner. Contractor shall report to Engineer 
whenever any reference point or property monument is lost or destroyed or requires 
relocation because of necessary changes in grades or locations, and shall be responsible for 
the accurate replacement or relocation of such reference points or property monuments by 
professionally qualified personnel. 

4.04 Progress Schedule 

A. Contractor shall adhere to the Progress Schedule established in accordance with 
Paragraph 2.05 as it may be adjusted from time to time as provided below. 

1. Contractor shall submit to Engineer for acceptance (to the extent indicated in 
Paragraph 2.05) proposed adjustments in the Progress Schedule that will not result in 
changing the Contract Times. 

2. Proposed adjustments in the Progress Schedule that will change the Contract Times must 
be submitted in accordance with the requirements of Article 11. 

B. Contractor shall carry on the Work and adhere to the Progress Schedule during all disputes or 
disagreements with Owner. No Work will be delayed or postponed pending resolution of any 
disputes or disagreements, or during any appeal process, except as permitted by 
Paragraph 16.04, or as Owner and Contractor may otherwise agree in writing. 

4.05 Delays in Contractor’s Progress 

A. If Owner, Engineer, or anyone for whom Owner is responsible, delays, disrupts, or interferes 
with the performance or progress of the Work, then Contractor shall be entitled to an 
equitable adjustment in Contract Price or Contract Times. 

B. Contractor shall not be entitled to an adjustment in Contract Price or Contract Times for delay, 
disruption, or interference caused by or within the control of Contractor. Delay, disruption, 
and interference attributable to and within the control of a Subcontractor or Supplier shall be 
deemed to be within the control of Contractor. 

C. If Contractor’s performance or progress is delayed, disrupted, or interfered with by 
unanticipated causes not the fault of and beyond the control of Owner, Contractor, and those 
for which they are responsible, then Contractor shall be entitled to an equitable adjustment 
in Contract Times. Such an adjustment will be Contractor’s sole and exclusive remedy for the 
delays, disruption, and interference described in this paragraph. Causes of delay, disruption, 
or interference that may give rise to an adjustment in Contract Times under this paragraph 
include but are not limited to the following: 

1. Severe and unavoidable natural catastrophes such as fires, floods, epidemics, and 
earthquakes; 

2. Abnormal weather conditions; 

3. Acts or failures to act of third-party utility owners or other third-party entities (other than 
those third-party utility owners or other third-party entities performing other work at or 
adjacent to the Site as arranged by or under contract with Owner, as contemplated in 
Article 8); and 

4. Acts of war or terrorism. 
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D. Contractor’s entitlement to an adjustment of Contract Times or Contract Price is limited as 
follows: 

1. Contractor’s entitlement to an adjustment of the Contract Times is conditioned on the 
delay, disruption, or interference adversely affecting an activity on the critical path to 
completion of the Work, as of the time of the delay, disruption, or interference. 

2. Contractor shall not be entitled to an adjustment in Contract Price for any delay, 
disruption, or interference if such delay is concurrent with a delay, disruption, or 
interference caused by or within the control of Contractor. Such a concurrent delay by 
Contractor shall not preclude an adjustment of Contract Times to which Contractor is 
otherwise entitled. 

3. Adjustments of Contract Times or Contract Price are subject to the provisions of 
Article 11. 

E. Each Contractor request or Change Proposal seeking an increase in Contract Times or Contract 
Price must be supplemented by supporting data that sets forth in detail the following: 

1. The circumstances that form the basis for the requested adjustment; 

2. The date upon which each cause of delay, disruption, or interference began to affect the 
progress of the Work; 

3. The date upon which each cause of delay, disruption, or interference ceased to affect the 
progress of the Work; 

4. The number of days’ increase in Contract Times claimed as a consequence of each such 
cause of delay, disruption, or interference; and 

5. The impact on Contract Price, in accordance with the provisions of Paragraph 11.07. 

Contractor shall also furnish such additional supporting documentation as Owner or Engineer 
may require including, where appropriate, a revised progress schedule indicating all the 
activities affected by the delay, disruption, or interference, and an explanation of the effect 
of the delay, disruption, or interference on the critical path to completion of the Work. 

F. Delays, disruption, and interference to the performance or progress of the Work resulting 
from the existence of a differing subsurface or physical condition, an Underground Facility 
that was not shown or indicated by the Contract Documents, or not shown or indicated with 
reasonable accuracy, and those resulting from Hazardous Environmental Conditions, are 
governed by Article 5, together with the provisions of Paragraphs 4.05.D and 4.05.E. 

G. Paragraph 8.03 addresses delays, disruption, and interference to the performance or progress 
of the Work resulting from the performance of certain other work at or adjacent to the Site. 

ARTICLE 5—SITE; SUBSURFACE AND PHYSICAL CONDITIONS; HAZARDOUS ENVIRONMENTAL 
CONDITIONS 

5.01 Availability of Lands 

A. Owner shall furnish the Site. Owner shall notify Contractor in writing of any encumbrances or 
restrictions not of general application but specifically related to use of the Site with which 
Contractor must comply in performing the Work. 
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B. Upon reasonable written request, Owner shall furnish Contractor with a current statement of 
record legal title and legal description of the lands upon which permanent improvements are 
to be made and Owner’s interest therein as necessary for giving notice of or filing a mechanic’s 
or construction lien against such lands in accordance with applicable Laws and Regulations. 

C. Contractor shall provide for all additional lands and access thereto that may be required for 
temporary construction facilities or storage of materials and equipment. 

5.02 Use of Site and Other Areas 

A. Limitation on Use of Site and Other Areas 

1. Contractor shall confine construction equipment, temporary construction facilities, the 
storage of materials and equipment, and the operations of workers to the Site, adjacent 
areas that Contractor has arranged to use through construction easements or otherwise, 
and other adjacent areas permitted by Laws and Regulations, and shall not unreasonably 
encumber the Site and such other adjacent areas with construction equipment or other 
materials or equipment. Contractor shall assume full responsibility for (a) damage to the 
Site; (b) damage to any such other adjacent areas used for Contractor’s operations; (c) 
damage to any other adjacent land or areas, or to improvements, structures, utilities, or 
similar facilities located at such adjacent lands or areas; and (d) for injuries and losses 
sustained by the owners or occupants of any such land or areas; provided that such 
damage or injuries result from the performance of the Work or from other actions or 
conduct of the Contractor or those for which Contractor is responsible. 

2. If a damage or injury claim is made by the owner or occupant of any such land or area 
because of the performance of the Work, or because of other actions or conduct of the 
Contractor or those for which Contractor is responsible, Contractor shall (a) take 
immediate corrective or remedial action as required by Paragraph 7.13, or otherwise; (b) 
promptly attempt to settle the claim as to all parties through negotiations with such 
owner or occupant, or otherwise resolve the claim by arbitration or other dispute 
resolution proceeding, or in a court of competent jurisdiction; and (c) to the fullest extent 
permitted by Laws and Regulations, indemnify and hold harmless Owner and Engineer, 
and the officers, directors, members, partners, employees, agents, consultants and 
subcontractors of each and any of them, from and against any such claim, and against all 
costs, losses, and damages (including but not limited to all fees and charges of engineers, 
architects, attorneys, and other professionals and all court or arbitration or other dispute 
resolution costs) arising out of or relating to any claim or action, legal or equitable, 
brought by any such owner or occupant against Owner, Engineer, or any other party 
indemnified hereunder to the extent caused directly or indirectly, in whole or in part by, 
or based upon, Contractor’s performance of the Work, or because of other actions or 
conduct of the Contractor or those for which Contractor is responsible. 

B. Removal of Debris During Performance of the Work: During the progress of the Work the 
Contractor shall keep the Site and other adjacent areas free from accumulations of waste 
materials, rubbish, and other debris. Removal and disposal of such waste materials, rubbish, 
and other debris will conform to applicable Laws and Regulations. 

C. Cleaning: Prior to Substantial Completion of the Work Contractor shall clean the Site and the 
Work and make it ready for utilization by Owner. At the completion of the Work Contractor 
shall remove from the Site and adjacent areas all tools, appliances, construction equipment 
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and machinery, and surplus materials and shall restore to original condition all property not 
designated for alteration by the Contract Documents. 

D. Loading of Structures: Contractor shall not load nor permit any part of any structure to be 
loaded in any manner that will endanger the structure, nor shall Contractor subject any part 
of the Work or adjacent structures or land to stresses or pressures that will endanger them. 

5.03 Subsurface and Physical Conditions 

A. Reports and Drawings: The Supplementary Conditions identify: 

1. Those reports of explorations and tests of subsurface conditions at or adjacent to the Site 
that contain Technical Data; 

2. Those drawings of existing physical conditions at or adjacent to the Site, including those 
drawings depicting existing surface or subsurface structures at or adjacent to the Site 
(except Underground Facilities), that contain Technical Data; and 

3. Technical Data contained in such reports and drawings. 

B. Underground Facilities: Underground Facilities are shown or indicated on the Drawings, 
pursuant to Paragraph 5.05, and not in the drawings referred to in Paragraph 5.03.A. 
Information and data regarding the presence or location of Underground Facilities are not 
intended to be categorized, identified, or defined as Technical Data. 

C. Reliance by Contractor on Technical Data: Contractor may rely upon the accuracy of the 
Technical Data expressly identified in the Supplementary Conditions with respect to such 
reports and drawings, but such reports and drawings are not Contract Documents. If no such 
express identification has been made, then Contractor may rely upon the accuracy of the 
Technical Data as defined in Paragraph 1.01.A.46.b. 

D. Limitations of Other Data and Documents: Except for such reliance on Technical Data, 
Contractor may not rely upon or make any claim against Owner or Engineer, or any of their 
officers, directors, members, partners, employees, agents, consultants, or subcontractors, 
with respect to: 

1. the completeness of such reports and drawings for Contractor’s purposes, including, but 
not limited to, any aspects of the means, methods, techniques, sequences, and 
procedures of construction to be employed by Contractor, and safety precautions and 
programs incident thereto; 

2. other data, interpretations, opinions, and information contained in such reports or shown 
or indicated in such drawings; 

3. the contents of other Site-related documents made available to Contractor, such as 
record drawings from other projects at or adjacent to the Site, or Owner’s archival 
documents concerning the Site; or 

4. any Contractor interpretation of or conclusion drawn from any Technical Data or any such 
other data, interpretations, opinions, or information. 
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5.04 Differing Subsurface or Physical Conditions 

A. Notice by Contractor: If Contractor believes that any subsurface or physical condition that is 
uncovered or revealed at the Site: 

1. is of such a nature as to establish that any Technical Data on which Contractor is entitled 
to rely as provided in Paragraph 5.03 is materially inaccurate; 

2. is of such a nature as to require a change in the Drawings or Specifications; 

3. differs materially from that shown or indicated in the Contract Documents; or 

4. is of an unusual nature, and differs materially from conditions ordinarily encountered and 
generally recognized as inherent in work of the character provided for in the Contract 
Documents; 

then Contractor shall, promptly after becoming aware thereof and before further disturbing 
the subsurface or physical conditions or performing any Work in connection therewith (except 
in an emergency as required by Paragraph 7.15), notify Owner and Engineer in writing about 
such condition. Contractor shall not further disturb such condition or perform any Work in 
connection therewith (except with respect to an emergency) until receipt of a written 
statement permitting Contractor to do so. 

B. Engineer’s Review: After receipt of written notice as required by the preceding paragraph, 
Engineer will promptly review the subsurface or physical condition in question; determine 
whether it is necessary for Owner to obtain additional exploration or tests with respect to the 
condition; conclude whether the condition falls within any one or more of the differing site 
condition categories in Paragraph 5.04.A; obtain any pertinent cost or schedule information 
from Contractor; prepare recommendations to Owner regarding the Contractor’s resumption 
of Work in connection with the subsurface or physical condition in question and the need for 
any change in the Drawings or Specifications; and advise Owner in writing of Engineer’s 
findings, conclusions, and recommendations. 

C. Owner’s Statement to Contractor Regarding Site Condition: After receipt of Engineer’s written 
findings, conclusions, and recommendations, Owner shall issue a written statement to 
Contractor (with a copy to Engineer) regarding the subsurface or physical condition in 
question, addressing the resumption of Work in connection with such condition, indicating 
whether any change in the Drawings or Specifications will be made, and adopting or rejecting 
Engineer’s written findings, conclusions, and recommendations, in whole or in part. 

D. Early Resumption of Work: If at any time Engineer determines that Work in connection with 
the subsurface or physical condition in question may resume prior to completion of Engineer’s 
review or Owner’s issuance of its statement to Contractor, because the condition in question 
has been adequately documented, and analyzed on a preliminary basis, then the Engineer 
may at its discretion instruct Contractor to resume such Work. 

E. Possible Price and Times Adjustments 

1. Contractor shall be entitled to an equitable adjustment in Contract Price or Contract 
Times, to the extent that the existence of a differing subsurface or physical condition, or 
any related delay, disruption, or interference, causes an increase or decrease in 
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Contractor’s cost of, or time required for, performance of the Work; subject, however, to 
the following: 

a. Such condition must fall within any one or more of the categories described in 
Paragraph 5.04.A; 

b. With respect to Work that is paid for on a unit price basis, any adjustment in Contract 
Price will be subject to the provisions of Paragraph 13.03; and, 

c. Contractor’s entitlement to an adjustment of the Contract Times is subject to the 
provisions of Paragraphs 4.05.D and 4.05.E. 

2. Contractor shall not be entitled to any adjustment in the Contract Price or Contract Times 
with respect to a subsurface or physical condition if: 

a. Contractor knew of the existence of such condition at the time Contractor made a 
commitment to Owner with respect to Contract Price and Contract Times by the 
submission of a Bid or becoming bound under a negotiated contract, or otherwise; 

b. The existence of such condition reasonably could have been discovered or revealed 
as a result of any examination, investigation, exploration, test, or study of the Site and 
contiguous areas expressly required by the Bidding Requirements or Contract 
Documents to be conducted by or for Contractor prior to Contractor’s making such 
commitment; or 

c. Contractor failed to give the written notice required by Paragraph 5.04.A. 

3. If Owner and Contractor agree regarding Contractor’s entitlement to and the amount or 
extent of any adjustment in the Contract Price or Contract Times, then any such 
adjustment will be set forth in a Change Order. 

4. Contractor may submit a Change Proposal regarding its entitlement to or the amount or 
extent of any adjustment in the Contract Price or Contract Times, no later than 30 days 
after Owner’s issuance of the Owner’s written statement to Contractor regarding the 
subsurface or physical condition in question. 

F. Underground Facilities; Hazardous Environmental Conditions: Paragraph 5.05 governs rights 
and responsibilities regarding the presence or location of Underground Facilities. 
Paragraph 5.06 governs rights and responsibilities regarding Hazardous Environmental 
Conditions. The provisions of Paragraphs 5.03 and 5.04 are not applicable to the presence or 
location of Underground Facilities, or to Hazardous Environmental Conditions. 

5.05 Underground Facilities 

A. Contractor’s Responsibilities: Unless it is otherwise expressly provided in the Supplementary 
Conditions, the cost of all of the following are included in the Contract Price, and Contractor 
shall have full responsibility for: 

1. reviewing and checking all information and data regarding existing Underground Facilities 
at the Site; 

2. complying with applicable state and local utility damage prevention Laws and 
Regulations; 
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3. verifying the actual location of those Underground Facilities shown or indicated in the 
Contract Documents as being within the area affected by the Work, by exposing such 
Underground Facilities during the course of construction; 

4. coordination of the Work with the owners (including Owner) of such Underground 
Facilities, during construction; and 

5. the safety and protection of all existing Underground Facilities at the Site, and repairing 
any damage thereto resulting from the Work. 

B. Notice by Contractor: If Contractor believes that an Underground Facility that is uncovered or 
revealed at the Site was not shown or indicated on the Drawings, or was not shown or 
indicated on the Drawings with reasonable accuracy, then Contractor shall, promptly after 
becoming aware thereof and before further disturbing conditions affected thereby or 
performing any Work in connection therewith (except in an emergency as required by 
Paragraph 7.15), notify Owner and Engineer in writing regarding such Underground Facility. 

C. Engineer’s Review: Engineer will: 

1. promptly review the Underground Facility and conclude whether such Underground 
Facility was not shown or indicated on the Drawings, or was not shown or indicated with 
reasonable accuracy; 

2. identify and communicate with the owner of the Underground Facility; prepare 
recommendations to Owner (and if necessary issue any preliminary instructions to 
Contractor) regarding the Contractor’s resumption of Work in connection with the 
Underground Facility in question; 

3. obtain any pertinent cost or schedule information from Contractor; determine the extent, 
if any, to which a change is required in the Drawings or Specifications to reflect and 
document the consequences of the existence or location of the Underground Facility; and 

4. advise Owner in writing of Engineer’s findings, conclusions, and recommendations. 

During such time, Contractor shall be responsible for the safety and protection of such 
Underground Facility. 

D. Owner’s Statement to Contractor Regarding Underground Facility: After receipt of Engineer’s 
written findings, conclusions, and recommendations, Owner shall issue a written statement 
to Contractor (with a copy to Engineer) regarding the Underground Facility in question 
addressing the resumption of Work in connection with such Underground Facility, indicating 
whether any change in the Drawings or Specifications will be made, and adopting or rejecting 
Engineer’s written findings, conclusions, and recommendations in whole or in part. 

E. Early Resumption of Work: If at any time Engineer determines that Work in connection with 
the Underground Facility may resume prior to completion of Engineer’s review or Owner’s 
issuance of its statement to Contractor, because the Underground Facility in question and 
conditions affected by its presence have been adequately documented, and analyzed on a 
preliminary basis, then the Engineer may at its discretion instruct Contractor to resume such 
Work. 

F. Possible Price and Times Adjustments 

1. Contractor shall be entitled to an equitable adjustment in the Contract Price or Contract 
Times, to the extent that any existing Underground Facility at the Site that was not shown 
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or indicated on the Drawings, or was not shown or indicated with reasonable accuracy, 
or any related delay, disruption, or interference, causes an increase or decrease in 
Contractor’s cost of, or time required for, performance of the Work; subject, however, to 
the following: 

a. With respect to Work that is paid for on a unit price basis, any adjustment in Contract 
Price will be subject to the provisions of Paragraph 13.03; 

b. Contractor’s entitlement to an adjustment of the Contract Times is subject to the 
provisions of Paragraphs 4.05.D and 4.05.E; and 

c. Contractor gave the notice required in Paragraph 5.05.B. 

2. If Owner and Contractor agree regarding Contractor’s entitlement to and the amount or 
extent of any adjustment in the Contract Price or Contract Times, then any such 
adjustment will be set forth in a Change Order. 

3. Contractor may submit a Change Proposal regarding its entitlement to or the amount or 
extent of any adjustment in the Contract Price or Contract Times, no later than 30 days 
after Owner’s issuance of the Owner’s written statement to Contractor regarding the 
Underground Facility in question. 

4. The information and data shown or indicated on the Drawings with respect to existing 
Underground Facilities at the Site is based on information and data (a) furnished by the 
owners of such Underground Facilities, or by others, (b) obtained from available records, 
or (c) gathered in an investigation conducted in accordance with the current edition of 
ASCE 38, Standard Guideline for the Collection and Depiction of Existing Subsurface Utility 
Data, by the American Society of Civil Engineers. If such information or data is incorrect 
or incomplete, Contractor’s remedies are limited to those set forth in this 
Paragraph 5.05.F. 

5.06 Hazardous Environmental Conditions at Site 

A. Reports and Drawings: The Supplementary Conditions identify: 

1. those reports known to Owner relating to Hazardous Environmental Conditions that have 
been identified at or adjacent to the Site; 

2. drawings known to Owner relating to Hazardous Environmental Conditions that have 
been identified at or adjacent to the Site; and 

3. Technical Data contained in such reports and drawings. 

B. Reliance by Contractor on Technical Data Authorized: Contractor may rely upon the accuracy 
of the Technical Data expressly identified in the Supplementary Conditions with respect to 
such reports and drawings, but such reports and drawings are not Contract Documents. If no 
such express identification has been made, then Contractor may rely on the accuracy of the 
Technical Data as defined in Paragraph 1.01.A.46.b. Except for such reliance on Technical 
Data, Contractor may not rely upon or make any claim against Owner or Engineer, or any of 
their officers, directors, members, partners, employees, agents, consultants, or 
subcontractors, with respect to: 

1. the completeness of such reports and drawings for Contractor’s purposes, including, but 
not limited to, any aspects of the means, methods, techniques, sequences and procedures

of construction to be employed by Contractor, and safety precautions and programs 
incident thereto; 

2. other data, interpretations, opinions, and information contained in such reports or shown 
or indicated in such drawings; or 

3. any Contractor interpretation of or conclusion drawn from any Technical Data or any such 
other data, interpretations, opinions or information. 

C. Contractor shall not be responsible for removing or remediating any Hazardous 
Environmental Condition encountered, uncovered, or revealed at the Site unless such 
removal or remediation is expressly identified in the Contract Documents to be within the 
scope of the Work. 

D. Contractor shall be responsible for controlling, containing, and duly removing all Constituents 
of Concern brought to the Site by Contractor, Subcontractors, Suppliers, or anyone else for 
whom Contractor is responsible, and for any associated costs; and for the costs of removing 
and remediating any Hazardous Environmental Condition created by the presence of any such 
Constituents of Concern. 

E. If Contractor encounters, uncovers, or reveals a Hazardous Environmental Condition whose 
removal or remediation is not expressly identified in the Contract Documents as being within 
the scope of the Work, or if Contractor or anyone for whom Contractor is responsible creates 
a Hazardous Environmental Condition, then Contractor shall immediately: (1) secure or 
otherwise isolate such condition; (2) stop all Work in connection with such condition and in 
any area affected thereby (except in an emergency as required by Paragraph 7.15); and (3) 
notify Owner and Engineer (and promptly thereafter confirm such notice in writing). Owner 
shall promptly consult with Engineer concerning the necessity for Owner to retain a qualified 
expert to evaluate such condition or take corrective action, if any. Promptly after consulting 
with Engineer, Owner shall take such actions as are necessary to permit Owner to timely 
obtain required permits and provide Contractor the written notice required by 
Paragraph 5.06.F. If Contractor or anyone for whom Contractor is responsible created the 
Hazardous Environmental Condition in question, then Owner may remove and remediate the 
Hazardous Environmental Condition, and impose a set-off against payments to account for 
the associated costs. 

F. Contractor shall not resume Work in connection with such Hazardous Environmental 
Condition or in any affected area until after Owner has obtained any required permits related 
thereto, and delivered written notice to Contractor either (1) specifying that such condition 
and any affected area is or has been rendered safe for the resumption of Work, or (2) 
specifying any special conditions under which such Work may be resumed safely. 

G. If Owner and Contractor cannot agree as to entitlement to or on the amount or extent, if any, 
of any adjustment in Contract Price or Contract Times, as a result of such Work stoppage, such 
special conditions under which Work is agreed to be resumed by Contractor, or any costs or 
expenses incurred in response to the Hazardous Environmental Condition, then within 30 
days of Owner’s written notice regarding the resumption of Work, Contractor may submit a 
Change Proposal, or Owner may impose a set-off. Entitlement to any such adjustment is 
subject to the provisions of Paragraphs 4.05.D, 4.05.E, 11.07, and 11.08. 

H. If, after receipt of such written notice, Contractor does not agree to resume such Work based 
on a reasonable belief it is unsafe, or does not agree to resume such Work under such special 
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conditions, then Owner may order the portion of the Work that is in the area affected by such 
condition to be deleted from the Work, following the contractual change procedures in 
Article 11. Owner may have such deleted portion of the Work performed by Owner’s own 
forces or others in accordance with Article 8. 

I. To the fullest extent permitted by Laws and Regulations, Owner shall indemnify and hold 
harmless Contractor, Subcontractors, and Engineer, and the officers, directors, members, 
partners, employees, agents, consultants, and subcontractors of each and any of them, from 
and against all claims, costs, losses, and damages (including but not limited to all fees and 
charges of engineers, architects, attorneys, and other professionals, and all court, arbitration, 
or other dispute resolution costs) arising out of or relating to a Hazardous Environmental 
Condition, provided that such Hazardous Environmental Condition (1)  was not shown or 
indicated in the Drawings, Specifications, or other Contract Documents, identified as 
Technical Data entitled to limited reliance pursuant to Paragraph 5.06.B, or identified in the 
Contract Documents to be included within the scope of the Work, and (2) was not created by 
Contractor or by anyone for whom Contractor is responsible. Nothing in this Paragraph 5.06.I 
obligates Owner to indemnify any individual or entity from and against the consequences of 
that individual’s or entity’s own negligence. 

J. To the fullest extent permitted by Laws and Regulations, Contractor shall indemnify and hold 
harmless Owner and Engineer, and the officers, directors, members, partners, employees, 
agents, consultants, and subcontractors of each and any of them, from and against all claims, 
costs, losses, and damages (including but not limited to all fees and charges of engineers, 
architects, attorneys, and other professionals and all court or arbitration or other dispute 
resolution costs) arising out of or relating to the failure to control, contain, or remove a 
Constituent of Concern brought to the Site by Contractor or by anyone for whom Contractor 
is responsible, or to a Hazardous Environmental Condition created by Contractor or by anyone 
for whom Contractor is responsible. Nothing in this Paragraph 5.06.J obligates Contractor to 
indemnify any individual or entity from and against the consequences of that individual’s or 
entity’s own negligence. 

K. The provisions of Paragraphs 5.03, 5.04, and 5.05 do not apply to the presence of Constituents 
of Concern or to a Hazardous Environmental Condition uncovered or revealed at the Site. 

ARTICLE 6—BONDS AND INSURANCE 

6.01 Performance, Payment, and Other Bonds 

A. Contractor shall furnish a performance bond and a payment bond, each in an amount at least 
equal to the Contract Price, as security for the faithful performance and payment of 
Contractor’s obligations under the Contract. These bonds must remain in effect until one year 
after the date when final payment becomes due or until completion of the correction period 
specified in Paragraph 15.08, whichever is later, except as provided otherwise by Laws or 
Regulations, the terms of a prescribed bond form, the Supplementary Conditions, or other 
provisions of the Contract. 

B. Contractor shall also furnish such other bonds (if any) as are required by the Supplementary 
Conditions or other provisions of the Contract. 

C. All bonds must be in the form included in the Bidding Documents or otherwise specified by 
Owner prior to execution of the Contract, except as provided otherwise by Laws or 
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Regulations, and must be issued and signed by a surety named in “Companies Holding 
Certificates of Authority as Acceptable Sureties on Federal Bonds and as Acceptable 
Reinsuring Companies” as published in Department Circular 570 (as amended and 
supplemented) by the Bureau of the Fiscal Service, U.S. Department of the Treasury. A bond 
signed by an agent or attorney-in-fact must be accompanied by a certified copy of that 
individual’s authority to bind the surety. The evidence of authority must show that it is 
effective on the date the agent or attorney-in-fact signed the accompanying bond. 

D. Contractor shall obtain the required bonds from surety companies that are duly licensed or 
authorized, in the state or jurisdiction in which the Project is located, to issue bonds in the 
required amounts. 

E. If the surety on a bond furnished by Contractor is declared bankrupt or becomes insolvent, or 
the surety ceases to meet the requirements above, then Contractor shall promptly notify 
Owner and Engineer in writing and shall, within 20 days after the event giving rise to such 
notification, provide another bond and surety, both of which must comply with the bond and 
surety requirements above. 

F. If Contractor has failed to obtain a required bond, Owner may exclude the Contractor from 
the Site and exercise Owner’s termination rights under Article 16. 

G. Upon request to Owner from any Subcontractor, Supplier, or other person or entity claiming 
to have furnished labor, services, materials, or equipment used in the performance of the 
Work, Owner shall provide a copy of the payment bond to such person or entity. 

H. Upon request to Contractor from any Subcontractor, Supplier, or other person or entity 
claiming to have furnished labor, services, materials, or equipment used in the performance 
of the Work, Contractor shall provide a copy of the payment bond to such person or entity. 

6.02 Insurance—General Provisions 

A. Owner and Contractor shall obtain and maintain insurance as required in this article and in 
the Supplementary Conditions. 

B. All insurance required by the Contract to be purchased and maintained by Owner or 
Contractor shall be obtained from insurance companies that are duly licensed or authorized 
in the state or jurisdiction in which the Project is located to issue insurance policies for the 
required limits and coverages. Unless a different standard is indicated in the Supplementary 
Conditions, all companies that provide insurance policies required under this Contract shall 
have an A.M. Best rating of A-VII or better. 

C. Alternative forms of insurance coverage, including but not limited to self-insurance and 
“Occupational Accident and Excess Employer’s Indemnity Policies,” are not sufficient to meet 
the insurance requirements of this Contract, unless expressly allowed in the Supplementary 
Conditions. 

D. Contractor shall deliver to Owner, with copies to each additional insured identified in the 
Contract, certificates of insurance and endorsements establishing that Contractor has 
obtained and is maintaining the policies and coverages required by the Contract. Upon 
request by Owner or any other insured, Contractor shall also furnish other evidence of such 
required insurance, including but not limited to copies of policies, documentation of 
applicable self-insured retentions (if allowed) and deductibles, full disclosure of all relevant 
exclusions, and evidence of insurance required to be purchased and maintained by 
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Subcontractors or Suppliers. In any documentation furnished under this provision, Contractor, 
Subcontractors, and Suppliers may block out (redact) (1) any confidential premium or pricing 
information and (2) any wording specific to a project or jurisdiction other than those 
applicable to this Contract. 

E. Owner shall deliver to Contractor, with copies to each additional insured identified in the 
Contract, certificates of insurance and endorsements establishing that Owner has obtained 
and is maintaining the policies and coverages required of Owner by the Contract (if any). Upon 
request by Contractor or any other insured, Owner shall also provide other evidence of such 
required insurance (if any), including but not limited to copies of policies, documentation of 
applicable self-insured retentions (if allowed) and deductibles, and full disclosure of all 
relevant exclusions. In any documentation furnished under this provision, Owner may block 
out (redact) (1) any confidential premium or pricing information and (2) any wording specific 
to a project or jurisdiction other than those relevant to this Contract. 

F. Failure of Owner or Contractor to demand such certificates or other evidence of the other 
party’s full compliance with these insurance requirements, or failure of Owner or Contractor 
to identify a deficiency in compliance from the evidence provided, will not be construed as a 
waiver of the other party’s obligation to obtain and maintain such insurance. 

G. In addition to the liability insurance required to be provided by Contractor, the Owner, at 
Owner’s option, may purchase and maintain Owner’s own liability insurance. Owner’s liability 
policies, if any, operate separately and independently from policies required to be provided 
by Contractor, and Contractor cannot rely upon Owner’s liability policies for any of 
Contractor’s obligations to the Owner, Engineer, or third parties. 

H. Contractor shall require: 

1. Subcontractors to purchase and maintain worker’s compensation, commercial general 
liability, and other insurance that is appropriate for their participation in the Project, and 
to name as additional insureds Owner and Engineer (and any other individuals or entities 
identified in the Supplementary Conditions as additional insureds on Contractor’s liability 
policies) on each Subcontractor’s commercial general liability insurance policy; and 

2. Suppliers to purchase and maintain insurance that is appropriate for their participation in 
the Project. 

I. If either party does not purchase or maintain the insurance required of such party by the 
Contract, such party shall notify the other party in writing of such failure to purchase prior to 
the start of the Work, or of such failure to maintain prior to any change in the required 
coverage. 

J. If Contractor has failed to obtain and maintain required insurance, Contractor’s entitlement 
to enter or remain at the Site will end immediately, and Owner may impose an appropriate 
set-off against payment for any associated costs (including but not limited to the cost of 
purchasing necessary insurance coverage), and exercise Owner’s termination rights under 
Article 16. 

K. Without prejudice to any other right or remedy, if a party has failed to obtain required 
insurance, the other party may elect (but is in no way obligated) to obtain equivalent 
insurance to protect such other party’s interests at the expense of the party who was required 
to provide such coverage, and the Contract Price will be adjusted accordingly. 
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L. Owner does not represent that insurance coverage and limits established in this Contract 
necessarily will be adequate to protect Contractor or Contractor’s interests. Contractor is 
responsible for determining whether such coverage and limits are adequate to protect its 
interests, and for obtaining and maintaining any additional insurance that Contractor deems 
necessary. 

M. The insurance and insurance limits required herein will not be deemed as a limitation on 
Contractor’s liability, or that of its Subcontractors or Suppliers, under the indemnities granted 
to Owner and other individuals and entities in the Contract or otherwise. 

N. All the policies of insurance required to be purchased and maintained under this Contract will 
contain a provision or endorsement that the coverage afforded will not be canceled, or 
renewal refused, until at least 10 days prior written notice has been given to the purchasing 
policyholder. Within three days of receipt of any such written notice, the purchasing 
policyholder shall provide a copy of the notice to each other insured and Engineer. 

6.03 Contractor’s Insurance 

A. Required Insurance: Contractor shall purchase and maintain Worker’s Compensation, 
Commercial General Liability, and other insurance pursuant to the specific requirements of 
the Supplementary Conditions. 

B. General Provisions: The policies of insurance required by this Paragraph 6.03 as supplemented 
must: 

1. include at least the specific coverages required; 

2. be written for not less than the limits provided, or those required by Laws or Regulations, 
whichever is greater; 

3. remain in effect at least until the Work is complete (as set forth in Paragraph 15.06.D), 
and longer if expressly required elsewhere in this Contract, and at all times thereafter 
when Contractor may be correcting, removing, or replacing defective Work as a warranty 
or correction obligation, or otherwise, or returning to the Site to conduct other tasks 
arising from the Contract; 

4. apply with respect to the performance of the Work, whether such performance is by 
Contractor, any Subcontractor or Supplier, or by anyone directly or indirectly employed 
by any of them to perform any of the Work, or by anyone for whose acts any of them may 
be liable; and 

5. include all necessary endorsements to support the stated requirements. 

C. Additional Insureds: The Contractor’s commercial general liability, automobile liability, 
employer’s liability, umbrella or excess, pollution liability, and unmanned aerial vehicle 
liability policies, if required by this Contract, must: 

1. include and list as additional insureds Owner and Engineer, and any individuals or entities 
identified as additional insureds in the Supplementary Conditions; 

2. include coverage for the respective officers, directors, members, partners, employees, 
and consultants of all such additional insureds; 

3. afford primary coverage to these additional insureds for all claims covered thereby 
(including as applicable those arising from both ongoing and completed operations);

4. not seek contribution from insurance maintained by the additional insured; and 

5. as to commercial general liability insurance, apply to additional insureds with respect to 
liability caused in whole or in part by Contractor’s acts or omissions, or the acts and 
omissions of those working on Contractor’s behalf, in the performance of Contractor’s 
operations. 

6.04 Builder’s Risk and Other Property Insurance 

A. Builder’s Risk: Unless otherwise provided in the Supplementary Conditions, Contractor shall 
purchase and maintain builder’s risk insurance upon the Work on a completed value basis, in 
the amount of the Work’s full insurable replacement cost (subject to such deductible amounts 
as may be provided in the Supplementary Conditions or required by Laws and Regulations). 
The specific requirements applicable to the builder’s risk insurance are set forth in the 
Supplementary Conditions. 

B. Property Insurance for Facilities of Owner Where Work Will Occur: Owner is responsible for 
obtaining and maintaining property insurance covering each existing structure, building, or 
facility in which any part of the Work will occur, or to which any part of the Work will attach 
or be adjoined. Such property insurance will be written on a special perils (all-risk) form, on a 
replacement cost basis, providing coverage consistent with that required for the builder’s risk 
insurance, and will be maintained until the Work is complete, as set forth in 
Paragraph 15.06.D. 

C. Property Insurance for Substantially Complete Facilities: Promptly after Substantial 
Completion, and before actual occupancy or use of the substantially completed Work, Owner 
will obtain property insurance for such substantially completed Work, and maintain such 
property insurance at least until the Work is complete, as set forth in Paragraph 15.06.D. Such 
property insurance will be written on a special perils (all-risk) form, on a replacement cost 
basis, and provide coverage consistent with that required for the builder’s risk insurance. The 
builder’s risk insurance may terminate upon written confirmation of Owner’s procurement of 
such property insurance. 

D. Partial Occupancy or Use by Owner: If Owner will occupy or use a portion or portions of the 
Work prior to Substantial Completion of all the Work, as provided in Paragraph 15.04, then 
Owner (directly, if it is the purchaser of the builder’s risk policy, or through Contractor) will 
provide advance notice of such occupancy or use to the builder’s risk insurer, and obtain an 
endorsement consenting to the continuation of coverage prior to commencing such partial 
occupancy or use. 

E. Insurance of Other Property; Additional Insurance: If the express insurance provisions of the 
Contract do not require or address the insurance of a property item or interest, then the entity 
or individual owning such property item will be responsible for insuring it. If Contractor elects 
to obtain other special insurance to be included in or supplement the builder’s risk or property 
insurance policies provided under this Paragraph 6.04, it may do so at Contractor’s expense. 

6.05 Property Losses; Subrogation 

A. The builder’s risk insurance policy purchased and maintained in accordance with 
Paragraph 6.04 (or an installation floater policy if authorized by the Supplementary 
Conditions), will contain provisions to the effect that in the event of payment of any loss or 
damage the insurer will have no rights of recovery against any insureds thereunder, or against 
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Engineer or its consultants, or their officers, directors, members, partners, employees, agents, 
consultants, or subcontractors. 

1. Owner and Contractor waive all rights against each other and the respective officers, 
directors, members, partners, employees, agents, consultants, and subcontractors of 
each and any of them, for all losses and damages caused by, arising out of, or resulting 
from any of the perils, risks, or causes of loss covered by such policies and any other 
property insurance applicable to the Work; and, in addition, waive all such rights against 
Engineer, its consultants, all individuals or entities identified in the Supplementary 
Conditions as builder’s risk or installation floater insureds, and the officers, directors, 
members, partners, employees, agents, consultants, and subcontractors of each and any 
of them, under such policies for losses and damages so caused. 

2. None of the above waivers extends to the rights that any party making such waiver may 
have to the proceeds of insurance held by Owner or Contractor as trustee or fiduciary, or 
otherwise payable under any policy so issued. 

B. Any property insurance policy maintained by Owner covering any loss, damage, or 
consequential loss to Owner’s existing structures, buildings, or facilities in which any part of 
the Work will occur, or to which any part of the Work will attach or adjoin; to adjacent 
structures, buildings, or facilities of Owner; or to part or all of the completed or substantially 
completed Work, during partial occupancy or use pursuant to Paragraph 15.04, after 
Substantial Completion pursuant to Paragraph 15.03, or after final payment pursuant to 
Paragraph 15.06, will contain provisions to the effect that in the event of payment of any loss 
or damage the insurer will have no rights of recovery against any insureds thereunder, or 
against Contractor, Subcontractors, or Engineer, or the officers, directors, members, partners, 
employees, agents, consultants, or subcontractors of each and any of them, and that the 
insured is allowed to waive the insurer’s rights of subrogation in a written contract executed 
prior to the loss, damage, or consequential loss. 

1. Owner waives all rights against Contractor, Subcontractors, and Engineer, and the 
officers, directors, members, partners, employees, agents, consultants and 
subcontractors of each and any of them, for all losses and damages caused by, arising out 
of, or resulting from fire or any of the perils, risks, or causes of loss covered by such 
policies. 

C. The waivers in this Paragraph 6.05 include the waiver of rights due to business interruption, 
loss of use, or other consequential loss extending beyond direct physical loss or damage to 
Owner’s property or the Work caused by, arising out of, or resulting from fire or other insured 
peril, risk, or cause of loss. 

D. Contractor shall be responsible for assuring that each Subcontract contains provisions 
whereby the Subcontractor waives all rights against Owner, Contractor, all individuals or 
entities identified in the Supplementary Conditions as insureds, the Engineer and its 
consultants, and the officers, directors, members, partners, employees, agents, consultants, 
and subcontractors of each and any of them, for all losses and damages caused by, arising out 
of, relating to, or resulting from fire or other peril, risk, or cause of loss covered by builder’s 
risk insurance, installation floater, and any other property insurance applicable to the Work. 
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6.06 Receipt and Application of Property Insurance Proceeds 

A. Any insured loss under the builder’s risk and other policies of property insurance required by 
Paragraph 6.04 will be adjusted and settled with the named insured that purchased the policy. 
Such named insured shall act as fiduciary for the other insureds, and give notice to such other 
insureds that adjustment and settlement of a claim is in progress. Any other insured may state 
its position regarding a claim for insured loss in writing within 15 days after notice of such 
claim. 

B. Proceeds for such insured losses may be made payable by the insurer either jointly to multiple 
insureds, or to the named insured that purchased the policy in its own right and as fiduciary 
for other insureds, subject to the requirements of any applicable mortgage clause. A named 
insured receiving insurance proceeds under the builder’s risk and other policies of insurance 
required by Paragraph 6.04 shall maintain such proceeds in a segregated account, and 
distribute such proceeds in accordance with such agreement as the parties in interest may 
reach, or as otherwise required under the dispute resolution provisions of this Contract or 
applicable Laws and Regulations. 

C. If no other special agreement is reached, Contractor shall repair or replace the damaged 
Work, using allocated insurance proceeds. 

ARTICLE 7—CONTRACTOR’S RESPONSIBILITIES 

7.01 Contractor’s Means and Methods of Construction 

A. Contractor shall be solely responsible for the means, methods, techniques, sequences, and 
procedures of construction. 

B. If the Contract Documents note, or Contractor determines, that professional engineering or 
other design services are needed to carry out Contractor’s responsibilities for construction 
means, methods, techniques, sequences, and procedures, or for Site safety, then Contractor 
shall cause such services to be provided by a properly licensed design professional, at 
Contractor’s expense. Such services are not Owner-delegated professional design services 
under this Contract, and neither Owner nor Engineer has any responsibility with respect to 
(1) Contractor’s determination of the need for such services, (2) the qualifications or licensing 
of the design professionals retained or employed by Contractor, (3) the performance of such 
services, or (4) any errors, omissions, or defects in such services. 

7.02 Supervision and Superintendence 

A. Contractor shall supervise, inspect, and direct the Work competently and efficiently, devoting 
such attention thereto and applying such skills and expertise as may be necessary to perform 
the Work in accordance with the Contract Documents. 

B. At all times during the progress of the Work, Contractor shall assign a competent resident 
superintendent who will not be replaced without written notice to Owner and Engineer 
except under extraordinary circumstances. 

7.03 Labor; Working Hours 

A. Contractor shall provide competent, suitably qualified personnel to survey and lay out the 
Work and perform construction as required by the Contract Documents. Contractor shall 
maintain good discipline and order at the Site. 
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B. Contractor shall be fully responsible to Owner and Engineer for all acts and omissions of 
Contractor’s employees; of Suppliers and Subcontractors, and their employees; and of any 
other individuals or entities performing or furnishing any of the Work, just as Contractor is 
responsible for Contractor’s own acts and omissions. 

C. Except as otherwise required for the safety or protection of persons or the Work or property 
at the Site or adjacent thereto, and except as otherwise stated in the Contract Documents, all 
Work at the Site will be performed during regular working hours, Monday through Friday. 
Contractor will not perform Work on a Saturday, Sunday, or any legal holiday. Contractor may 
perform Work outside regular working hours or on Saturdays, Sundays, or legal holidays only 
with Owner’s written consent, which will not be unreasonably withheld. 

7.04 Services, Materials, and Equipment 

A. Unless otherwise specified in the Contract Documents, Contractor shall provide and assume 
full responsibility for all services, materials, equipment, labor, transportation, construction 
equipment and machinery, tools, appliances, fuel, power, light, heat, telephone, water, 
sanitary facilities, temporary facilities, and all other facilities and incidentals necessary for the 
performance, testing, start up, and completion of the Work, whether or not such items are 
specifically called for in the Contract Documents. 

B. All materials and equipment incorporated into the Work must be new and of good quality, 
except as otherwise provided in the Contract Documents. All special warranties and 
guarantees required by the Specifications will expressly run to the benefit of Owner. If 
required by Engineer, Contractor shall furnish satisfactory evidence (including reports of 
required tests) as to the source, kind, and quality of materials and equipment. 

C. All materials and equipment must be stored, applied, installed, connected, erected, 
protected, used, cleaned, and conditioned in accordance with instructions of the applicable 
Supplier, except as otherwise may be provided in the Contract Documents. 

7.05 “Or Equals” 

A. Contractor’s Request; Governing Criteria: Whenever an item of equipment or material is 
specified or described in the Contract Documents by using the names of one or more 
proprietary items or specific Suppliers, the Contract Price has been based upon Contractor 
furnishing such item as specified. The specification or description of such an item is intended 
to establish the type, function, appearance, and quality required. Unless the specification or 
description contains or is followed by words reading that no like, equivalent, or “or equal” 
item is permitted, Contractor may request that Engineer authorize the use of other items of 
equipment or material, or items from other proposed Suppliers, under the circumstances 
described below. 

1. If Engineer in its sole discretion determines that an item of equipment or material 
proposed by Contractor is functionally equal to that named and sufficiently similar so that 
no change in related Work will be required, Engineer will deem it an “or equal” item. For 
the purposes of this paragraph, a proposed item of equipment or material will be 
considered functionally equal to an item so named if: 

a. in the exercise of reasonable judgment Engineer determines that the proposed item: 

1) is at least equal in materials of construction, quality, durability, appearance, 
strength, and design characteristics; 
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2) will reliably perform at least equally well the function and achieve the results 
imposed by the design concept of the completed Project as a functioning whole; 

3) has a proven record of performance and availability of responsive service; and 

4) is not objectionable to Owner. 

b. Contractor certifies that, if the proposed item is approved and incorporated into the 
Work: 

1) there will be no increase in cost to the Owner or increase in Contract Times; and 

2) the item will conform substantially to the detailed requirements of the item 
named in the Contract Documents. 

B. Contractor’s Expense: Contractor shall provide all data in support of any proposed “or equal” 
item at Contractor’s expense. 

C. Engineer’s Evaluation and Determination: Engineer will be allowed a reasonable time to 
evaluate each “or-equal” request. Engineer may require Contractor to furnish additional data 
about the proposed “or-equal” item. Engineer will be the sole judge of acceptability. No “or-
equal” item will be ordered, furnished, installed, or utilized until Engineer’s review is complete 
and Engineer determines that the proposed item is an “or-equal,” which will be evidenced by 
an approved Shop Drawing or other written communication. Engineer will advise Contractor 
in writing of any negative determination. 

D. Effect of Engineer’s Determination: Neither approval nor denial of an “or-equal” request will 
result in any change in Contract Price. The Engineer’s denial of an “or-equal” request will be 
final and binding, and may not be reversed through an appeal under any provision of the 
Contract. 

E. Treatment as a Substitution Request: If Engineer determines that an item of equipment or 
material proposed by Contractor does not qualify as an “or-equal” item, Contractor may 
request that Engineer consider the item a proposed substitute pursuant to Paragraph 7.06. 

7.06 Substitutes 

A. Contractor’s Request; Governing Criteria: Unless the specification or description of an item of 
equipment or material required to be furnished under the Contract Documents contains or is 
followed by words reading that no substitution is permitted, Contractor may request that 
Engineer authorize the use of other items of equipment or material under the circumstances 
described below. To the extent possible such requests must be made before commencement 
of related construction at the Site. 

1. Contractor shall submit sufficient information as provided below to allow Engineer to 
determine if the item of material or equipment proposed is functionally equivalent to that 
named and an acceptable substitute therefor. Engineer will not accept requests for 
review of proposed substitute items of equipment or material from anyone other than 
Contractor. 

2. The requirements for review by Engineer will be as set forth in Paragraph 7.06.B, as 
supplemented by the Specifications, and as Engineer may decide is appropriate under the 
circumstances. 
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3. Contractor shall make written application to Engineer for review of a proposed substitute 
item of equipment or material that Contractor seeks to furnish or use. The application: 

a. will certify that the proposed substitute item will: 

1) perform adequately the functions and achieve the results called for by the 
general design; 

2) be similar in substance to the item specified; and 

3) be suited to the same use as the item specified. 

b. will state: 

1) the extent, if any, to which the use of the proposed substitute item will 
necessitate a change in Contract Times; 

2) whether use of the proposed substitute item in the Work will require a change in 
any of the Contract Documents (or in the provisions of any other direct contract 
with Owner for other work on the Project) to adapt the design to the proposed 
substitute item; and 

3) whether incorporation or use of the proposed substitute item in connection with 
the Work is subject to payment of any license fee or royalty. 

c. will identify: 

1) all variations of the proposed substitute item from the item specified; and 

2) available engineering, sales, maintenance, repair, and replacement services. 

d. will contain an itemized estimate of all costs or credits that will result directly or 
indirectly from use of such substitute item, including but not limited to changes in 
Contract Price, shared savings, costs of redesign, and claims of other contractors 
affected by any resulting change. 

B. Engineer’s Evaluation and Determination: Engineer will be allowed a reasonable time to 
evaluate each substitute request, and to obtain comments and direction from Owner. 
Engineer may require Contractor to furnish additional data about the proposed substitute 
item. Engineer will be the sole judge of acceptability. No substitute will be ordered, furnished, 
installed, or utilized until Engineer’s review is complete and Engineer determines that the 
proposed item is an acceptable substitute. Engineer’s determination will be evidenced by a 
Field Order or a proposed Change Order accounting for the substitution itself and all related 
impacts, including changes in Contract Price or Contract Times. Engineer will advise 
Contractor in writing of any negative determination. 

C. Special Guarantee: Owner may require Contractor to furnish at Contractor’s expense a special 
performance guarantee or other surety with respect to any substitute. 

D. Reimbursement of Engineer’s Cost: Engineer will record Engineer’s costs in evaluating a 
substitute proposed or submitted by Contractor. Whether or not Engineer approves a 
substitute so proposed or submitted by Contractor, Contractor shall reimburse Owner for the 
reasonable charges of Engineer for evaluating each such proposed substitute. Contractor shall 
also reimburse Owner for the reasonable charges of Engineer for making changes in the 
Contract Documents (or in the provisions of any other direct contract with Owner) resulting 
from the acceptance of each proposed substitute. 
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E. Contractor’s Expense: Contractor shall provide all data in support of any proposed substitute 
at Contractor’s expense. 

F. Effect of Engineer’s Determination: If Engineer approves the substitution request, Contractor 
shall execute the proposed Change Order and proceed with the substitution. The Engineer’s 
denial of a substitution request will be final and binding, and may not be reversed through an 
appeal under any provision of the Contract. Contractor may challenge the scope of 
reimbursement costs imposed under Paragraph 7.06.D, by timely submittal of a Change 
Proposal. 

7.07 Concerning Subcontractors and Suppliers 

A. Contractor may retain Subcontractors and Suppliers for the performance of parts of the Work. 
Such Subcontractors and Suppliers must be acceptable to Owner. The Contractor’s retention 
of a Subcontractor or Supplier for the performance of parts of the Work will not relieve 
Contractor’s obligation to Owner to perform and complete the Work in accordance with the 
Contract Documents. 

B. Contractor shall retain specific Subcontractors and Suppliers for the performance of 
designated parts of the Work if required by the Contract to do so. 

C. Subsequent to the submittal of Contractor’s Bid or final negotiation of the terms of the 
Contract, Owner may not require Contractor to retain any Subcontractor or Supplier to furnish 
or perform any of the Work against which Contractor has reasonable objection. 

D. Prior to entry into any binding subcontract or purchase order, Contractor shall submit to 
Owner the identity of the proposed Subcontractor or Supplier (unless Owner has already 
deemed such proposed Subcontractor or Supplier acceptable during the bidding process or 
otherwise). Such proposed Subcontractor or Supplier shall be deemed acceptable to Owner 
unless Owner raises a substantive, reasonable objection within 5 days. 

E. Owner may require the replacement of any Subcontractor or Supplier. Owner also may 
require Contractor to retain specific replacements; provided, however, that Owner may not 
require a replacement to which Contractor has a reasonable objection. If Contractor has 
submitted the identity of certain Subcontractors or Suppliers for acceptance by Owner, and 
Owner has accepted it (either in writing or by failing to make written objection thereto), then 
Owner may subsequently revoke the acceptance of any such Subcontractor or Supplier so 
identified solely on the basis of substantive, reasonable objection after due investigation. 
Contractor shall submit an acceptable replacement for the rejected Subcontractor or 
Supplier. 

F. If Owner requires the replacement of any Subcontractor or Supplier retained by Contractor 
to perform any part of the Work, then Contractor shall be entitled to an adjustment in 
Contract Price or Contract Times, with respect to the replacement; and Contractor shall 
initiate a Change Proposal for such adjustment within 30 days of Owner’s requirement of 
replacement. 

G. No acceptance by Owner of any such Subcontractor or Supplier, whether initially or as a 
replacement, will constitute a waiver of the right of Owner to the completion of the Work in 
accordance with the Contract Documents. 
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H. On a monthly basis, Contractor shall submit to Engineer a complete list of all Subcontractors 
and Suppliers having a direct contract with Contractor, and of all other Subcontractors and 
Suppliers known to Contractor at the time of submittal. 

I. Contractor shall be solely responsible for scheduling and coordinating the work of 
Subcontractors and Suppliers. 

J. The divisions and sections of the Specifications and the identifications of any Drawings do not 
control Contractor in dividing the Work among Subcontractors or Suppliers, or in delineating 
the Work to be performed by any specific trade. 

K. All Work performed for Contractor by a Subcontractor or Supplier must be pursuant to an 
appropriate contractual agreement that specifically binds the Subcontractor or Supplier to 
the applicable terms and conditions of the Contract for the benefit of Owner and Engineer. 

L. Owner may furnish to any Subcontractor or Supplier, to the extent practicable, information 
about amounts paid to Contractor for Work performed for Contractor by the Subcontractor 
or Supplier. 

M. Contractor shall restrict all Subcontractors and Suppliers from communicating with Engineer 
or Owner, except through Contractor or in case of an emergency, or as otherwise expressly 
allowed in this Contract. 

7.08 Patent Fees and Royalties 

A. Contractor shall pay all license fees and royalties and assume all costs incident to the use in 
the performance of the Work or the incorporation in the Work of any invention, design, 
process, product, or device which is the subject of patent rights or copyrights held by others. 
If an invention, design, process, product, or device is specified in the Contract Documents for 
use in the performance of the Work and if, to the actual knowledge of Owner or Engineer, its 
use is subject to patent rights or copyrights calling for the payment of any license fee or 
royalty to others, the existence of such rights will be disclosed in the Contract Documents. 

B. To the fullest extent permitted by Laws and Regulations, Owner shall indemnify and hold 
harmless Contractor, and its officers, directors, members, partners, employees, agents, 
consultants, and subcontractors, from and against all claims, costs, losses, and damages 
(including but not limited to all fees and charges of engineers, architects, attorneys, and other 
professionals, and all court or arbitration or other dispute resolution costs) arising out of or 
relating to any infringement of patent rights or copyrights incident to the use in the 
performance of the Work or resulting from the incorporation in the Work of any invention, 
design, process, product, or device specified in the Contract Documents, but not identified as 
being subject to payment of any license fee or royalty to others required by patent rights or 
copyrights. 

C. To the fullest extent permitted by Laws and Regulations, Contractor shall indemnify and hold 
harmless Owner and Engineer, and the officers, directors, members, partners, employees, 
agents, consultants and subcontractors of each and any of them, from and against all claims, 
costs, losses, and damages (including but not limited to all fees and charges of engineers, 
architects, attorneys, and other professionals and all court or arbitration or other dispute 
resolution costs) arising out of or relating to any infringement of patent rights or copyrights 
incident to the use in the performance of the Work or resulting from the incorporation in the 
Work of any invention, design, process, product, or device not specified in the Contract 
Documents. 
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7.09 Permits 

A. Unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents, Contractor shall obtain and pay for all 
construction permits, licenses, and certificates of occupancy. Owner shall assist Contractor, 
when necessary, in obtaining such permits and licenses. Contractor shall pay all governmental 
charges and inspection fees necessary for the prosecution of the Work which are applicable 
at the time of the submission of Contractor’s Bid (or when Contractor became bound under a 
negotiated contract). Owner shall pay all charges of utility owners for connections for 
providing permanent service to the Work. 

7.10 Taxes 

A. Contractor shall pay all sales, consumer, use, and other similar taxes required to be paid by 
Contractor in accordance with the Laws and Regulations of the place of the Project which are 
applicable during the performance of the Work. 

7.11 Laws and Regulations 

A. Contractor shall give all notices required by and shall comply with all Laws and Regulations 
applicable to the performance of the Work. Neither Owner nor Engineer shall be responsible 
for monitoring Contractor’s compliance with any Laws or Regulations. 

B. If Contractor performs any Work or takes any other action knowing or having reason to know 
that it is contrary to Laws or Regulations, Contractor shall bear all resulting costs and losses, 
and shall indemnify and hold harmless Owner and Engineer, and the officers, directors, 
members, partners, employees, agents, consultants, and subcontractors of each and any of 
them, from and against all claims, costs, losses, and damages (including but not limited to all 
fees and charges of engineers, architects, attorneys, and other professionals and all court or 
arbitration or other dispute resolution costs) arising out of or relating to such Work or other 
action. It is not Contractor’s responsibility to make certain that the Work described in the 
Contract Documents is in accordance with Laws and Regulations, but this does not relieve 
Contractor of its obligations under Paragraph 3.03. 

C. Owner or Contractor may give written notice to the other party of any changes after the 
submission of Contractor’s Bid (or after the date when Contractor became bound under a 
negotiated contract) in Laws or Regulations having an effect on the cost or time of 
performance of the Work, including but not limited to changes in Laws or Regulations having 
an effect on procuring permits and on sales, use, value-added, consumption, and other similar 
taxes. If Owner and Contractor are unable to agree on entitlement to or on the amount or 
extent, if any, of any adjustment in Contract Price or Contract Times resulting from such 
changes, then within 30 days of such written notice Contractor may submit a Change 
Proposal, or Owner may initiate a Claim. 

7.12 Record Documents 

A. Contractor shall maintain in a safe place at the Site one printed record copy of all Drawings, 
Specifications, Addenda, Change Orders, Work Change Directives, Field Orders, written 
interpretations and clarifications, and approved Shop Drawings. Contractor shall keep such 
record documents in good order and annotate them to show changes made during 
construction. These record documents, together with all approved Samples, will be available 
to Engineer for reference. Upon completion of the Work, Contractor shall deliver these record 
documents to Engineer. 
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7.13 Safety and Protection 

A. Contractor shall be solely responsible for initiating, maintaining, and supervising all safety 
precautions and programs in connection with the Work. Such responsibility does not relieve 
Subcontractors of their responsibility for the safety of persons or property in the performance 
of their work, nor for compliance with applicable safety Laws and Regulations. 

B. Contractor shall designate a qualified and experienced safety representative whose duties 
and responsibilities are the prevention of Work-related accidents and the maintenance and 
supervision of safety precautions and programs. 

C. Contractor shall take all necessary precautions for the safety of, and shall provide the 
necessary protection to prevent damage, injury, or loss to: 

1. all persons on the Site or who may be affected by the Work; 

2. all the Work and materials and equipment to be incorporated therein, whether in storage 
on or off the Site; and 

3. other property at the Site or adjacent thereto, including trees, shrubs, lawns, walks, 
pavements, roadways, structures, other work in progress, utilities, and Underground 
Facilities not designated for removal, relocation, or replacement in the course of 
construction. 

D. All damage, injury, or loss to any property referred to in Paragraph 7.13.C.2 or 7.13.C.3 
caused, directly or indirectly, in whole or in part, by Contractor, any Subcontractor, Supplier, 
or any other individual or entity directly or indirectly employed by any of them to perform 
any of the Work, or anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable, shall be remedied by 
Contractor at its expense (except damage or loss attributable to the fault of Drawings or 
Specifications or to the acts or omissions of Owner or Engineer or anyone employed by any 
of them, or anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable, and not attributable, directly or 
indirectly, in whole or in part, to the fault or negligence of Contractor or any Subcontractor, 
Supplier, or other individual or entity directly or indirectly employed by any of them). 

E. Contractor shall comply with all applicable Laws and Regulations relating to the safety of 
persons or property, or to the protection of persons or property from damage, injury, or loss; 
and shall erect and maintain all necessary safeguards for such safety and protection. 

F. Contractor shall notify Owner; the owners of adjacent property; the owners of Underground 
Facilities and other utilities (if the identity of such owners is known to Contractor); and other 
contractors and utility owners performing work at or adjacent to the Site, in writing, when 
Contractor knows that prosecution of the Work may affect them, and shall cooperate with 
them in the protection, removal, relocation, and replacement of their property or work in 
progress. 

G. Contractor shall comply with the applicable requirements of Owner’s safety programs, if any. 
Any Owner’s safety programs that are applicable to the Work are identified or included in the 
Supplementary Conditions or Specifications. 

H. Contractor shall inform Owner and Engineer of the specific requirements of Contractor’s 
safety program with which Owner’s and Engineer’s employees and representatives must 
comply while at the Site. 
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I. Contractor’s duties and responsibilities for safety and protection will continue until all the 
Work is completed, Engineer has issued a written notice to Owner and Contractor in 
accordance with Paragraph 15.06.C that the Work is acceptable, and Contractor has left the 
Site (except as otherwise expressly provided in connection with Substantial Completion). 

J. Contractor’s duties and responsibilities for safety and protection will resume whenever 
Contractor or any Subcontractor or Supplier returns to the Site to fulfill warranty or correction 
obligations, or to conduct other tasks arising from the Contract Documents. 

7.14 Hazard Communication Programs 

A. Contractor shall be responsible for coordinating any exchange of safety data sheets (formerly 
known as material safety data sheets) or other hazard communication information required 
to be made available to or exchanged between or among employers at the Site in accordance 
with Laws or Regulations. 

7.15 Emergencies 

A. In emergencies affecting the safety or protection of persons or the Work or property at the 
Site or adjacent thereto, Contractor is obligated to act to prevent damage, injury, or loss. 
Contractor shall give Engineer prompt written notice if Contractor believes that any significant 
changes in the Work or variations from the Contract Documents have been caused by an 
emergency, or are required as a result of Contractor’s response to an emergency. If Engineer 
determines that a change in the Contract Documents is required because of an emergency or 
Contractor’s response, a Work Change Directive or Change Order will be issued. 

7.16 Submittals 

A. Shop Drawing and Sample Requirements 

1. Before submitting a Shop Drawing or Sample, Contractor shall: 

a. review and coordinate the Shop Drawing or Sample with other Shop Drawings and 
Samples and with the requirements of the Work and the Contract Documents; 

b. determine and verify: 

1) all field measurements, quantities, dimensions, specified performance and design 
criteria, installation requirements, materials, catalog numbers, and similar 
information with respect to the Submittal; 

2) the suitability of all materials and equipment offered with respect to the indicated 
application, fabrication, shipping, handling, storage, assembly, and installation 
pertaining to the performance of the Work; and 

3) all information relative to Contractor’s responsibilities for means, methods, 
techniques, sequences, and procedures of construction, and safety precautions 
and programs incident thereto; 

c. confirm that the Submittal is complete with respect to all related data included in the 
Submittal. 

2. Each Shop Drawing or Sample must bear a stamp or specific written certification that 
Contractor has satisfied Contractor’s obligations under the Contract Documents with 
respect to Contractor’s review of that Submittal, and that Contractor approves the 
Submittal. 
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3. With each Shop Drawing or Sample, Contractor shall give Engineer specific written notice 
of any variations that the Submittal may have from the requirements of the Contract 
Documents. This notice must be set forth in a written communication separate from the 
Submittal; and, in addition, in the case of a Shop Drawing by a specific notation made on 
the Shop Drawing itself. 

B. Submittal Procedures for Shop Drawings and Samples: Contractor shall label and submit Shop 
Drawings and Samples to Engineer for review and approval in accordance with the accepted 
Schedule of Submittals. 

1. Shop Drawings 

a. Contractor shall submit the number of copies required in the Specifications. 

b. Data shown on the Shop Drawings must be complete with respect to quantities, 
dimensions, specified performance and design criteria, materials, and similar data to 
show Engineer the services, materials, and equipment Contractor proposes to 
provide, and to enable Engineer to review the information for the limited purposes 
required by Paragraph 7.16.C. 

2. Samples 

a. Contractor shall submit the number of Samples required in the Specifications. 

b. Contractor shall clearly identify each Sample as to material, Supplier, pertinent data 
such as catalog numbers, the use for which intended and other data as Engineer may 
require to enable Engineer to review the Submittal for the limited purposes required 
by Paragraph 7.16.C. 

3. Where a Shop Drawing or Sample is required by the Contract Documents or the Schedule 
of Submittals, any related Work performed prior to Engineer’s review and approval of the 
pertinent submittal will be at the sole expense and responsibility of Contractor. 

C. Engineer’s Review of Shop Drawings and Samples 

1. Engineer will provide timely review of Shop Drawings and Samples in accordance with the 
accepted Schedule of Submittals. Engineer’s review and approval will be only to 
determine if the items covered by the Submittals will, after installation or incorporation 
in the Work, comply with the requirements of the Contract Documents, and be 
compatible with the design concept of the completed Project as a functioning whole as 
indicated by the Contract Documents. 

2. Engineer’s review and approval will not extend to means, methods, techniques, 
sequences, or procedures of construction, or to safety precautions or programs incident 
thereto. 

3. Engineer’s review and approval of a separate item as such will not indicate approval of 
the assembly in which the item functions. 

4. Engineer’s review and approval of a Shop Drawing or Sample will not relieve Contractor 
from responsibility for any variation from the requirements of the Contract Documents 
unless Contractor has complied with the requirements of Paragraph 7.16.A.3 and 
Engineer has given written approval of each such variation by specific written notation 
thereof incorporated in or accompanying the Shop Drawing or Sample. Engineer will 
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document any such approved variation from the requirements of the Contract 
Documents in a Field Order or other appropriate Contract modification. 

5. Engineer’s review and approval of a Shop Drawing or Sample will not relieve Contractor 
from responsibility for complying with the requirements of Paragraphs 7.16.A and B. 

6. Engineer’s review and approval of a Shop Drawing or Sample, or of a variation from the 
requirements of the Contract Documents, will not, under any circumstances, change the 
Contract Times or Contract Price, unless such changes are included in a Change Order. 

7. Neither Engineer’s receipt, review, acceptance, or approval of a Shop Drawing or Sample 
will result in such item becoming a Contract Document. 

8. Contractor shall perform the Work in compliance with the requirements and 
commitments set forth in approved Shop Drawings and Samples, subject to the provisions 
of Paragraph 7.16.C.4. 

D. Resubmittal Procedures for Shop Drawings and Samples 

1. Contractor shall make corrections required by Engineer and shall return the required 
number of corrected copies of Shop Drawings and submit, as required, new Samples for 
review and approval. Contractor shall direct specific attention in writing to revisions other 
than the corrections called for by Engineer on previous Submittals. 

2. Contractor shall furnish required Shop Drawing and Sample submittals with sufficient 
information and accuracy to obtain required approval of an item with no more than two 
resubmittals. Engineer will record Engineer’s time for reviewing a third or subsequent 
resubmittal of a Shop Drawing or Sample, and Contractor shall be responsible for 
Engineer’s charges to Owner for such time. Owner may impose a set-off against payments 
due Contractor to secure reimbursement for such charges. 

3. If Contractor requests a change of a previously approved Shop Drawing or Sample, 
Contractor shall be responsible for Engineer’s charges to Owner for its review time, and 
Owner may impose a set-off against payments due Contractor to secure reimbursement 
for such charges, unless the need for such change is beyond the control of Contractor. 

E. Submittals Other than Shop Drawings, Samples, and Owner-Delegated Designs 

1. The following provisions apply to all Submittals other than Shop Drawings, Samples, and 
Owner-delegated designs: 

a. Contractor shall submit all such Submittals to the Engineer in accordance with the 
Schedule of Submittals and pursuant to the applicable terms of the Contract 
Documents. 

b. Engineer will provide timely review of all such Submittals in accordance with the 
Schedule of Submittals and return such Submittals with a notation of either Accepted 
or Not Accepted. Any such Submittal that is not returned within the time established 
in the Schedule of Submittals will be deemed accepted. 

c. Engineer’s review will be only to determine if the Submittal is acceptable under the 
requirements of the Contract Documents as to general form and content of the 
Submittal. 
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d. If any such Submittal is not accepted, Contractor shall confer with Engineer regarding 
the reason for the non-acceptance, and resubmit an acceptable document. 

2. Procedures for the submittal and acceptance of the Progress Schedule, the Schedule of 
Submittals, and the Schedule of Values are set forth in Paragraphs 2.03. 2.04, and 2.05. 

F. Owner-delegated Designs: Submittals pursuant to Owner-delegated designs are governed by 
the provisions of Paragraph 7.19. 

7.17 Contractor’s General Warranty and Guarantee 

A. Contractor warrants and guarantees to Owner that all Work will be in accordance with the 
Contract Documents and will not be defective. Engineer is entitled to rely on Contractor’s 
warranty and guarantee. 

B. Owner’s rights under this warranty and guarantee are in addition to, and are not limited by, 
Owner’s rights under the correction period provisions of Paragraph 15.08. The time in which 
Owner may enforce its warranty and guarantee rights under this Paragraph 7.17 is limited 
only by applicable Laws and Regulations restricting actions to enforce such rights; provided, 
however, that after the end of the correction period under Paragraph 15.08: 

1. Owner shall give Contractor written notice of any defective Work within 60 days of the 
discovery that such Work is defective; and 

2. Such notice will be deemed the start of an event giving rise to a Claim under 
Paragraph 12.01.B, such that any related Claim must be brought within 30 days of the 
notice. 

C. Contractor’s warranty and guarantee hereunder excludes defects or damage caused by: 

1. abuse, or improper modification, maintenance, or operation, by persons other than 
Contractor, Subcontractors, Suppliers, or any other individual or entity for whom 
Contractor is responsible; or 

2. normal wear and tear under normal usage. 

D. Contractor’s obligation to perform and complete the Work in accordance with the Contract 
Documents is absolute. None of the following will constitute an acceptance of Work that is 
not in accordance with the Contract Documents, a release of Contractor’s obligation to 
perform the Work in accordance with the Contract Documents, or a release of Owner’s 
warranty and guarantee rights under this Paragraph 7.17: 

1. Observations by Engineer; 

2. Recommendation by Engineer or payment by Owner of any progress or final payment; 

3. The issuance of a certificate of Substantial Completion by Engineer or any payment 
related thereto by Owner; 

4. Use or occupancy of the Work or any part thereof by Owner; 

5. Any review and approval of a Shop Drawing or Sample submittal; 

6. The issuance of a notice of acceptability by Engineer; 

7. The end of the correction period established in Paragraph 15.08; 

8. Any inspection, test, or approval by others; or 
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9. Any correction of defective Work by Owner. 

E. If the Contract requires the Contractor to accept the assignment of a contract entered into by 
Owner, then the specific warranties, guarantees, and correction obligations contained in the 
assigned contract will govern with respect to Contractor’s performance obligations to Owner 
for the Work described in the assigned contract. 

7.18 Indemnification 

A. To the fullest extent permitted by Laws and Regulations, and in addition to any other 
obligations of Contractor under the Contract or otherwise, Contractor shall indemnify and 
hold harmless Owner and Engineer, and the officers, directors, members, partners, 
employees, agents, consultants and subcontractors of each and any of them, from losses, 
damages, costs, and judgments (including but not limited to all fees and charges of engineers, 
architects, attorneys, and other professionals, and all court or arbitration or other dispute 
resolution costs) arising from third-party claims or actions relating to or resulting from the 
performance or furnishing of the Work, provided that any such claim, action, loss, cost, 
judgment or damage is attributable to bodily injury, sickness, disease, or death, or to damage 
to or destruction of tangible property (other than the Work itself), including the loss of use 
resulting therefrom, but only to the extent caused by any negligent act or omission of 
Contractor, any Subcontractor, any Supplier, or any individual or entity directly or indirectly 
employed by any of them to perform any of the Work, or anyone for whose acts any of them 
may be liable. 

B. In any and all claims against Owner or Engineer, or any of their officers, directors, members, 
partners, employees, agents, consultants, or subcontractors, by any employee (or the survivor 
or personal representative of such employee) of Contractor, any Subcontractor, any Supplier, 
or any individual or entity directly or indirectly employed by any of them to perform any of 
the Work, or anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable, the indemnification obligation 
under Paragraph 7.18.A will not be limited in any way by any limitation on the amount or type 
of damages, compensation, or benefits payable by or for Contractor or any such 
Subcontractor, Supplier, or other individual or entity under workers’ compensation acts, 
disability benefit acts, or other employee benefit acts. 

7.19 Delegation of Professional Design Services 

A. Owner may require Contractor to provide professional design services for a portion of the 
Work by express delegation in the Contract Documents. Such delegation will specify the 
performance and design criteria that such services must satisfy, and the Submittals that 
Contractor must furnish to Engineer with respect to the Owner-delegated design. 

B. Contractor shall cause such Owner-delegated professional design services to be provided 
pursuant to the professional standard of care by a properly licensed design professional, 
whose signature and seal must appear on all drawings, calculations, specifications, 
certifications, and Submittals prepared by such design professional. Such design professional 
must issue all certifications of design required by Laws and Regulations. 

C. If a Shop Drawing or other Submittal related to the Owner-delegated design is prepared by 
Contractor, a Subcontractor, or others for submittal to Engineer, then such Shop Drawing or 
other Submittal must bear the written approval of Contractor’s design professional when 
submitted by Contractor to Engineer. 
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D. Owner and Engineer shall be entitled to rely upon the adequacy, accuracy, and completeness 
of the services, certifications, and approvals performed or provided by the design 
professionals retained or employed by Contractor under an Owner-delegated design, subject 
to the professional standard of care and the performance and design criteria stated in the 
Contract Documents. 

E. Pursuant to this Paragraph 7.19, Engineer’s review, approval, and other determinations 
regarding design drawings, calculations, specifications, certifications, and other Submittals 
furnished by Contractor pursuant to an Owner-delegated design will be only for the following 
limited purposes: 

1. Checking for conformance with the requirements of this Paragraph 7.19; 

2. Confirming that Contractor (through its design professionals) has used the performance 
and design criteria specified in the Contract Documents; and 

3. Establishing that the design furnished by Contractor is consistent with the design concept 
expressed in the Contract Documents. 

F. Contractor shall not be responsible for the adequacy of performance or design criteria 
specified by Owner or Engineer. 

G. Contractor is not required to provide professional services in violation of applicable Laws and 
Regulations. 

ARTICLE 8—OTHER WORK AT THE SITE 

8.01 Other Work 

A. In addition to and apart from the Work under the Contract Documents, the Owner may 
perform other work at or adjacent to the Site. Such other work may be performed by Owner’s 
employees, or through contracts between the Owner and third parties. Owner may also 
arrange to have third-party utility owners perform work on their utilities and facilities at or 
adjacent to the Site. 

B. If Owner performs other work at or adjacent to the Site with Owner’s employees, or through 
contracts for such other work, then Owner shall give Contractor written notice thereof prior 
to starting any such other work. If Owner has advance information regarding the start of any 
third-party utility work that Owner has arranged to take place at or adjacent to the Site, 
Owner shall provide such information to Contractor. 

C. Contractor shall afford proper and safe access to the Site to each contractor that performs 
such other work, each utility owner performing other work, and Owner, if Owner is 
performing other work with Owner’s employees, and provide a reasonable opportunity for 
the introduction and storage of materials and equipment and the execution of such other 
work. 

D. Contractor shall do all cutting, fitting, and patching of the Work that may be required to 
properly connect or otherwise make its several parts come together and properly integrate 
with such other work. Contractor shall not endanger any work of others by cutting, 
excavating, or otherwise altering such work; provided, however, that Contractor may cut or 
alter others' work with the written consent of Engineer and the others whose work will be 
affected. 
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E. If the proper execution or results of any part of Contractor’s Work depends upon work 
performed by others, Contractor shall inspect such other work and promptly report to 
Engineer in writing any delays, defects, or deficiencies in such other work that render it 
unavailable or unsuitable for the proper execution and results of Contractor’s Work. 
Contractor’s failure to so report will constitute an acceptance of such other work as fit and 
proper for integration with Contractor’s Work except for latent defects and deficiencies in 
such other work. 

F. The provisions of this article are not applicable to work that is performed by third-party 
utilities or other third-party entities without a contract with Owner, or that is performed 
without having been arranged by Owner. If such work occurs, then any related delay, 
disruption, or interference incurred by Contractor is governed by the provisions of 
Paragraph 4.05.C.3. 

8.02 Coordination 

A. If Owner intends to contract with others for the performance of other work at or adjacent to 
the Site, to perform other work at or adjacent to the Site with Owner’s employees, or to 
arrange to have utility owners perform work at or adjacent to the Site, the following will be 
set forth in the Supplementary Conditions or provided to Contractor prior to the start of any 
such other work: 

1. The identity of the individual or entity that will have authority and responsibility for 
coordination of the activities among the various contractors; 

2. An itemization of the specific matters to be covered by such authority and responsibility; 
and 

3. The extent of such authority and responsibilities. 

B. Unless otherwise provided in the Supplementary Conditions, Owner shall have sole authority 
and responsibility for such coordination. 

8.03 Legal Relationships 

A. If, in the course of performing other work for Owner at or adjacent to the Site, the Owner’s 
employees, any other contractor working for Owner, or any utility owner that Owner has 
arranged to perform work, causes damage to the Work or to the property of Contractor or its 
Subcontractors, or delays, disrupts, interferes with, or increases the scope or cost of the 
performance of the Work, through actions or inaction, then Contractor shall be entitled to an 
equitable adjustment in the Contract Price or the Contract Times. Contractor must submit any 
Change Proposal seeking an equitable adjustment in the Contract Price or the Contract Times 
under this paragraph within 30 days of the damaging, delaying, disrupting, or interfering 
event. The entitlement to, and extent of, any such equitable adjustment will take into account 
information (if any) regarding such other work that was provided to Contractor in the Contract 
Documents prior to the submittal of the Bid or the final negotiation of the terms of the 
Contract, and any remedies available to Contractor under Laws or Regulations concerning 
utility action or inaction. When applicable, any such equitable adjustment in Contract Price 
will be conditioned on Contractor assigning to Owner all Contractor’s rights against such other 
contractor or utility owner with respect to the damage, delay, disruption, or interference that 
is the subject of the adjustment. Contractor’s entitlement to an adjustment of the Contract 
Times or Contract Price is subject to the provisions of Paragraphs 4.05.D and 4.05.E. 
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B. Contractor shall take reasonable and customary measures to avoid damaging, delaying, 
disrupting, or interfering with the work of Owner, any other contractor, or any utility owner 
performing other work at or adjacent to the Site. 

1. If Contractor fails to take such measures and as a result damages, delays, disrupts, or 
interferes with the work of any such other contractor or utility owner, then Owner may 
impose a set-off against payments due Contractor, and assign to such other contractor or 
utility owner the Owner’s contractual rights against Contractor with respect to the breach 
of the obligations set forth in this Paragraph 8.03.B. 

2. When Owner is performing other work at or adjacent to the Site with Owner’s employees, 
Contractor shall be liable to Owner for damage to such other work, and for the reasonable 
direct delay, disruption, and interference costs incurred by Owner as a result of 
Contractor’s failure to take reasonable and customary measures with respect to Owner’s 
other work. In response to such damage, delay, disruption, or interference, Owner may 
impose a set-off against payments due Contractor. 

C. If Contractor damages, delays, disrupts, or interferes with the work of any other contractor, 
or any utility owner performing other work at or adjacent to the Site, through Contractor’s 
failure to take reasonable and customary measures to avoid such impacts, or if any claim 
arising out of Contractor’s actions, inactions, or negligence in performance of the Work at or 
adjacent to the Site is made by any such other contractor or utility owner against Contractor, 
Owner, or Engineer, then Contractor shall (1) promptly attempt to settle the claim as to all 
parties through negotiations with such other contractor or utility owner, or otherwise resolve 
the claim by arbitration or other dispute resolution proceeding or at law, and (2) indemnify 
and hold harmless Owner and Engineer, and the officers, directors, members, partners, 
employees, agents, consultants and subcontractors of each and any of them from and against 
any such claims, and against all costs, losses, and damages (including but not limited to all 
fees and charges of engineers, architects, attorneys, and other professionals and all court or 
arbitration or other dispute resolution costs) arising out of or relating to such damage, delay, 
disruption, or interference. 

ARTICLE 9—OWNER’S RESPONSIBILITIES 

9.01 Communications to Contractor 

A. Except as otherwise provided in these General Conditions, Owner shall issue all 
communications to Contractor through Engineer. 

9.02 Replacement of Engineer 

A. Owner may at its discretion appoint an engineer to replace Engineer, provided Contractor 
makes no reasonable objection to the replacement engineer. The replacement engineer’s 
status under the Contract Documents will be that of the former Engineer. 

9.03 Furnish Data 

A. Owner shall promptly furnish the data required of Owner under the Contract Documents. 

9.04 Pay When Due 

A. Owner shall make payments to Contractor when they are due as provided in the Agreement. 
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9.05 Lands and Easements; Reports, Tests, and Drawings 

A. Owner’s duties with respect to providing lands and easements are set forth in Paragraph 5.01. 

B. Owner’s duties with respect to providing engineering surveys to establish reference points 
are set forth in Paragraph 4.03. 

C. Article 5 refers to Owner’s identifying and making available to Contractor copies of reports of 
explorations and tests of conditions at the Site, and drawings of physical conditions relating 
to existing surface or subsurface structures at the Site. 

9.06 Insurance 

A. Owner’s responsibilities, if any, with respect to purchasing and maintaining liability and 
property insurance are set forth in Article 6. 

9.07 Change Orders 

A. Owner’s responsibilities with respect to Change Orders are set forth in Article 11. 

9.08 Inspections, Tests, and Approvals 

A. Owner’s responsibility with respect to certain inspections, tests, and approvals is set forth in 
Paragraph 14.02.B. 

9.09 Limitations on Owner’s Responsibilities 

A. The Owner shall not supervise, direct, or have control or authority over, nor be responsible 
for, Contractor’s means, methods, techniques, sequences, or procedures of construction, or 
the safety precautions and programs incident thereto, or for any failure of Contractor to 
comply with Laws and Regulations applicable to the performance of the Work. Owner will not 
be responsible for Contractor’s failure to perform the Work in accordance with the Contract 
Documents. 

9.10 Undisclosed Hazardous Environmental Condition 

A. Owner’s responsibility in respect to an undisclosed Hazardous Environmental Condition is set 
forth in Paragraph 5.06. 

9.11 Evidence of Financial Arrangements 

A. Upon request of Contractor, Owner shall furnish Contractor reasonable evidence that 
financial arrangements have been made to satisfy Owner’s obligations under the Contract 
(including obligations under proposed changes in the Work). 

9.12 Safety Programs 

A. While at the Site, Owner’s employees and representatives shall comply with the specific 
applicable requirements of Contractor’s safety programs of which Owner has been informed. 

B. Owner shall furnish copies of any applicable Owner safety programs to Contractor. 
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ARTICLE 10—ENGINEER’S STATUS DURING CONSTRUCTION 

10.01 Owner’s Representative 

A. Engineer will be Owner’s representative during the construction period. The duties and 
responsibilities and the limitations of authority of Engineer as Owner’s representative during 
construction are set forth in the Contract. 

10.02 Visits to Site 

A. Engineer will make visits to the Site at intervals appropriate to the various stages of 
construction as Engineer deems necessary in order to observe, as an experienced and 
qualified design professional, the progress that has been made and the quality of the various 
aspects of Contractor’s executed Work. Based on information obtained during such visits and 
observations, Engineer, for the benefit of Owner, will determine, in general, if the Work is 
proceeding in accordance with the Contract Documents. Engineer will not be required to 
make exhaustive or continuous inspections on the Site to check the quality or quantity of the 
Work. Engineer’s efforts will be directed toward providing for Owner a greater degree of 
confidence that the completed Work will conform generally to the Contract Documents. On 
the basis of such visits and observations, Engineer will keep Owner informed of the progress 
of the Work and will endeavor to guard Owner against defective Work. 

B. Engineer’s visits and observations are subject to all the limitations on Engineer’s authority and 
responsibility set forth in Paragraph 10.07. Particularly, but without limitation, during or as a 
result of Engineer’s visits or observations of Contractor’s Work, Engineer will not supervise, 
direct, control, or have authority over or be responsible for Contractor’s means, methods, 
techniques, sequences, or procedures of construction, or the safety precautions and 
programs incident thereto, or for any failure of Contractor to comply with Laws and 
Regulations applicable to the performance of the Work. 

10.03 Resident Project Representative 

A. If Owner and Engineer have agreed that Engineer will furnish a Resident Project 
Representative to represent Engineer at the Site and assist Engineer in observing the progress 
and quality of the Work, then the authority and responsibilities of any such Resident Project 
Representative will be as provided in the Supplementary Conditions, and limitations on the 
responsibilities thereof will be as provided in the Supplementary Conditions and in 
Paragraph 10.07. 

B. If Owner designates an individual or entity who is not Engineer’s consultant, agent, or 
employee to represent Owner at the Site, then the responsibilities and authority of such 
individual or entity will be as provided in the Supplementary Conditions. 

10.04 Engineer’s Authority 

A. Engineer has the authority to reject Work in accordance with Article 14. 

B. Engineer’s authority as to Submittals is set forth in Paragraph 7.16. 

C. Engineer’s authority as to design drawings, calculations, specifications, certifications and 
other Submittals from Contractor in response to Owner’s delegation (if any) to Contractor of 
professional design services, is set forth in Paragraph 7.19. 

D. Engineer’s authority as to changes in the Work is set forth in Article 11. 
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E. Engineer’s authority as to Applications for Payment is set forth in Article 15. 

10.05 Determinations for Unit Price Work 

A. Engineer will determine the actual quantities and classifications of Unit Price Work performed 
by Contractor as set forth in Paragraph 13.03. 

10.06 Decisions on Requirements of Contract Documents and Acceptability of Work 

A. Engineer will render decisions regarding the requirements of the Contract Documents, and 
judge the acceptability of the Work, pursuant to the specific procedures set forth herein for 
initial interpretations, Change Proposals, and acceptance of the Work. In rendering such 
decisions and judgments, Engineer will not show partiality to Owner or Contractor, and will 
not be liable to Owner, Contractor, or others in connection with any proceedings, 
interpretations, decisions, or judgments conducted or rendered in good faith. 

10.07 Limitations on Engineer’s Authority and Responsibilities 

A. Neither Engineer’s authority or responsibility under this Article 10 or under any other 
provision of the Contract, nor any decision made by Engineer in good faith either to exercise 
or not exercise such authority or responsibility or the undertaking, exercise, or performance 
of any authority or responsibility by Engineer, will create, impose, or give rise to any duty in 
contract, tort, or otherwise owed by Engineer to Contractor, any Subcontractor, any Supplier, 
any other individual or entity, or to any surety for or employee or agent of any of them. 

B. Engineer will not supervise, direct, control, or have authority over or be responsible for 
Contractor’s means, methods, techniques, sequences, or procedures of construction, or the 
safety precautions and programs incident thereto, or for any failure of Contractor to comply 
with Laws and Regulations applicable to the performance of the Work. Engineer will not be 
responsible for Contractor’s failure to perform the Work in accordance with the Contract 
Documents. 

C. Engineer will not be responsible for the acts or omissions of Contractor or of any 
Subcontractor, any Supplier, or of any other individual or entity performing any of the Work. 

D. Engineer’s review of the final Application for Payment and accompanying documentation, and 
all maintenance and operating instructions, schedules, guarantees, bonds, certificates of 
inspection, tests and approvals, and other documentation required to be delivered by 
Contractor under Paragraph 15.06.A, will only be to determine generally that their content 
complies with the requirements of, and in the case of certificates of inspections, tests, and 
approvals, that the results certified indicate compliance with the Contract Documents. 

E. The limitations upon authority and responsibility set forth in this Paragraph 10.07 also apply 
to the Resident Project Representative, if any. 

10.08 Compliance with Safety Program 

A. While at the Site, Engineer’s employees and representatives will comply with the specific 
applicable requirements of Owner’s and Contractor’s safety programs of which Engineer has 
been informed. 
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ARTICLE 11—CHANGES TO THE CONTRACT 

11.01 Amending and Supplementing the Contract 

A. The Contract may be amended or supplemented by a Change Order, a Work Change Directive, 
or a Field Order. 

B. If an amendment or supplement to the Contract includes a change in the Contract Price or 
the Contract Times, such amendment or supplement must be set forth in a Change Order. 

C. All changes to the Contract that involve (1) the performance or acceptability of the Work, 
(2) the design (as set forth in the Drawings, Specifications, or otherwise), or (3) other 
engineering or technical matters, must be supported by Engineer’s recommendation. Owner 
and Contractor may amend other terms and conditions of the Contract without the 
recommendation of the Engineer. 

11.02 Change Orders 

A. Owner and Contractor shall execute appropriate Change Orders covering: 

1. Changes in Contract Price or Contract Times which are agreed to by the parties, including 
any undisputed sum or amount of time for Work actually performed in accordance with 
a Work Change Directive; 

2. Changes in Contract Price resulting from an Owner set-off, unless Contractor has duly 
contested such set-off; 

3. Changes in the Work which are: (a) ordered by Owner pursuant to Paragraph 11.05, 
(b) required because of Owner’s acceptance of defective Work under Paragraph 14.04 or 
Owner’s correction of defective Work under Paragraph 14.07, or (c) agreed to by the 
parties, subject to the need for Engineer’s recommendation if the change in the Work 
involves the design (as set forth in the Drawings, Specifications, or otherwise) or other 
engineering or technical matters; and 

4. Changes that embody the substance of any final and binding results under: 
Paragraph 11.03.B, resolving the impact of a Work Change Directive; Paragraph 11.09, 
concerning Change Proposals; Article 12, Claims; Paragraph 13.02.D, final adjustments 
resulting from allowances; Paragraph 13.03.D, final adjustments relating to 
determination of quantities for Unit Price Work; and similar provisions. 

B. If Owner or Contractor refuses to execute a Change Order that is required to be executed 
under the terms of Paragraph 11.02.A, it will be deemed to be of full force and effect, as if 
fully executed. 

11.03 Work Change Directives 

A. A Work Change Directive will not change the Contract Price or the Contract Times but is 
evidence that the parties expect that the modification ordered or documented by a Work 
Change Directive will be incorporated in a subsequently issued Change Order, following 
negotiations by the parties as to the Work Change Directive’s effect, if any, on the Contract 
Price and Contract Times; or, if negotiations are unsuccessful, by a determination under the 
terms of the Contract Documents governing adjustments, expressly including 
Paragraph 11.07 regarding change of Contract Price. 
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B. If Owner has issued a Work Change Directive and: 

1. Contractor believes that an adjustment in Contract Times or Contract Price is necessary, 
then Contractor shall submit any Change Proposal seeking such an adjustment no later 
than 30 days after the completion of the Work set out in the Work Change Directive. 

2. Owner believes that an adjustment in Contract Times or Contract Price is necessary, then 
Owner shall submit any Claim seeking such an adjustment no later than 60 days after 
issuance of the Work Change Directive. 

11.04 Field Orders 

A. Engineer may authorize minor changes in the Work if the changes do not involve an 
adjustment in the Contract Price or the Contract Times and are compatible with the design 
concept of the completed Project as a functioning whole as indicated by the Contract 
Documents. Such changes will be accomplished by a Field Order and will be binding on Owner 
and also on Contractor, which shall perform the Work involved promptly. 

B. If Contractor believes that a Field Order justifies an adjustment in the Contract Price or 
Contract Times, then before proceeding with the Work at issue, Contractor shall submit a 
Change Proposal as provided herein. 

11.05 Owner-Authorized Changes in the Work 

A. Without invalidating the Contract and without notice to any surety, Owner may, at any time 
or from time to time, order additions, deletions, or revisions in the Work. Changes involving 
the design (as set forth in the Drawings, Specifications, or otherwise) or other engineering or 
technical matters will be supported by Engineer’s recommendation. 

B. Such changes in the Work may be accomplished by a Change Order, if Owner and Contractor 
have agreed as to the effect, if any, of the changes on Contract Times or Contract Price; or by 
a Work Change Directive. Upon receipt of any such document, Contractor shall promptly 
proceed with the Work involved; or, in the case of a deletion in the Work, promptly cease 
construction activities with respect to such deleted Work. Added or revised Work must be 
performed under the applicable conditions of the Contract Documents. 

C. Nothing in this Paragraph 11.05 obligates Contractor to undertake work that Contractor 
reasonably concludes cannot be performed in a manner consistent with Contractor’s safety 
obligations under the Contract Documents or Laws and Regulations. 

11.06 Unauthorized Changes in the Work 

A. Contractor shall not be entitled to an increase in the Contract Price or an extension of the 
Contract Times with respect to any work performed that is not required by the Contract 
Documents, as amended, modified, or supplemented, except in the case of an emergency as 
provided in Paragraph 7.15 or in the case of uncovering Work as provided in 
Paragraph 14.05.C.2. 

11.07 Change of Contract Price 

A. The Contract Price may only be changed by a Change Order. Any Change Proposal for an 
adjustment in the Contract Price must comply with the provisions of Paragraph 11.09. Any 
Claim for an adjustment of Contract Price must comply with the provisions of Article 12. 

B. An adjustment in the Contract Price will be determined as follows: 
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1. Where the Work involved is covered by unit prices contained in the Contract Documents, 
then by application of such unit prices to the quantities of the items involved (subject to 
the provisions of Paragraph 13.03); 

2. Where the Work involved is not covered by unit prices contained in the Contract 
Documents, then by a mutually agreed lump sum (which may include an allowance for 
overhead and profit not necessarily in accordance with Paragraph 11.07.C.2); or 

3. Where the Work involved is not covered by unit prices contained in the Contract 
Documents and the parties do not reach mutual agreement to a lump sum, then on the 
basis of the Cost of the Work (determined as provided in Paragraph 13.01) plus a 
Contractor’s fee for overhead and profit (determined as provided in Paragraph 11.07.C). 

C. Contractor’s Fee: When applicable, the Contractor’s fee for overhead and profit will be 
determined as follows: 

1. A mutually acceptable fixed fee; or 

2. If a fixed fee is not agreed upon, then a fee based on the following percentages of the 
various portions of the Cost of the Work: 

a. For costs incurred under Paragraphs 13.01.B.1 and 13.01.B.2, the Contractor’s fee will 
be 15 percent; 

b. For costs incurred under Paragraph 13.01.B.3, the Contractor’s fee will be 5 percent; 

c. Where one or more tiers of subcontracts are on the basis of Cost of the Work plus a 
fee and no fixed fee is agreed upon, the intent of Paragraphs 11.07.C.2.a and 
11.07.C.2.b is that the Contractor’s fee will be based on: (1) a fee of 15 percent of the 
costs incurred under Paragraphs 13.01.B.1 and 13.01.B.2 by the Subcontractor that 
actually performs the Work, at whatever tier, and (2) with respect to Contractor itself 
and to any Subcontractors of a tier higher than that of the Subcontractor that actually 
performs the Work, a fee of 5 percent of the amount (fee plus underlying costs 
incurred) attributable to the next lower tier Subcontractor; provided, however, that 
for any such subcontracted Work the maximum total fee to be paid by Owner will be 
no greater than 27 percent of the costs incurred by the Subcontractor that actually 
performs the Work; 

d. No fee will be payable on the basis of costs itemized under Paragraphs 13.01.B.4, 
13.01.B.5, and 13.01.C; 

e. The amount of credit to be allowed by Contractor to Owner for any change which 
results in a net decrease in Cost of the Work will be the amount of the actual net 
decrease in Cost of the Work and a deduction of an additional amount equal to 
5 percent of such actual net decrease in Cost of the Work; and 

f. When both additions and credits are involved in any one change or Change Proposal, 
the adjustment in Contractor’s fee will be computed by determining the sum of the 
costs in each of the cost categories in Paragraph 13.01.B (specifically, payroll costs, 
Paragraph 13.01.B.1; incorporated materials and equipment costs, 
Paragraph 13.01.B.2; Subcontract costs, Paragraph 13.01.B.3; special consultants 
costs, Paragraph 13.01.B.4; and other costs, Paragraph 13.01.B.5) and applying to 
each such cost category sum the appropriate fee from Paragraphs 11.07.C.2.a 
through 11.07.C.2.e, inclusive. 
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11.08 Change of Contract Times 

A. The Contract Times may only be changed by a Change Order. Any Change Proposal for an 
adjustment in the Contract Times must comply with the provisions of Paragraph 11.09. Any 
Claim for an adjustment in the Contract Times must comply with the provisions of Article 12. 

B. Delay, disruption, and interference in the Work, and any related changes in Contract Times, 
are addressed in and governed by Paragraph 4.05. 

11.09 Change Proposals 

A. Purpose and Content: Contractor shall submit a Change Proposal to Engineer to request an 
adjustment in the Contract Times or Contract Price; contest an initial decision by Engineer 
concerning the requirements of the Contract Documents or relating to the acceptability of 
the Work under the Contract Documents; challenge a set-off against payment due; or seek 
other relief under the Contract. The Change Proposal will specify any proposed change in 
Contract Times or Contract Price, or other proposed relief, and explain the reason for the 
proposed change, with citations to any governing or applicable provisions of the Contract 
Documents. Each Change Proposal will address only one issue, or a set of closely related 
issues. 

B. Change Proposal Procedures 

1. Submittal: Contractor shall submit each Change Proposal to Engineer within 30 days after 
the start of the event giving rise thereto, or after such initial decision. 

2. Supporting Data: The Contractor shall submit supporting data, including the proposed 
change in Contract Price or Contract Time (if any), to the Engineer and Owner within 
15 days after the submittal of the Change Proposal. 

a. Change Proposals based on or related to delay, interruption, or interference must 
comply with the provisions of Paragraphs 4.05.D and 4.05.E. 

b. Change proposals related to a change of Contract Price must include full and detailed 
accounts of materials incorporated into the Work and labor and equipment used for 
the subject Work. 

The supporting data must be accompanied by a written statement that the supporting 
data are accurate and complete, and that any requested time or price adjustment is the 
entire adjustment to which Contractor believes it is entitled as a result of said event. 

3. Engineer’s Initial Review: Engineer will advise Owner regarding the Change Proposal, and 
consider any comments or response from Owner regarding the Change Proposal. If in its 
discretion Engineer concludes that additional supporting data is needed before 
conducting a full review and making a decision regarding the Change Proposal, then 
Engineer may request that Contractor submit such additional supporting data by a date 
specified by Engineer, prior to Engineer beginning its full review of the Change Proposal. 

4. Engineer’s Full Review and Action on the Change Proposal: Upon receipt of Contractor’s 
supporting data (including any additional data requested by Engineer), Engineer will 
conduct a full review of each Change Proposal and, within 30 days after such receipt of 
the Contractor’s supporting data, either approve the Change Proposal in whole, deny it in 
whole, or approve it in part and deny it in part. Such actions must be in writing, with a 
copy provided to Owner and Contractor. If Engineer does not take action on the Change

Proposal within 30 days, then either Owner or Contractor may at any time thereafter 
submit a letter to the other party indicating that as a result of Engineer’s inaction the 
Change Proposal is deemed denied, thereby commencing the time for appeal of the 
denial under Article 12. 

5. Binding Decision: Engineer’s decision is final and binding upon Owner and Contractor, 
unless Owner or Contractor appeals the decision by filing a Claim under Article 12. 

C. Resolution of Certain Change Proposals: If the Change Proposal does not involve the design 
(as set forth in the Drawings, Specifications, or otherwise), the acceptability of the Work, or 
other engineering or technical matters, then Engineer will notify the parties in writing that 
the Engineer is unable to resolve the Change Proposal. For purposes of further resolution of 
such a Change Proposal, such notice will be deemed a denial, and Contractor may choose to 
seek resolution under the terms of Article 12. 

D. Post-Completion: Contractor shall not submit any Change Proposals after Engineer issues a 
written recommendation of final payment pursuant to Paragraph 15.06.B. 

11.10 Notification to Surety 

A. If the provisions of any bond require notice to be given to a surety of any change affecting the 
general scope of the Work or the provisions of the Contract Documents (including, but not 
limited to, Contract Price or Contract Times), the giving of any such notice will be Contractor’s 
responsibility. The amount of each applicable bond will be adjusted to reflect the effect of 
any such change. 

ARTICLE 12—CLAIMS 

12.01 Claims 

A. Claims Process: The following disputes between Owner and Contractor are subject to the 
Claims process set forth in this article: 

1. Appeals by Owner or Contractor of Engineer’s decisions regarding Change Proposals; 

2. Owner demands for adjustments in the Contract Price or Contract Times, or other relief 
under the Contract Documents; 

3. Disputes that Engineer has been unable to address because they do not involve the design 
(as set forth in the Drawings, Specifications, or otherwise), the acceptability of the Work, 
or other engineering or technical matters; and 

4. Subject to the waiver provisions of Paragraph 15.07, any dispute arising after Engineer 
has issued a written recommendation of final payment pursuant to Paragraph 15.06.B. 

B. Submittal of Claim: The party submitting a Claim shall deliver it directly to the other party to 
the Contract promptly (but in no event later than 30 days) after the start of the event giving 
rise thereto; in the case of appeals regarding Change Proposals within 30 days of the decision 
under appeal. The party submitting the Claim shall also furnish a copy to the Engineer, for its 
information only. The responsibility to substantiate a Claim rests with the party making the 
Claim. In the case of a Claim by Contractor seeking an increase in the Contract Times or 
Contract Price, Contractor shall certify that the Claim is made in good faith, that the 
supporting data are accurate and complete, and that to the best of Contractor’s knowledge 
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and belief the amount of time or money requested accurately reflects the full amount to 
which Contractor is entitled. 

C. Review and Resolution: The party receiving a Claim shall review it thoroughly, giving full 
consideration to its merits. The two parties shall seek to resolve the Claim through the 
exchange of information and direct negotiations. The parties may extend the time for 
resolving the Claim by mutual agreement. All actions taken on a Claim will be stated in writing 
and submitted to the other party, with a copy to Engineer. 

D. Mediation 

1. At any time after initiation of a Claim, Owner and Contractor may mutually agree to 
mediation of the underlying dispute. The agreement to mediate will stay the Claim 
submittal and response process. 

2. If Owner and Contractor agree to mediation, then after 60 days from such agreement, 
either Owner or Contractor may unilaterally terminate the mediation process, and the 
Claim submittal and decision process will resume as of the date of the termination. If the 
mediation proceeds but is unsuccessful in resolving the dispute, the Claim submittal and 
decision process will resume as of the date of the conclusion of the mediation, as 
determined by the mediator. 

3. Owner and Contractor shall each pay one-half of the mediator’s fees and costs. 

E. Partial Approval: If the party receiving a Claim approves the Claim in part and denies it in part, 
such action will be final and binding unless within 30 days of such action the other party 
invokes the procedure set forth in Article 17 for final resolution of disputes. 

F. Denial of Claim: If efforts to resolve a Claim are not successful, the party receiving the Claim 
may deny it by giving written notice of denial to the other party. If the receiving party does 
not take action on the Claim within 90 days, then either Owner or Contractor may at any time 
thereafter submit a letter to the other party indicating that as a result of the inaction, the 
Claim is deemed denied, thereby commencing the time for appeal of the denial. A denial of 
the Claim will be final and binding unless within 30 days of the denial the other party invokes 
the procedure set forth in Article 17 for the final resolution of disputes. 

G. Final and Binding Results: If the parties reach a mutual agreement regarding a Claim, whether 
through approval of the Claim, direct negotiations, mediation, or otherwise; or if a Claim is 
approved in part and denied in part, or denied in full, and such actions become final and 
binding; then the results of the agreement or action on the Claim will be incorporated in a 
Change Order or other written document to the extent they affect the Contract, including the 
Work, the Contract Times, or the Contract Price. 

ARTICLE 13—COST OF THE WORK; ALLOWANCES; UNIT PRICE WORK 

13.01 Cost of the Work 

A. Purposes for Determination of Cost of the Work: The term Cost of the Work means the sum 
of all costs necessary for the proper performance of the Work at issue, as further defined 
below. The provisions of this Paragraph 13.01 are used for two distinct purposes: 

1. To determine Cost of the Work when Cost of the Work is a component of the Contract 
Price, under cost-plus-fee, time-and-materials, or other cost-based terms; or 
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2. When needed to determine the value of a Change Order, Change Proposal, Claim, set-off, 
or other adjustment in Contract Price. When the value of any such adjustment is 
determined on the basis of Cost of the Work, Contractor is entitled only to those 
additional or incremental costs required because of the change in the Work or because 
of the event giving rise to the adjustment. 

B. Costs Included: Except as otherwise may be agreed to in writing by Owner, costs included in 
the Cost of the Work will be in amounts no higher than those commonly incurred in the 
locality of the Project, will not include any of the costs itemized in Paragraph 13.01.C, and will 
include only the following items: 

1. Payroll costs for employees in the direct employ of Contractor in the performance of the 
Work under schedules of job classifications agreed upon by Owner and Contractor in 
advance of the subject Work. Such employees include, without limitation, 
superintendents, foremen, safety managers, safety representatives, and other personnel 
employed full time on the Work. Payroll costs for employees not employed full time on 
the Work will be apportioned on the basis of their time spent on the Work. Payroll costs 
include, but are not limited to, salaries and wages plus the cost of fringe benefits, which 
include social security contributions, unemployment, excise, and payroll taxes, workers’ 
compensation, health and retirement benefits, sick leave, and vacation and holiday pay 
applicable thereto. The expenses of performing Work outside of regular working hours, 
on Saturday, Sunday, or legal holidays, will be included in the above to the extent 
authorized by Owner. 

2. Cost of all materials and equipment furnished and incorporated in the Work, including 
costs of transportation and storage thereof, and Suppliers’ field services required in 
connection therewith. All cash discounts accrue to Contractor unless Owner deposits 
funds with Contractor with which to make payments, in which case the cash discounts 
will accrue to Owner. All trade discounts, rebates, and refunds and returns from sale of 
surplus materials and equipment will accrue to Owner, and Contractor shall make 
provisions so that they may be obtained. 

3. Payments made by Contractor to Subcontractors for Work performed by Subcontractors. 
If required by Owner, Contractor shall obtain competitive bids from subcontractors 
acceptable to Owner and Contractor and shall deliver such bids to Owner, which will then 
determine, with the advice of Engineer, which bids, if any, will be acceptable. If any 
subcontract provides that the Subcontractor is to be paid on the basis of Cost of the Work 
plus a fee, the Subcontractor’s Cost of the Work and fee will be determined in the same 
manner as Contractor’s Cost of the Work and fee as provided in this Paragraph 13.01. 

4. Costs of special consultants (including but not limited to engineers, architects, testing 
laboratories, surveyors, attorneys, and accountants) employed or retained for services 
specifically related to the Work. 

5. Other costs consisting of the following: 

a. The proportion of necessary transportation, travel, and subsistence expenses of 
Contractor’s employees incurred in discharge of duties connected with the Work. 

b. Cost, including transportation and maintenance, of all materials, supplies, equipment, 
machinery, appliances, office, and temporary facilities at the Site, which are 
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consumed in the performance of the Work, and cost, less market value, of such items 
used but not consumed which remain the property of Contractor. 

1) In establishing included costs for materials such as scaffolding, plating, or 
sheeting, consideration will be given to the actual or the estimated life of the 
material for use on other projects; or rental rates may be established on the basis 
of purchase or salvage value of such items, whichever is less. Contractor will not 
be eligible for compensation for such items in an amount that exceeds the 
purchase cost of such item. 

c. Construction Equipment Rental 

1) Rentals of all construction equipment and machinery, and the parts thereof, in 
accordance with rental agreements approved by Owner as to price (including any 
surcharge or special rates applicable to overtime use of the construction 
equipment or machinery), and the costs of transportation, loading, unloading, 
assembly, dismantling, and removal thereof. All such costs will be in accordance 
with the terms of said rental agreements. The rental of any such equipment, 
machinery, or parts must cease when the use thereof is no longer necessary for 
the Work. 

2) Costs for equipment and machinery owned by Contractor or a Contractor-related 
entity will be paid at a rate shown for such equipment in the equipment rental 
rate book specified in the Supplementary Conditions. An hourly rate will be 
computed by dividing the monthly rates by 176. These computed rates will 
include all operating costs. 

3) With respect to Work that is the result of a Change Order, Change Proposal, 
Claim, set-off, or other adjustment in Contract Price (“changed Work”), included 
costs will be based on the time the equipment or machinery is in use on the 
changed Work and the costs of transportation, loading, unloading, assembly, 
dismantling, and removal when directly attributable to the changed Work. The 
cost of any such equipment or machinery, or parts thereof, must cease to accrue 
when the use thereof is no longer necessary for the changed Work. 

d. Sales, consumer, use, and other similar taxes related to the Work, and for which 
Contractor is liable, as imposed by Laws and Regulations. 

e. Deposits lost for causes other than negligence of Contractor, any Subcontractor, or 
anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them or for whose acts any of them 
may be liable, and royalty payments and fees for permits and licenses. 

f. Losses and damages (and related expenses) caused by damage to the Work, not 
compensated by insurance or otherwise, sustained by Contractor in connection with 
the performance of the Work (except losses and damages within the deductible 
amounts of builder’s risk or other property insurance established in accordance with 
Paragraph 6.04), provided such losses and damages have resulted from causes other 
than the negligence of Contractor, any Subcontractor, or anyone directly or indirectly 
employed by any of them or for whose acts any of them may be liable. Such losses 
include settlements made with the written consent and approval of Owner. No such 
losses, damages, and expenses will be included in the Cost of the Work for the 
purpose of determining Contractor’s fee. 
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g. The cost of utilities, fuel, and sanitary facilities at the Site. 

h. Minor expenses such as communication service at the Site, express and courier 
services, and similar petty cash items in connection with the Work. 

i. The costs of premiums for all bonds and insurance that Contractor is required by the 
Contract Documents to purchase and maintain. 

C. Costs Excluded: The term Cost of the Work does not include any of the following items: 

1. Payroll costs and other compensation of Contractor’s officers, executives, principals, 
general managers, engineers, architects, estimators, attorneys, auditors, accountants, 
purchasing and contracting agents, expediters, timekeepers, clerks, and other personnel 
employed by Contractor, whether at the Site or in Contractor’s principal or branch office 
for general administration of the Work and not specifically included in the agreed upon 
schedule of job classifications referred to in Paragraph 13.01.B.1 or specifically covered 
by Paragraph 13.01.B.4. The payroll costs and other compensation excluded here are to 
be considered administrative costs covered by the Contractor’s fee. 

2. The cost of purchasing, renting, or furnishing small tools and hand tools. 

3. Expenses of Contractor’s principal and branch offices other than Contractor’s office at the 
Site. 

4. Any part of Contractor’s capital expenses, including interest on Contractor’s capital 
employed for the Work and charges against Contractor for delinquent payments. 

5. Costs due to the negligence of Contractor, any Subcontractor, or anyone directly or 
indirectly employed by any of them or for whose acts any of them may be liable, including 
but not limited to, the correction of defective Work, disposal of materials or equipment 
wrongly supplied, and making good any damage to property. 

6. Expenses incurred in preparing and advancing Claims. 

7. Other overhead or general expense costs of any kind and the costs of any item not 
specifically and expressly included in Paragraph 13.01.B. 

D. Contractor’s Fee 

1. When the Work as a whole is performed on the basis of cost-plus-a-fee, then: 

a. Contractor’s fee for the Work set forth in the Contract Documents as of the Effective 
Date of the Contract will be determined as set forth in the Agreement. 

b. for any Work covered by a Change Order, Change Proposal, Claim, set-off, or other 
adjustment in Contract Price on the basis of Cost of the Work, Contractor’s fee will be 
determined as follows: 

1) When the fee for the Work as a whole is a percentage of the Cost of the Work, 
the fee will automatically adjust as the Cost of the Work changes. 

2) When the fee for the Work as a whole is a fixed fee, the fee for any additions or 
deletions will be determined in accordance with Paragraph 11.07.C.2. 

2. When the Work as a whole is performed on the basis of a stipulated sum, or any other 
basis other than cost-plus-a-fee, then Contractor’s fee for any Work covered by a Change 
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Order, Change Proposal, Claim, set-off, or other adjustment in Contract Price on the basis 
of Cost of the Work will be determined in accordance with Paragraph 11.07.C.2. 

E. Documentation and Audit: Whenever the Cost of the Work for any purpose is to be 
determined pursuant to this Article 13, Contractor and pertinent Subcontractors will establish 
and maintain records of the costs in accordance with generally accepted accounting practices. 
Subject to prior written notice, Owner will be afforded reasonable access, during normal 
business hours, to all Contractor’s accounts, records, books, correspondence, instructions, 
drawings, receipts, vouchers, memoranda, and similar data relating to the Cost of the Work 
and Contractor’s fee. Contractor shall preserve all such documents for a period of three years 
after the final payment by Owner. Pertinent Subcontractors will afford such access to Owner, 
and preserve such documents, to the same extent required of Contractor. 

13.02 Allowances 

A. It is understood that Contractor has included in the Contract Price all allowances so named in 
the Contract Documents and shall cause the Work so covered to be performed for such sums 
and by such persons or entities as may be acceptable to Owner and Engineer. 

B. Cash Allowances: Contractor agrees that: 

1. the cash allowances include the cost to Contractor (less any applicable trade discounts) 
of materials and equipment required by the allowances to be delivered at the Site, and 
all applicable taxes; and 

2. Contractor’s costs for unloading and handling on the Site, labor, installation, overhead, 
profit, and other expenses contemplated for the cash allowances have been included in 
the Contract Price and not in the allowances, and no demand for additional payment for 
any of the foregoing will be valid. 

C. Owner’s Contingency Allowance: Contractor agrees that an Owner’s contingency allowance, 
if any, is for the sole use of Owner to cover unanticipated costs. 

D. Prior to final payment, an appropriate Change Order will be issued as recommended by 
Engineer to reflect actual amounts due Contractor for Work covered by allowances, and the 
Contract Price will be correspondingly adjusted. 

13.03 Unit Price Work 

A. Where the Contract Documents provide that all or part of the Work is to be Unit Price Work, 
initially the Contract Price will be deemed to include for all Unit Price Work an amount equal 
to the sum of the unit price for each separately identified item of Unit Price Work times the 
estimated quantity of each item as indicated in the Agreement. 

B. The estimated quantities of items of Unit Price Work are not guaranteed and are solely for 
the purpose of comparison of Bids and determining an initial Contract Price. Payments to 
Contractor for Unit Price Work will be based on actual quantities. 

C. Each unit price will be deemed to include an amount considered by Contractor to be adequate 
to cover Contractor’s overhead and profit for each separately identified item. 

D. Engineer will determine the actual quantities and classifications of Unit Price Work performed 
by Contractor. Engineer will review with Contractor the Engineer’s preliminary 
determinations on such matters before rendering a written decision thereon (by 
recommendation of an Application for Payment or otherwise). Engineer’s written decision 
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thereon will be final and binding (except as modified by Engineer to reflect changed factual 
conditions or more accurate data) upon Owner and Contractor, and the final adjustment of 
Contract Price will be set forth in a Change Order, subject to the provisions of the following 
paragraph. 

E. Adjustments in Unit Price 

1. Contractor or Owner shall be entitled to an adjustment in the unit price with respect to 
an item of Unit Price Work if: 

a. the quantity of the item of Unit Price Work performed by Contractor differs materially 
and significantly from the estimated quantity of such item indicated in the 
Agreement; and 

b. Contractor’s unit costs to perform the item of Unit Price Work have changed 
materially and significantly as a result of the quantity change. 

2. The adjustment in unit price will account for and be coordinated with any related changes 
in quantities of other items of Work, and in Contractor’s costs to perform such other 
Work, such that the resulting overall change in Contract Price is equitable to Owner and 
Contractor. 

3. Adjusted unit prices will apply to all units of that item. 

ARTICLE 14—TESTS AND INSPECTIONS; CORRECTION, REMOVAL, OR ACCEPTANCE OF DEFECTIVE WORK 

14.01 Access to Work 

A. Owner, Engineer, their consultants and other representatives and personnel of Owner, 
independent testing laboratories, and authorities having jurisdiction have access to the Site 
and the Work at reasonable times for their observation, inspection, and testing. Contractor 
shall provide them proper and safe conditions for such access and advise them of Contractor’s 
safety procedures and programs so that they may comply with such procedures and programs 
as applicable. 

14.02 Tests, Inspections, and Approvals 

A. Contractor shall give Engineer timely notice of readiness of the Work (or specific parts 
thereof) for all required inspections and tests, and shall cooperate with inspection and testing 
personnel to facilitate required inspections and tests. 

B. Owner shall retain and pay for the services of an independent inspector, testing laboratory, 
or other qualified individual or entity to perform all inspections and tests expressly required 
by the Contract Documents to be furnished and paid for by Owner, except that costs incurred 
in connection with tests or inspections of covered Work will be governed by the provisions of 
Paragraph 14.05. 

C. If Laws or Regulations of any public body having jurisdiction require any Work (or part thereof) 
specifically to be inspected, tested, or approved by an employee or other representative of 
such public body, Contractor shall assume full responsibility for arranging and obtaining such 
inspections, tests, or approvals, pay all costs in connection therewith, and furnish Engineer 
the required certificates of inspection or approval. 
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D. Contractor shall be responsible for arranging, obtaining, and paying for all inspections and 
tests required: 

1. by the Contract Documents, unless the Contract Documents expressly allocate 
responsibility for a specific inspection or test to Owner; 

2. to attain Owner’s and Engineer’s acceptance of materials or equipment to be 
incorporated in the Work; 

3. by manufacturers of equipment furnished under the Contract Documents; 

4. for testing, adjusting, and balancing of mechanical, electrical, and other equipment to be 
incorporated into the Work; and 

5. for acceptance of materials, mix designs, or equipment submitted for approval prior to 
Contractor’s purchase thereof for incorporation in the Work. 

Such inspections and tests will be performed by independent inspectors, testing laboratories, 
or other qualified individuals or entities acceptable to Owner and Engineer. 

E. If the Contract Documents require the Work (or part thereof) to be approved by Owner, 
Engineer, or another designated individual or entity, then Contractor shall assume full 
responsibility for arranging and obtaining such approvals. 

F. If any Work (or the work of others) that is to be inspected, tested, or approved is covered by 
Contractor without written concurrence of Engineer, Contractor shall, if requested by 
Engineer, uncover such Work for observation. Such uncovering will be at Contractor’s expense 
unless Contractor had given Engineer timely notice of Contractor’s intention to cover the 
same and Engineer had not acted with reasonable promptness in response to such notice. 

14.03 Defective Work 

A. Contractor’s Obligation: It is Contractor’s obligation to assure that the Work is not defective. 

B. Engineer’s Authority: Engineer has the authority to determine whether Work is defective, and 
to reject defective Work. 

C. Notice of Defects: Prompt written notice of all defective Work of which Owner or Engineer 
has actual knowledge will be given to Contractor. 

D. Correction, or Removal and Replacement: Promptly after receipt of written notice of defective 
Work, Contractor shall correct all such defective Work, whether or not fabricated, installed, 
or completed, or, if Engineer has rejected the defective Work, remove it from the Project and 
replace it with Work that is not defective. 

E. Preservation of Warranties: When correcting defective Work, Contractor shall take no action 
that would void or otherwise impair Owner’s special warranty and guarantee, if any, on said 
Work. 

F. Costs and Damages: In addition to its correction, removal, and replacement obligations with 
respect to defective Work, Contractor shall pay all claims, costs, losses, and damages arising 
out of or relating to defective Work, including but not limited to the cost of the inspection, 
testing, correction, removal, replacement, or reconstruction of such defective Work, fines 
levied against Owner by governmental authorities because the Work is defective, and the 
costs of repair or replacement of work of others resulting from defective Work. Prior to final 
payment, if Owner and Contractor are unable to agree as to the measure of such claims, costs, 
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losses, and damages resulting from defective Work, then Owner may impose a reasonable 
set-off against payments due under Article 15. 

14.04 Acceptance of Defective Work 

A. If, instead of requiring correction or removal and replacement of defective Work, Owner 
prefers to accept it, Owner may do so (subject, if such acceptance occurs prior to final 
payment, to Engineer’s confirmation that such acceptance is in general accord with the design 
intent and applicable engineering principles, and will not endanger public safety). Contractor 
shall pay all claims, costs, losses, and damages attributable to Owner’s evaluation of and 
determination to accept such defective Work (such costs to be approved by Engineer as to 
reasonableness), and for the diminished value of the Work to the extent not otherwise paid 
by Contractor. If any such acceptance occurs prior to final payment, the necessary revisions 
in the Contract Documents with respect to the Work will be incorporated in a Change Order. 
If the parties are unable to agree as to the decrease in the Contract Price, reflecting the 
diminished value of Work so accepted, then Owner may impose a reasonable set-off against 
payments due under Article 15. If the acceptance of defective Work occurs after final 
payment, Contractor shall pay an appropriate amount to Owner. 

14.05 Uncovering Work 

A. Engineer has the authority to require additional inspection or testing of the Work, whether 
or not the Work is fabricated, installed, or completed. 

B. If any Work is covered contrary to the written request of Engineer, then Contractor shall, if 
requested by Engineer, uncover such Work for Engineer’s observation, and then replace the 
covering, all at Contractor’s expense. 

C. If Engineer considers it necessary or advisable that covered Work be observed by Engineer or 
inspected or tested by others, then Contractor, at Engineer’s request, shall uncover, expose, 
or otherwise make available for observation, inspection, or testing as Engineer may require, 
that portion of the Work in question, and provide all necessary labor, material, and 
equipment. 

1. If it is found that the uncovered Work is defective, Contractor shall be responsible for all 
claims, costs, losses, and damages arising out of or relating to such uncovering, exposure, 
observation, inspection, and testing, and of satisfactory replacement or reconstruction 
(including but not limited to all costs of repair or replacement of work of others); and 
pending Contractor’s full discharge of this responsibility the Owner shall be entitled to 
impose a reasonable set-off against payments due under Article 15. 

2. If the uncovered Work is not found to be defective, Contractor shall be allowed an 
increase in the Contract Price or an extension of the Contract Times, directly attributable 
to such uncovering, exposure, observation, inspection, testing, replacement, and 
reconstruction. If the parties are unable to agree as to the amount or extent thereof, then 
Contractor may submit a Change Proposal within 30 days of the determination that the 
Work is not defective. 

14.06 Owner May Stop the Work 

A. If the Work is defective, or Contractor fails to supply sufficient skilled workers or suitable 
materials or equipment, or fails to perform the Work in such a way that the completed Work 
will conform to the Contract Documents, then Owner may order Contractor to stop the Work,

or any portion thereof, until the cause for such order has been eliminated; however, this right 
of Owner to stop the Work will not give rise to any duty on the part of Owner to exercise this 
right for the benefit of Contractor, any Subcontractor, any Supplier, any other individual or 
entity, or any surety for, or employee or agent of any of them. 

14.07 Owner May Correct Defective Work 

A. If Contractor fails within a reasonable time after written notice from Engineer to correct 
defective Work, or to remove and replace defective Work as required by Engineer, then 
Owner may, after 7 days’ written notice to Contractor, correct or remedy any such deficiency. 

B. In exercising the rights and remedies under this Paragraph 14.07, Owner shall proceed 
expeditiously. In connection with such corrective or remedial action, Owner may exclude 
Contractor from all or part of the Site, take possession of all or part of the Work and suspend 
Contractor’s services related thereto, and incorporate in the Work all materials and 
equipment stored at the Site or for which Owner has paid Contractor but which are stored 
elsewhere. Contractor shall allow Owner, Owner’s representatives, agents and employees, 
Owner’s other contractors, and Engineer and Engineer’s consultants access to the Site to 
enable Owner to exercise the rights and remedies under this paragraph. 

C. All claims, costs, losses, and damages incurred or sustained by Owner in exercising the rights 
and remedies under this Paragraph 14.07 will be charged against Contractor as set-offs 
against payments due under Article 15. Such claims, costs, losses and damages will include 
but not be limited to all costs of repair, or replacement of work of others destroyed or 
damaged by correction, removal, or replacement of Contractor’s defective Work. 

D. Contractor shall not be allowed an extension of the Contract Times because of any delay in 
the performance of the Work attributable to the exercise by Owner of Owner’s rights and 
remedies under this Paragraph 14.07. 

ARTICLE 15—PAYMENTS TO CONTRACTOR; SET-OFFS; COMPLETION; CORRECTION PERIOD 

15.01 Progress Payments 

A. Basis for Progress Payments: The Schedule of Values established as provided in Article 2 will 
serve as the basis for progress payments and will be incorporated into a form of Application 
for Payment acceptable to Engineer. Progress payments for Unit Price Work will be based on 
the number of units completed during the pay period, as determined under the provisions of 
Paragraph 13.03. Progress payments for cost-based Work will be based on Cost of the Work 
completed by Contractor during the pay period. 

B. Applications for Payments 

1. At least 20 days before the date established in the Agreement for each progress payment 
(but not more often than once a month), Contractor shall submit to Engineer for review 
an Application for Payment filled out and signed by Contractor covering the Work 
completed as of the date of the Application and accompanied by such supporting 
documentation as is required by the Contract Documents. 

2. If payment is requested on the basis of materials and equipment not incorporated in the 
Work but delivered and suitably stored at the Site or at another location agreed to in 
writing, the Application for Payment must also be accompanied by: (a) a bill of sale, 
invoice, copies of subcontract or purchase order payments, or other documentation 
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establishing full payment by Contractor for the materials and equipment; (b) at Owner’s 
request, documentation warranting that Owner has received the materials and 
equipment free and clear of all Liens; and (c) evidence that the materials and equipment 
are covered by appropriate property insurance, a warehouse bond, or other 
arrangements to protect Owner’s interest therein, all of which must be satisfactory to 
Owner. 

3. Beginning with the second Application for Payment, each Application must include an 
affidavit of Contractor stating that all previous progress payments received by Contractor 
have been applied to discharge Contractor’s legitimate obligations associated with prior 
Applications for Payment. 

4. The amount of retainage with respect to progress payments will be as stipulated in the 
Agreement. 

C. Review of Applications 

1. Engineer will, within 10 days after receipt of each Application for Payment, including each 
resubmittal, either indicate in writing a recommendation of payment and present the 
Application to Owner, or return the Application to Contractor indicating in writing 
Engineer’s reasons for refusing to recommend payment. In the latter case, Contractor 
may make the necessary corrections and resubmit the Application. 

2. Engineer’s recommendation of any payment requested in an Application for Payment will 
constitute a representation by Engineer to Owner, based on Engineer’s observations of 
the executed Work as an experienced and qualified design professional, and on Engineer’s 
review of the Application for Payment and the accompanying data and schedules, that to 
the best of Engineer’s knowledge, information and belief: 

a. the Work has progressed to the point indicated; 

b. the quality of the Work is generally in accordance with the Contract Documents 
(subject to an evaluation of the Work as a functioning whole prior to or upon 
Substantial Completion, the results of any subsequent tests called for in the Contract 
Documents, a final determination of quantities and classifications for Unit Price Work 
under Paragraph 13.03, and any other qualifications stated in the recommendation); 
and 

c. the conditions precedent to Contractor’s being entitled to such payment appear to 
have been fulfilled in so far as it is Engineer’s responsibility to observe the Work. 

3. By recommending any such payment Engineer will not thereby be deemed to have 
represented that: 

a. inspections made to check the quality or the quantity of the Work as it has been 
performed have been exhaustive, extended to every aspect of the Work in progress, 
or involved detailed inspections of the Work beyond the responsibilities specifically 
assigned to Engineer in the Contract; or 

b. there may not be other matters or issues between the parties that might entitle 
Contractor to be paid additionally by Owner or entitle Owner to withhold payment to 
Contractor. 
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4. Neither Engineer’s review of Contractor’s Work for the purposes of recommending 
payments nor Engineer’s recommendation of any payment, including final payment, will 
impose responsibility on Engineer: 

a. to supervise, direct, or control the Work; 

b. for the means, methods, techniques, sequences, or procedures of construction, or 
the safety precautions and programs incident thereto; 

c. for Contractor’s failure to comply with Laws and Regulations applicable to 
Contractor’s performance of the Work; 

d. to make any examination to ascertain how or for what purposes Contractor has used 
the money paid by Owner; or 

e. to determine that title to any of the Work, materials, or equipment has passed to 
Owner free and clear of any Liens. 

5. Engineer may refuse to recommend the whole or any part of any payment if, in Engineer’s 
opinion, it would be incorrect to make the representations to Owner stated in 
Paragraph 15.01.C.2. 

6. Engineer will recommend reductions in payment (set-offs) necessary in Engineer’s 
opinion to protect Owner from loss because: 

a. the Work is defective, requiring correction or replacement; 

b. the Contract Price has been reduced by Change Orders; 

c. Owner has been required to correct defective Work in accordance with 
Paragraph 14.07, or has accepted defective Work pursuant to Paragraph 14.04; 

d. Owner has been required to remove or remediate a Hazardous Environmental 
Condition for which Contractor is responsible; or 

e. Engineer has actual knowledge of the occurrence of any of the events that would 
constitute a default by Contractor and therefore justify termination for cause under 
the Contract Documents. 

D. Payment Becomes Due 

1. Ten days after presentation of the Application for Payment to Owner with Engineer’s 
recommendation, the amount recommended (subject to any Owner set-offs) will become 
due, and when due will be paid by Owner to Contractor. 

E. Reductions in Payment by Owner 

1. In addition to any reductions in payment (set-offs) recommended by Engineer, Owner is 
entitled to impose a set-off against payment based on any of the following: 

a. Claims have been made against Owner based on Contractor’s conduct in the 
performance or furnishing of the Work, or Owner has incurred costs, losses, or 
damages resulting from Contractor’s conduct in the performance or furnishing of the 
Work, including but not limited to claims, costs, losses, or damages from workplace 
injuries, adjacent property damage, non-compliance with Laws and Regulations, and 
patent infringement; 
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b. Contractor has failed to take reasonable and customary measures to avoid damage, 
delay, disruption, and interference with other work at or adjacent to the Site; 

c. Contractor has failed to provide and maintain required bonds or insurance; 

d. Owner has been required to remove or remediate a Hazardous Environmental 
Condition for which Contractor is responsible; 

e. Owner has incurred extra charges or engineering costs related to submittal reviews, 
evaluations of proposed substitutes, tests and inspections, or return visits to 
manufacturing or assembly facilities; 

f. The Work is defective, requiring correction or replacement; 

g. Owner has been required to correct defective Work in accordance with 
Paragraph 14.07, or has accepted defective Work pursuant to Paragraph 14.04; 

h. The Contract Price has been reduced by Change Orders; 

i. An event has occurred that would constitute a default by Contractor and therefore 
justify a termination for cause; 

j. Liquidated or other damages have accrued as a result of Contractor’s failure to 
achieve Milestones, Substantial Completion, or final completion of the Work; 

k. Liens have been filed in connection with the Work, except where Contractor has 
delivered a specific bond satisfactory to Owner to secure the satisfaction and 
discharge of such Liens; or 

l. Other items entitle Owner to a set-off against the amount recommended. 

2. If Owner imposes any set-off against payment, whether based on its own knowledge or 
on the written recommendations of Engineer, Owner will give Contractor immediate 
written notice (with a copy to Engineer) stating the reasons for such action and the 
specific amount of the reduction, and promptly pay Contractor any amount remaining 
after deduction of the amount so withheld. Owner shall promptly pay Contractor the 
amount so withheld, or any adjustment thereto agreed to by Owner and Contractor, if 
Contractor remedies the reasons for such action. The reduction imposed will be binding 
on Contractor unless it duly submits a Change Proposal contesting the reduction. 

3. Upon a subsequent determination that Owner’s refusal of payment was not justified, the 
amount wrongfully withheld will be treated as an amount due as determined by 
Paragraph 15.01.D.1 and subject to interest as provided in the Agreement. 

15.02 Contractor’s Warranty of Title 

A. Contractor warrants and guarantees that title to all Work, materials, and equipment furnished 
under the Contract will pass to Owner free and clear of (1) all Liens and other title defects, 
and (2) all patent, licensing, copyright, or royalty obligations, no later than 7 days after the 
time of payment by Owner. 

15.03 Substantial Completion 

A. When Contractor considers the entire Work ready for its intended use Contractor shall notify 
Owner and Engineer in writing that the entire Work is substantially complete and request that 
Engineer issue a certificate of Substantial Completion. Contractor shall at the same time 
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submit to Owner and Engineer an initial draft of punch list items to be completed or corrected 
before final payment. 

B. Promptly after Contractor’s notification, Owner, Contractor, and Engineer shall make an 
inspection of the Work to determine the status of completion. If Engineer does not consider 
the Work substantially complete, Engineer will notify Contractor in writing giving the reasons 
therefor. 

C. If Engineer considers the Work substantially complete, Engineer will deliver to Owner a 
preliminary certificate of Substantial Completion which will fix the date of Substantial 
Completion. Engineer shall attach to the certificate a punch list of items to be completed or 
corrected before final payment. Owner shall have 7 days after receipt of the preliminary 
certificate during which to make written objection to Engineer as to any provisions of the 
certificate or attached punch list. If, after considering the objections to the provisions of the 
preliminary certificate, Engineer concludes that the Work is not substantially complete, 
Engineer will, within 14 days after submission of the preliminary certificate to Owner, notify 
Contractor in writing that the Work is not substantially complete, stating the reasons therefor. 
If Owner does not object to the provisions of the certificate, or if despite consideration of 
Owner’s objections Engineer concludes that the Work is substantially complete, then 
Engineer will, within said 14 days, execute and deliver to Owner and Contractor a final 
certificate of Substantial Completion (with a revised punch list of items to be completed or 
corrected) reflecting such changes from the preliminary certificate as Engineer believes 
justified after consideration of any objections from Owner. 

D. At the time of receipt of the preliminary certificate of Substantial Completion, Owner and 
Contractor will confer regarding Owner’s use or occupancy of the Work following Substantial 
Completion, review the builder’s risk insurance policy with respect to the end of the builder’s 
risk coverage, and confirm the transition to coverage of the Work under a permanent 
property insurance policy held by Owner. Unless Owner and Contractor agree otherwise in 
writing, Owner shall bear responsibility for security, operation, protection of the Work, 
property insurance, maintenance, heat, and utilities upon Owner’s use or occupancy of the 
Work. 

E. After Substantial Completion the Contractor shall promptly begin work on the punch list of 
items to be completed or corrected prior to final payment. In appropriate cases Contractor 
may submit monthly Applications for Payment for completed punch list items, following the 
progress payment procedures set forth above. 

F. Owner shall have the right to exclude Contractor from the Site after the date of Substantial 
Completion subject to allowing Contractor reasonable access to remove its property and 
complete or correct items on the punch list. 

15.04 Partial Use or Occupancy 

A. Prior to Substantial Completion of all the Work, Owner may use or occupy any substantially 
completed part of the Work which has specifically been identified in the Contract Documents, 
or which Owner, Engineer, and Contractor agree constitutes a separately functioning and 
usable part of the Work that can be used by Owner for its intended purpose without 
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significant interference with Contractor’s performance of the remainder of the Work, subject 
to the following conditions: 

1. At any time, Owner may request in writing that Contractor permit Owner to use or occupy 
any such part of the Work that Owner believes to be substantially complete. If and when 
Contractor agrees that such part of the Work is substantially complete, Contractor, 
Owner, and Engineer will follow the procedures of Paragraph 15.03.A through 15.03.E for 
that part of the Work. 

2. At any time, Contractor may notify Owner and Engineer in writing that Contractor 
considers any such part of the Work substantially complete and request Engineer to issue 
a certificate of Substantial Completion for that part of the Work. 

3. Within a reasonable time after either such request, Owner, Contractor, and Engineer shall 
make an inspection of that part of the Work to determine its status of completion. If 
Engineer does not consider that part of the Work to be substantially complete, Engineer 
will notify Owner and Contractor in writing giving the reasons therefor. If Engineer 
considers that part of the Work to be substantially complete, the provisions of 
Paragraph 15.03 will apply with respect to certification of Substantial Completion of that 
part of the Work and the division of responsibility in respect thereof and access thereto. 

4. No use or occupancy or separate operation of part of the Work may occur prior to 
compliance with the requirements of Paragraph 6.04 regarding builder’s risk or other 
property insurance. 

15.05 Final Inspection 

A. Upon written notice from Contractor that the entire Work or an agreed portion thereof is 
complete, Engineer will promptly make a final inspection with Owner and Contractor and will 
notify Contractor in writing of all particulars in which this inspection reveals that the Work, or 
agreed portion thereof, is incomplete or defective. Contractor shall immediately take such 
measures as are necessary to complete such Work or remedy such deficiencies. 

15.06 Final Payment 

A. Application for Payment 

1. After Contractor has, in the opinion of Engineer, satisfactorily completed all corrections 
identified during the final inspection and has delivered, in accordance with the Contract 
Documents, all maintenance and operating instructions, schedules, guarantees, bonds, 
certificates or other evidence of insurance, certificates of inspection, annotated record 
documents (as provided in Paragraph 7.12), and other documents, Contractor may make 
application for final payment. 

2. The final Application for Payment must be accompanied (except as previously delivered) 
by: 

a. all documentation called for in the Contract Documents; 

b. consent of the surety, if any, to final payment; 

c. satisfactory evidence that all title issues have been resolved such that title to all Work, 
materials, and equipment has passed to Owner free and clear of any Liens or other 
title defects, or will so pass upon final payment. 
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d. a list of all duly pending Change Proposals and Claims; and 

e. complete and legally effective releases or waivers (satisfactory to Owner) of all Lien 
rights arising out of the Work, and of Liens filed in connection with the Work. 

3. In lieu of the releases or waivers of Liens specified in Paragraph 15.06.A.2 and as approved 
by Owner, Contractor may furnish receipts or releases in full and an affidavit of Contractor 
that: (a) the releases and receipts include all labor, services, material, and equipment for 
which a Lien could be filed; and (b) all payrolls, material and equipment bills, and other 
indebtedness connected with the Work for which Owner might in any way be responsible, 
or which might in any way result in liens or other burdens on Owner's property, have been 
paid or otherwise satisfied. If any Subcontractor or Supplier fails to furnish such a release 
or receipt in full, Contractor may furnish a bond or other collateral satisfactory to Owner 
to indemnify Owner against any Lien, or Owner at its option may issue joint checks 
payable to Contractor and specified Subcontractors and Suppliers. 

B. Engineer’s Review of Final Application and Recommendation of Payment: If, on the basis of 
Engineer’s observation of the Work during construction and final inspection, and Engineer’s 
review of the final Application for Payment and accompanying documentation as required by 
the Contract Documents, Engineer is satisfied that the Work has been completed and 
Contractor’s other obligations under the Contract have been fulfilled, Engineer will, within 10 
days after receipt of the final Application for Payment, indicate in writing Engineer’s 
recommendation of final payment and present the final Application for Payment to Owner 
for payment. Such recommendation will account for any set-offs against payment that are 
necessary in Engineer’s opinion to protect Owner from loss for the reasons stated above with 
respect to progress payments. Otherwise, Engineer will return the Application for Payment to 
Contractor, indicating in writing the reasons for refusing to recommend final payment, in 
which case Contractor shall make the necessary corrections and resubmit the Application for 
Payment. 

C. Notice of Acceptability: In support of its recommendation of payment of the final Application 
for Payment, Engineer will also give written notice to Owner and Contractor that the Work is 
acceptable, subject to stated limitations in the notice and to the provisions of 
Paragraph 15.07. 

D. Completion of Work: The Work is complete (subject to surviving obligations) when it is ready 
for final payment as established by the Engineer’s written recommendation of final payment 
and issuance of notice of the acceptability of the Work. 

E. Final Payment Becomes Due: Upon receipt from Engineer of the final Application for Payment 
and accompanying documentation, Owner shall set off against the amount recommended by 
Engineer for final payment any further sum to which Owner is entitled, including but not 
limited to set-offs for liquidated damages and set-offs allowed under the provisions of this 
Contract with respect to progress payments. Owner shall pay the resulting balance due to 
Contractor within 30 days of Owner’s receipt of the final Application for Payment from 
Engineer. 

15.07 Waiver of Claims 

A. By making final payment, Owner waives its claim or right to liquidated damages or other 
damages for late completion by Contractor, except as set forth in an outstanding Claim, 
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appeal under the provisions of Article 17, set-off, or express reservation of rights by Owner. 
Owner reserves all other claims or rights after final payment. 

B. The acceptance of final payment by Contractor will constitute a waiver by Contractor of all 
claims and rights against Owner other than those pending matters that have been duly 
submitted as a Claim, or appealed under the provisions of Article 17. 

15.08 Correction Period 

A. If within one year after the date of Substantial Completion (or such longer period of time as 
may be prescribed by the Supplementary Conditions or the terms of any applicable special 
guarantee required by the Contract Documents), Owner gives Contractor written notice that 
any Work has been found to be defective, or that Contractor’s repair of any damages to the 
Site or adjacent areas has been found to be defective, then after receipt of such notice of 
defect Contractor shall promptly, without cost to Owner and in accordance with Owner’s 
written instructions: 

1. correct the defective repairs to the Site or such adjacent areas; 

2. correct such defective Work; 

3. remove the defective Work from the Project and replace it with Work that is not 
defective, if the defective Work has been rejected by Owner, and 

4. satisfactorily correct or repair or remove and replace any damage to other Work, to the 
work of others, or to other land or areas resulting from the corrective measures. 

B. Owner shall give any such notice of defect within 60 days of the discovery that such Work or 
repairs is defective. If such notice is given within such 60 days but after the end of the 
correction period, the notice will be deemed a notice of defective Work under 
Paragraph 7.17.B. 

C. If, after receipt of a notice of defect within 60 days and within the correction period, 
Contractor does not promptly comply with the terms of Owner’s written instructions, or in an 
emergency where delay would cause serious risk of loss or damage, Owner may have the 
defective Work corrected or repaired or may have the rejected Work removed and replaced. 
Contractor shall pay all costs, losses, and damages (including but not limited to all fees and 
charges of engineers, architects, attorneys, and other professionals and all court or arbitration 
or other dispute resolution costs) arising out of or relating to such correction or repair or such 
removal and replacement (including but not limited to all costs of repair or replacement of 
work of others). Contractor’s failure to pay such costs, losses, and damages within 10 days of 
invoice from Owner will be deemed the start of an event giving rise to a Claim under 
Paragraph 12.01.B, such that any related Claim must be brought within 30 days of the failure 
to pay. 

D. In special circumstances where a particular item of equipment is placed in continuous service 
before Substantial Completion of all the Work, the correction period for that item may start 
to run from an earlier date if so provided in the Specifications. 

E. Where defective Work (and damage to other Work resulting therefrom) has been corrected 
or removed and replaced under this paragraph, the correction period hereunder with respect 
to such Work will be extended for an additional period of one year after such correction or 
removal and replacement has been satisfactorily completed. 
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F. Contractor’s obligations under this paragraph are in addition to all other obligations and 
warranties. The provisions of this paragraph are not to be construed as a substitute for, or a 
waiver of, the provisions of any applicable statute of limitation or repose. 

ARTICLE 16—SUSPENSION OF WORK AND TERMINATION 

16.01 Owner May Suspend Work 

A. At any time and without cause, Owner may suspend the Work or any portion thereof for a 
period of not more than 90 consecutive days by written notice to Contractor and Engineer. 
Such notice will fix the date on which Work will be resumed. Contractor shall resume the Work 
on the date so fixed. Contractor shall be entitled to an adjustment in the Contract Price or an 
extension of the Contract Times directly attributable to any such suspension. Any Change 
Proposal seeking such adjustments must be submitted no later than 30 days after the date 
fixed for resumption of Work. 

16.02 Owner May Terminate for Cause 

A. The occurrence of any one or more of the following events will constitute a default by 
Contractor and justify termination for cause: 

1. Contractor’s persistent failure to perform the Work in accordance with the Contract 
Documents (including, but not limited to, failure to supply sufficient skilled workers or 
suitable materials or equipment, or failure to adhere to the Progress Schedule); 

2. Failure of Contractor to perform or otherwise to comply with a material term of the 
Contract Documents; 

3. Contractor’s disregard of Laws or Regulations of any public body having jurisdiction; or 

4. Contractor’s repeated disregard of the authority of Owner or Engineer. 

B. If one or more of the events identified in Paragraph 16.02.A occurs, then after giving 
Contractor (and any surety) 10 days’ written notice that Owner is considering a declaration 
that Contractor is in default and termination of the Contract, Owner may proceed to: 

1. declare Contractor to be in default, and give Contractor (and any surety) written notice 
that the Contract is terminated; and 

2. enforce the rights available to Owner under any applicable performance bond. 

C. Subject to the terms and operation of any applicable performance bond, if Owner has 
terminated the Contract for cause, Owner may exclude Contractor from the Site, take 
possession of the Work, incorporate in the Work all materials and equipment stored at the 
Site or for which Owner has paid Contractor but which are stored elsewhere, and complete 
the Work as Owner may deem expedient. 

D. Owner may not proceed with termination of the Contract under Paragraph 16.02.B if 
Contractor within 7 days of receipt of notice of intent to terminate begins to correct its failure 
to perform and proceeds diligently to cure such failure. 

E. If Owner proceeds as provided in Paragraph 16.02.B, Contractor shall not be entitled to 
receive any further payment until the Work is completed. If the unpaid balance of the 
Contract Price exceeds the cost to complete the Work, including all related claims, costs, 
losses, and damages (including but not limited to all fees and charges of engineers, architects, 
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attorneys, and other professionals) sustained by Owner, such excess will be paid to 
Contractor. If the cost to complete the Work including such related claims, costs, losses, and 
damages exceeds such unpaid balance, Contractor shall pay the difference to Owner. Such 
claims, costs, losses, and damages incurred by Owner will be reviewed by Engineer as to their 
reasonableness and, when so approved by Engineer, incorporated in a Change Order. When 
exercising any rights or remedies under this paragraph, Owner shall not be required to obtain 
the lowest price for the Work performed. 

F. Where Contractor’s services have been so terminated by Owner, the termination will not 
affect any rights or remedies of Owner against Contractor then existing or which may 
thereafter accrue, or any rights or remedies of Owner against Contractor or any surety under 
any payment bond or performance bond. Any retention or payment of money due Contractor 
by Owner will not release Contractor from liability. 

G. If and to the extent that Contractor has provided a performance bond under the provisions 
of Paragraph 6.01.A, the provisions of that bond will govern over any inconsistent provisions 
of Paragraphs 16.02.B and 16.02.D. 

16.03 Owner May Terminate for Convenience 

A. Upon 7 days’ written notice to Contractor and Engineer, Owner may, without cause and 
without prejudice to any other right or remedy of Owner, terminate the Contract. In such 
case, Contractor shall be paid for (without duplication of any items): 

1. completed and acceptable Work executed in accordance with the Contract Documents 
prior to the effective date of termination, including fair and reasonable sums for overhead 
and profit on such Work; 

2. expenses sustained prior to the effective date of termination in performing services and 
furnishing labor, materials, or equipment as required by the Contract Documents in 
connection with uncompleted Work, plus fair and reasonable sums for overhead and 
profit on such expenses; and 

3. other reasonable expenses directly attributable to termination, including costs incurred 
to prepare a termination for convenience cost proposal. 

B. Contractor shall not be paid for any loss of anticipated profits or revenue, post-termination 
overhead costs, or other economic loss arising out of or resulting from such termination. 

16.04 Contractor May Stop Work or Terminate 

A. If, through no act or fault of Contractor, (1) the Work is suspended for more than 90 
consecutive days by Owner or under an order of court or other public authority, or (2) 
Engineer fails to act on any Application for Payment within 30 days after it is submitted, or (3) 
Owner fails for 30 days to pay Contractor any sum finally determined to be due, then 
Contractor may, upon 7 days’ written notice to Owner and Engineer, and provided Owner or 
Engineer do not remedy such suspension or failure within that time, terminate the contract 
and recover from Owner payment on the same terms as provided in Paragraph 16.03. 

B. In lieu of terminating the Contract and without prejudice to any other right or remedy, if 
Engineer has failed to act on an Application for Payment within 30 days after it is submitted, 
or Owner has failed for 30 days to pay Contractor any sum finally determined to be due, 
Contractor may, 7 days after written notice to Owner and Engineer, stop the Work until 
payment is made of all such amounts due Contractor, including interest thereon. The 
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provisions of this paragraph are not intended to preclude Contractor from submitting a 
Change Proposal for an adjustment in Contract Price or Contract Times or otherwise for 
expenses or damage directly attributable to Contractor’s stopping the Work as permitted by 
this paragraph. 

ARTICLE 17—FINAL RESOLUTION OF DISPUTES 

17.01 Methods and Procedures 

A. Disputes Subject to Final Resolution: The following disputed matters are subject to final 
resolution under the provisions of this article: 

1. A timely appeal of an approval in part and denial in part of a Claim, or of a denial in full, 
pursuant to Article 12; and 

2. Disputes between Owner and Contractor concerning the Work, or obligations under the 
Contract Documents, that arise after final payment has been made. 

B. Final Resolution of Disputes: For any dispute subject to resolution under this article, Owner or 
Contractor may: 

1. elect in writing to invoke the dispute resolution process provided for in the 
Supplementary Conditions; 

2. agree with the other party to submit the dispute to another dispute resolution process; 
or 

3. if no dispute resolution process is provided for in the Supplementary Conditions or 
mutually agreed to, give written notice to the other party of the intent to submit the 
dispute to a court of competent jurisdiction. 

ARTICLE 18—MISCELLANEOUS 

18.01 Giving Notice 

A. Whenever any provision of the Contract requires the giving of written notice to Owner, 
Engineer, or Contractor, it will be deemed to have been validly given only if delivered: 

1. in person, by a commercial courier service or otherwise, to the recipient’s place of 
business; 

2. by registered or certified mail, postage prepaid, to the recipient’s place of business; or 

3. by e-mail to the recipient, with the words “Formal Notice” or similar in the e-mail’s subject 
line. 

18.02 Computation of Times 

A. When any period of time is referred to in the Contract by days, it will be computed to exclude 
the first and include the last day of such period. If the last day of any such period falls on a 
Saturday or Sunday or on a day made a legal holiday by the law of the applicable jurisdiction, 
such day will be omitted from the computation. 
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18.03 Cumulative Remedies 

A. The duties and obligations imposed by these General Conditions and the rights and remedies 
available hereunder to the parties hereto are in addition to, and are not to be construed in 
any way as a limitation of, any rights and remedies available to any or all of them which are 
otherwise imposed or available by Laws or Regulations, by special warranty or guarantee, or 
by other provisions of the Contract. The provisions of this paragraph will be as effective as if 
repeated specifically in the Contract Documents in connection with each particular duty, 
obligation, right, and remedy to which they apply. 

18.04 Limitation of Damages 

A. With respect to any and all Change Proposals, Claims, disputes subject to final resolution, and 
other matters at issue, neither Owner nor Engineer, nor any of their officers, directors, 
members, partners, employees, agents, consultants, or subcontractors, shall be liable to 
Contractor for any claims, costs, losses, or damages sustained by Contractor on or in 
connection with any other project or anticipated project. 

18.05 No Waiver 

A. A party’s non-enforcement of any provision will not constitute a waiver of that provision, nor 
will it affect the enforceability of that provision or of the remainder of this Contract. 

18.06 Survival of Obligations 

A. All representations, indemnifications, warranties, and guarantees made in, required by, or 
given in accordance with the Contract, as well as all continuing obligations indicated in the 
Contract, will survive final payment, completion, and acceptance of the Work or termination 
of the Contract or of the services of Contractor. 

18.07 Controlling Law 

A. This Contract is to be governed by the law of the state in which the Project is located. 

18.08 Assignment of Contract 

A. Unless expressly agreed to elsewhere in the Contract, no assignment by a party to this 
Contract of any rights under or interests in the Contract will be binding on the other party 
without the written consent of the party sought to be bound; and, specifically but without 
limitation, money that may become due and money that is due may not be assigned without 
such consent (except to the extent that the effect of this restriction may be limited by law), 
and unless specifically stated to the contrary in any written consent to an assignment, no 
assignment will release or discharge the assignor from any duty or responsibility under the 
Contract. 

18.09 Successors and Assigns 

A. Owner and Contractor each binds itself, its successors, assigns, and legal representatives to 
the other party hereto, its successors, assigns, and legal representatives in respect to all 
covenants, agreements, and obligations contained in the Contract Documents. 

18.10 Headings 

A. Article and paragraph headings are inserted for convenience only and do not constitute parts 
of these General Conditions. 
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SUPPLEMENTARY CONDITIONS OF THE CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT 

These Supplementary Conditions amend or supplement EJCDC® C-700, Standard General Conditions of 
the Construction Contract (2018). The General Conditions remain in full force and effect except as 
amended. 

The terms used in these Supplementary Conditions have the meanings stated in the General Conditions. 
Additional terms used in these Supplementary Conditions have the meanings stated below, which are 
applicable to both the singular and plural thereof. 

The address system used in these Supplementary Conditions is the same as the address system used in 
the General Conditions, with the prefix "SC" added—for example, “Paragraph SC-4.05.”

6. Additional insured endorsements that include both ongoing operations and products 
and completed operations coverage through ISO Endorsements CG 20 10 10 01 and 
CG 20 37 10 01 (together). If Contractor demonstrates to Owner that the specified ISO 
endorsements are not commercially available, then Contractor may satisfy this 
requirement by providing equivalent endorsements.

“Additional Insured—Engineers, Architects or Surveyors Not Engaged by the Named 
Insured” or its equivalent.

C. The Resident Project Representative (RPR) will be Engineer's representative at the Site. RPR's 
dealings in matters pertaining to the Work in general will be with Engineer and Contractor. 
RPR's dealings with Subcontractors will only be through or with the full knowledge or 
approval of Contractor. The RPR will: 

1. Conferences and Meetings: Attend meetings with Contractor, such as preconstruction 
conferences, progress meetings, job conferences, and other Project-related meetings 
(but not including Contractor’s safety meetings), and as appropriate prepare and 
circulate copies of minutes thereof. 

2. Safety Compliance: Comply with Site safety programs, as they apply to RPR, and if 
required to do so by such safety programs, receive safety training specifically related to 
RPR’s own personal safety while at the Site. 

3. Liaison 
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a. Serve as Engineer’s liaison with Contractor. Working principally through 
Contractor’s authorized representative or designee, assist in providing information 
regarding the provisions and intent of the Contract Documents. 

b. Assist Engineer in serving as Owner’s liaison with Contractor when Contractor’s 
operations affect Owner’s on-Site operations. 

c. Assist in obtaining from Owner additional details or information, when required for 
Contractor’s proper execution of the Work. 

4. Review of Work; Defective Work 

a. Conduct on-Site observations of the Work to assist Engineer in determining, to the 
extent set forth in Paragraph 10.02, if the Work is in general proceeding in 
accordance with the Contract Documents. 

b. Observe whether any Work in place appears to be defective. 

c. Observe whether any Work in place should be uncovered for observation, or 
requires special testing, inspection or approval. 

5. Inspections and Tests 

a. Observe Contractor-arranged inspections required by Laws and Regulations, 
including but not limited to those performed by public or other agencies having 
jurisdiction over the Work. 

b. Accompany visiting inspectors representing public or other agencies having 
jurisdiction over the Work. 

6. Payment Requests: Review Applications for Payment with Contractor. 

7. Completion 

a. Participate in Engineer’s visits regarding Substantial Completion. 

b. Assist in the preparation of a punch list of items to be completed or corrected. 

c. Participate in Engineer’s visit to the Site in the company of Owner and Contractor 
regarding completion of the Work, and prepare a final punch list of items to be 
completed or corrected by Contractor. 

d. Observe whether items on the final punch list have been completed or corrected. 

D. The RPR will not: 

1. Authorize any deviation from the Contract Documents or substitution of materials or 
equipment (including “or-equal” items). 

2. Exceed limitations of Engineer’s authority as set forth in the Contract Documents. 

3. Undertake any of the responsibilities of Contractor, Subcontractors, or Suppliers. 

4. Advise on, issue directions relative to, or assume control over any aspect of the means, 
methods, techniques, sequences or procedures of construction. 
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5 Advise on, issue directions regarding, or assume control over security or safety 
practices, precautions, and programs in connection with the activities or operations of 
Owner or Contractor. 

6. Participate in specialized field or laboratory tests or inspections conducted off-site by 
others except as specifically authorized by Engineer. 

7. Authorize Owner to occupy the Project in whole or in part. 

ARTICLE 11—CHANGES TO THE CONTRACT 

11.08 Change of Contract Times 

SC-11.08 Add the following new paragraphs immediately after Paragraph 11.08.C: 

C. In addition to the requirements of Paragraph 4.05 of the General Conditions, rainstorms 
which are encountered in the project area on a regular and seasonal basis do not constitute 
an abnormal weather condition.   

Determining regular and seasonal rainfall amounts is based on historical rainfall data for 
events greater than 0.10 inches plus an approximate amount of assumed wet conditions 
resulting from these.  Isolated rainfall events less than 0.10 inches are not considered as an 
impact to construction activities.  The following table provides weather impact days per 
month which will be considered as regular and seasonal rainfall for the project area.

13.03 Unit Price Work 

SC-13.03 Delete Paragraph 13.03.E in its entirety and insert the following in its place: 

E. Adjustments in Unit Price 

1. Contractor or Owner shall be entitled to an adjustment in the unit price with respect to 
an item of Unit Price Work if: 
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a. the extended price of a particular item of Unit Price Work amounts to five percent 
or more of the Contract Price (based on estimated quantities at the time of 
Contract formation) and the variation in the quantity of that particular item of Unit 
Price Work actually furnished or performed by Contractor differs by more than 25 
percent from the estimated quantity of such item indicated in the Agreement; and 

b. Contractor’s unit costs to perform the item of Unit Price Work have changed 
materially and significantly as a result of the quantity change. 

2. The adjustment in unit price will account for and be coordinated with any related 
changes in quantities of other items of Work, and in Contractor’s costs to perform such 
other Work, such that the resulting overall change in Contract Price is equitable to 
Owner and Contractor. 

3. Adjusted unit prices will apply to all units of that item. 

ARTICLE 14—TESTS AND INSPECTIONS; CORRECTION, REMOVAL, OR ACCCEPTANCE OF DEFECTIVE 
WORK

ARTICLE 15—PAYMENTS TO CONTRACTOR, SET OFFS; COMPLETIONS; CORRECTION PERIOD 

15.01 Progress Payments 

SC 15.01.B  DELETE Paragraph 15.01.B.1 in its entirety and INSERT the following in its place: 

1. The CONTRACTOR'S partial payment period shall end on the last day of each month.  The 
CONTRACTOR shall submit acceptable Application for Payment to the ENGINEER by the date 
indicated on the payment schedule as supplied to CONTRACTOR by ENGINEER provided that the 
amount due on completed work is at least $500.00.  The partial payment request shall be filled 
out and signed by the CONTRACTOR covering the work completed as of the date of the request 
and accompanied by such supporting documentation as is required by the Contract Documents 
and also as the ENGINEER may reasonably require.

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1.0  INTRODUCTION AND PURPOSE 

 

1.1 Project Description 

 Plans are being made for the construction of one (1) pedestrian bridge across Gordons 

Creek in Hattiesburg, Mississippi. We understand that the proposed bridge will be a single-span 

truss type with a total length of approximately 150 ft. Plans are to support the new bridge on 

driven concrete piles, steel H-piles or steel pipe piles. Structural details for the bridge have not 

been developed at this time. No grading plans have been indicated at this time, but it appears 

likely that no significant grading earthwork effort would be required. Evaluation of the stability 

of the existing and proposed slopes is not included in our scope of work. 

 

1.2 Purposes 

  The specific purposes of this exploration were: 

1)      to explore subsurface soil conditions at accessible locations near the abutments of the 

bridge; 

2)         to evaluate pertinent physical properties of the soils encountered in the borings by means 

of visual examination of the soil samples in the laboratory and tests performed on selected 

representative samples; and, 

3)  based on the results of the analyses, to provide recommendations for the geotechnical-

related aspects of design and construction for the bridge foundations. 

 

2.0 FIELD EXPLORATION 

 

2.1 General 

 The subsurface soil conditions at the project site were explored by means of two (2) soil 

borings made to an exploration depth of 100 ft at accessible locations near the abutments of the 

bridge. The approximate locations of the borings are shown on Figure 1 of this report. 

All soils were classified in general accordance with the Unified Soil Classification 

System. A synopsis of the Unified Soil Classification System is presented on Figure 2 along with 

symbols and terminology typically utilized on graphical soil boring logs. Graphical logs of the 

borings are presented on Figures 3 and 4. The graphical logs illustrate the types of soil and

stratification encountered with depth below the existing ground surface at each boring location. 

Approximate GPS coordinates for the boring locations as determined by our drilling personnel 

using a hand-held device are shown at the bottom of the graphical logs within the “Comments” 

section. Ground elevations at the boring locations were not determined. 

 

2.2 Drilling and Sampling Methods  

Borings 1 and 2 were initially advanced to depths of about 11 ft and 10 ft, respectively, 

by dry augering, and then extended to completion using rotary wash procedures. Relatively 

undisturbed samples of soils encountered in the borings were obtained by pushing a 3-in. OD 

Shelby tube sampler approximately 2 ft into the soil. The Shelby tube samples were obtained 

within the depth intervals illustrated as shaded rectangle-shaped symbols under the "Samples" 

column of the graphic boring logs. Representative disturbed samples of soil were obtained by 

driving a standard 2-in. OD split-spoon sampler 18 in. into the soil with a 140-lb hammer falling 

freely a distance of 30 in. The depths at which split-spoon samples were taken are indicated by 

crossed-slashed symbols under the "Samples" column of the graphic boring logs. The number of 

blows required to drive the split-spoon sampler each 6-in. increment (total of 18 in. of 

penetration) is recorded under the " SPT (N60)" column of the graphic boring logs. An automatic 

hammer was used for SPT testing. The standard penetration test (SPT) blows required to 

penetrate the last foot (sum of the second and third blow count values) is considered the N60 

value after applying a correction factor for hammer energy. The N60 values are plotted as a small 

circled “x” in the data section of the graphic boring logs. The Shelby tube and/or split-spoon 

samples were obtained at approximate 3-ft to 5-ft depth intervals to a depth of 50 ft and at 10-ft 

depth intervals thereafter. 

A disturbed auger cutting sample was taken near the ground surface in each boring 

location. The depths at which the auger cutting samples were taken are illustrated as small I-

shaped symbols under the "Samples" column of the graphic boring logs. 

 

2.3 Field Classification and Sample Preservation 

All soils encountered during drilling were examined and classified in the field by a 

geotechnical engineering technician. Each undisturbed Shelby tube sample was extruded from 

the sampling tube in the field. An approximate 6-in. long portion of each Shelby tube sample was 
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sealed with melted paraffin in a cylindrical cardboard container to prevent moisture loss and 

structural disturbance. An additional portion of each Shelby tube sample, representative portions 

of the split-spoon samples and the auger cutting sample were sealed in jars to provide material 

for visual examination and testing in the laboratory. Unless other disposition is requested, we 

routinely discard soil samples after about six months of storage. 

 

2.4 Groundwater Observations and Borehole Abandonment 

Observations were made continuously during auger drilling to detect free water entering 

the open boreholes. A note pertaining to groundwater observations is included in the lower 

portion of the graphic boring logs. In compliance with Mississippi Department of Environmental 

Quality (MDEQ) regulations, the boreholes were filled with cement-bentonite grout after 

completion of drilling and sampling.  

 

3.0 LABORATORY TESTING 

 

3.1 General 

All of the soil samples were examined in the laboratory by a geotechnical engineer and 

tests were performed on selected samples to verify field classifications and to assist in evaluating 

the strengths, classifications and volume change properties of the soils encountered. The types of 

laboratory tests performed are described in the following paragraphs.  

 

3.2 Strength Properties 

The undrained shear strength characteristics of the soils encountered in the borings were 

investigated by means of visual estimates of consistency, from the result of calibrated standard 

penetration test and from the results of unconsolidated undrained (UU) triaxial compression tests 

performed on selected undisturbed Shelby tube samples. The cohesions resulting from the UU 

triaxial compression tests are plotted as small open triangles in the data section of the graphic 

boring logs. The water content and dry density were also determined for each UU triaxial 

compression test specimen. The water contents are plotted as small shaded circles in the data 

section of the graphic boring logs. The dry densities are tabulated to the nearest lb per cu ft under 

the “Dry Density” column of the logs.

3.3 Classification Tests 

The classifications and volume change properties of the fine-grained soils encountered in 

the borings were investigated by means of Atterberg liquid and plastic limit tests. The results of 

the liquid and plastic limit tests are plotted as small crosses interconnected by dashed lines in the 

data section of the graphic boring logs. In accordance with the Unified Soil Classification 

System, fine-grained soils are classified as either clays or silts of low or high plasticity based on 

the results of Atterberg limit tests. The numerical difference between the liquid limit and plastic 

limit is defined as the plasticity index (PI). The magnitudes of the liquid limit and plasticity 

index and the proximity of the natural water content to the plastic limit are indicators of the 

potential for a fine-grained soil to shrink or swell upon changes in moisture content or to 

consolidate under loading. The proximity of the natural water content to the plastic limit is also 

an indicator of soil strength.  

The classifications of soils consisting predominantly of sand or containing some sand 

were investigated by means of sieve analyses performed on selected samples from the borings. 

The results of the sieve analyses are presented as grain-size distribution curves. The percentages 

of fines resulting from both the sieve tests are tabulated in the far-right column in the data 

section of the graphic boring logs. The results of the sieve analyses are presented in the 

appendix.  

 

3.4 Water Content Tests 

Additional water content tests were performed on samples to corroborate field 

classifications and to extend the usefulness of the strength, plasticity data and SPT blow count 

data. The results of the water content tests are plotted as small shaded circles in the data section 

of the graphic boring logs. The water content data have been interconnected on the logs to 

illustrate a continuous profile with depth. 

 

3.5 Soluble Sulfate Tests 

Laboratory testing was performed on five (5) selected samples from the borings to 

determine the percent of soluble sulfate by mass. The test results indicate low concentrations of 

sulfates. Results of the tests to determine soluble sulfate are presented in the following table:

4.0 GENERAL SOIL AND GROUNDWATER CONDITIONS 

 

4.1  General 

Subsurface soils encountered within the 100-ft exploration depth of the borings made for 

this exploration consist of sands (SC, SP, and SP-SM), clayey silts (ML), sandy clays (CL), silty 

clays (CL), and clays (CH). A discussion of the general subsurface stratification and 

groundwater conditions revealed by the borings and a description of the physical properties of 

the soil types encountered are provided in the following subsections. The graphical logs and 

profile should be referred to for the specific soil conditions encountered at each boring location. 

The individual graphic boring logs are presented in Figures 3 and 4, and a generalized soil 

profile is presented on Figure 5. 

 

4.2 Soil Conditions  

The ground surface at the location of Boring 1 was found to be underlain by clayey sands 

(SC) and sand (SP) to a depth of about 12 ft. Slightly silty sands (SP-SM) were encountered 

within the approximate depth intervals of 27 ft to 88 ft at Boring 1 and 23 ft to 96 ft at Boring 2. 

The sands (SC, SP and SP-SM, and SM) are characterized as loose to very dense and are 

considered have low-moderate to high strength and low to low-moderate compressibility. The 

sands (SC, SP, and SP-SM)  have no shrink/swell potential.  

The ground surface at the location of Boring 2 was found to be underlain by sandy clays 

(CL) to a depth of about 6 ft. Silty clays (CL) were encountered within the approximate depth of 

12 ft to 23 ft at Boring 2. The sandy clays (CL) and silty clays (CL) are classified as very stiff 

with respect to consistency and are considered to have high strength and low compressibility.  

The sandy clays (CL) and silty clays (CL) are considered to have low shrink/swell potential. 
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Clayey silts (ML) were encountered within the approximate depth of 12 ft to 23 ft at 

Boring 1. The clayey silts (ML) are characterized as medium dense and are considered have 

moderate strength and low compressibility. The clayey silts (ML) have no shrink/swell potential.  

Clays (CH) were encountered within the approximate depth interval of 23 ft to 27 ft and 

from a depth of about 88 ft to the 100-ft termination depth of Boring 1, and from a depth of 

about 96 ft to the 100-ft termination depth of Boring 2. The clays (CH) are classified very stiff 

and hard with respect to consistency and are considered to have high strength and low 

compressibility. The clays (CH) are considered to be expansive with moderate to high 

shrink/swell potential.  

 

4.3 Groundwater Conditions   

Free water was not encountered during auger drilling for the borings. Due to interference 

from drilling mud, accurate measurement of groundwater could not be made below approximate 

depths ranging from 10 ft to 11 ft at the boring locations. In our opinion, groundwater conditions 

at the site will primarily be influenced by rainfall, surface drainage, and by the rise and fall of 

water levels in the Gordons Creek. Groundwater conditions at the site can also be influenced by 

man-made changes. Soils which did not exhibit free water during the short time period of drilling 

may exhibit water seepage at other times during construction and within excavations that remain 

open for an extended period of time or that are permanent. Surficial soils can become saturated 

and weak to relatively shallow depths during periods of prolonged and heavy rainfall. 

 

5.0  ANALYSES AND RECOMMENDATIONS 

 

5.1  General 

We understand that the proposed bridge will be a single-span truss type with a total 

length of approximately 150 ft. Plans are to support the new bridge on driven concrete piles, steel 

H-piles or steel pipe piles. Subsurface soil conditions considered in the design analyses were 

developed from the exploratory borings and laboratory testing programs described previously in 

this report. A general description of the analyses performed and our guideline recommendations 

for design and construction of the bridge foundations are provided in the following subsections. 
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5.2  Bridge 

5.2.1 Design Shear Strength Parameters. Design shear strength parameters for the 

soils were then developed based on the results of the standard penetration tests supplemented by 

the results of UC and UU triaxial compression tests, visual estimates of consistency, and our 

experience with similar soils.  

 

5.2.2 Pile Capacity Computations. Pile compression and tension capacity 

computations were performed using the API RP 2A (American Petroleum Institute) Method as 

coded in the computer program APILE v.2019. The axial load capacity of an individual pile 

consists of a combination of skin friction acting along the perimeter of the pile and point bearing 

at the tip. Skin friction developed in fine-grained soils is represented as adhesion which is a 

function of the cohesion and pile type. In cohesionless soils, the skin friction is a function of the 

effective stress normal to the pile and the pile-soil friction angle. Point bearing at the pile tip is 

computed using the general bearing capacity equation developed by Terzaghi and appropriate 

bearing capacity factors.  

Compression pile capacity curves were developed for prestressed concrete piles (16-in. 

and 18-in.), steel H-piles (HP12X53 and HP14X73) and steel pipe piles (18 in., 24-in. and 30-

in.). The results of the analyses are presented as plots of the nominal (ultimate) pile resistance 

versus depth on Figures 6, 7 and 8. The nominal pile resistances do not include a resistance 

factor. An appropriate resistance factor should be applied to the nominal (ultimate) values 

presented on pile capacity curves. Structural capacity determination of the piles and lateral 

analyses are not in our scope for this exploration. Scour was not considered in our analyses. If 

significant scour is anticipated, we should be contacted to provide revised capacity curves.  

 

5.2.3 Test Pile, Dynamic Load Testing, and Resistance Factors. We recommend a 

minimum of two test piles (one at each abutment bent) be driven to evaluate pile capacities and 

drivability, prior to ordering the production piles. The test pile lengths should be selected 

considering the estimated pile capacities and the anticipated driving resistance. The test piles can 

be driven at permanent pile locations. If predrilling is to be performed for production piles, 

predrilling should also be performed for the test piles.  
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Dynamic pile load testing (PDA) could be performed on the test piles. The results of the 

dynamic pile load tests should be used to establish driving criteria for the production piles. 

Dynamic pile load testing should be performed in accordance with Section 803 of the Mississippi 

Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction. The embedment length of the piles 

may be reduced or increased based on the PDA evaluation. All testing should be performed 

prior to ordering production piles in case the design lengths change due to the testing. 

In accordance with FHWA Standards, the resistance factor should correspond with the 

type of load testing to be performed at the project site. A resistance factor of 0.65 can be used to 

determine required penetrations of driven piles provided an appropriate number of dynamic pile 

tests are performed.  

It is our understanding that the design tip elevations for the piles might be based on a 

lower resistance factor to reduce the potential for delays in ordering production piles. A 

resistance factor of 0.50 can be used if a wave equation analysis is performed and hammer 

performance is confirmed in the field. Alternately, a resistance factor of 0.40 can be used if the 

pile capacities are verified by the FHWA-modified Gates dynamic pile formula. 

 

5.2.4 Pile Design and Installation. Driven steel H-piles, steel pipe piles and concrete 

piles are considered viable foundation alternatives for the bridge site. However, driving refusal 

for the concrete piles, could occur at penetrations of 10 ft to 15 ft into the very dense sands (SP-

SM). The very dense sands (SP-SM) were encountered at depths of 33 ft to 58 ft below the 

existing ground surface at the boring locations. If refusal occurs at depths shallower than the 

required minimum depths, then predrilling will be required to achieve additional penetration. 

Driven piles should be constructed in accordance with Section 803-Deep Foundations of the 

Mississippi Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction.  

 The pile capacity curves presented in this report do not reflect the effects of predrilling. 

As described in FHWA-HI-96-033, Design and Construction of Driven Pile Foundations, the use 

of predrilling will result in greater soil disturbance than considered in standard static pile 

capacity calculations. Some field studies have reported that a decrease in side resistance over the 

predrilled depth can range from 50 to 85 percent of that calculated without predrilling. If 

predrilling is necessary, the axial capacities indicated by the curves should be reduced by unit 

values of reduction that can be provided upon request or dynamic load testing can be performed 
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during construction to more accurately determine the nominal (ultimate) capacity of the piles 

after predrilling. Predrilling should not be used within 5 ft of the final tip elevation of the piles. 

 

5.2.5 Liquefaction Potential Assessment. Based on the boring information and 

Section 10.5.4.2 Liquefaction Design Requirements of the AASHTO LRFD Bridge Design 

Specifications, liquefaction of the foundations soils is not considered a factor in the design at the 

proposed bridge site. 

 

5.2.6 Seismic Site Classification. Soil shear wave velocity data are not available for 

the bridge site. The site class was determined from undrained shear strength and from the results 

of calibrated SPT blow count data in accordance with definitions provided in Table 3.10.3.1-1 of 

the AASHTO LRFD Bridge Design Specifications. We recommend that a Site Class D be 

utilized to determine the site coefficient and spectral response acceleration for this bridge site. 

The site is classified as within Seismic Zone 1 per Table 3.10.6-1. 

The acceleration design response spectrum was developed using the computer program 

“AASHTO Seismic Design Parameters” version 2.10 developed by the U.S. Geological Survey. 

The recommended design values are presented below in tabular and graphic format.  
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Conterminous 48 States

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1.0  INTRODUCTION AND PURPOSE 

 

1.1 Project Description 

 Plans are being made for the construction of one (1) pedestrian bridge (Bridge No. 2) 

across Gordon’s Creek in Hattiesburg, Mississippi. We understand that the proposed bridge will 

be a single-span truss type with a total length of approximately 150 ft. Plans are to support the 

new bridge on driven concrete piles, steel H-piles or steel pipe piles. Structural details for the 

bridge have not been developed at this time. No grading plans have been indicated at this time, 

but it appears likely that no significant grading earthwork effort would be required. Evaluation of 

the stability of the existing and proposed slopes is not included in our scope of work. 

 

1.2 Purposes 

  The specific purposes of this exploration were: 

1)      to explore subsurface soil conditions at accessible locations near the abutments of the 

bridge; 

2)         to evaluate pertinent physical properties of the soils encountered in the borings by means 

of visual examination of the soil samples in the laboratory and tests performed on selected 

representative samples; and, 

3)  based on the results of the analyses, to provide recommendations for the geotechnical-

related aspects of design and construction for the bridge foundations. 

 

2.0 FIELD EXPLORATION 

 

2.1 General 

 The subsurface soil conditions at the project site were explored by means of three (3) soil 

borings made to exploration depths of 25 ft, 80 ft, and 100 ft at accessible locations near the 

abutments of the new bridge. Boring 1 was made near the north abutment of the proposed bridge 

and Boring 2A was made at an accessible location near the south abutment of the proposed 

bridge. Although Boring 2 was originally planned near the south abutment, the intended location 

contained significant trash and debris that prevented advancement to the proposed depth. Several 

attempts were made to drill in the vicinity of the planned Boring 2 location; however, due to 
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repeated drill‑fluid circulation while advancing Boring 2 above a depth of about 15 ft, the boring 

could not be completed as planned. Boring 2A was therefore relocated and successfully 

completed approximately 50 ft northwest of the south abutment. The approximate boring 

locations are shown on Figure 1 of this report. 

All soils were classified in general accordance with the Unified Soil Classification 

System. A synopsis of the Unified Soil Classification System is presented on Figure 2 along with 

symbols and terminology typically utilized on graphical soil boring logs. Graphical logs of the 

borings are presented on Figures 3, 4, and 5. The graphical logs illustrate the types of soil and 

stratification encountered with depth below the existing ground surface at each boring location. 

Approximate GPS coordinates for the boring locations as determined by our drilling personnel 

using a hand-held device are shown at the bottom of the graphical logs within the “Comments” 

section. Ground elevations at the boring locations were not determined. 

 

2.2 Drilling and Sampling Methods  

Borings 1, 2, and 2A were initially advanced to depths of about 13 ft and 13.5 ft, 

respectively, by dry augering, and then extended to completion using rotary wash procedures. 

Relatively undisturbed samples of soils encountered in the borings were obtained by pushing a 3-

in. OD Shelby tube sampler approximately 2 ft into the soil. The Shelby tube samples were 

obtained within the depth intervals illustrated as shaded rectangle-shaped symbols under the 

"Samples" column of the graphic boring logs. Representative disturbed samples of soil were 

obtained by driving a standard 2-in. OD split-spoon sampler 18 in. into the soil with a 140-lb 

hammer falling freely a distance of 30 in. The depths at which split-spoon samples were taken 

are indicated by crossed-slashed symbols under the "Samples" column of the graphic boring 

logs. The number of blows required to drive the split-spoon sampler each 6-in. increment (total 

of 18 in. of penetration) is recorded under the " SPT (N60)" column of the graphic boring logs. 

An automatic hammer was used for SPT testing. The standard penetration test (SPT) blows 

required to penetrate the last foot (sum of the second and third blow count values) is considered 

the N60 value after applying a correction factor for hammer energy. The N60 values are plotted as 

a small circled “x” in the data section of the graphic boring logs. The Shelby tube and/or split-

spoon samples were obtained at approximate 3-ft to 7-ft depth intervals to a depth of 50 ft and at 

10-ft depth intervals thereafter. 
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Disturbed auger cutting samples were also taken near the surface in the borings. The 

depths at which the auger cutting samples were taken are illustrated as small I-shaped symbols 

under the "Samples" column of the graphic boring logs. 

 

2.3 Field Classification and Sample Preservation 

All soils encountered during drilling were examined and classified in the field by a 

geotechnical engineering technician. Each undisturbed Shelby tube sample was extruded from 

the sampling tube in the field. An approximate 6-in. long portion of each Shelby tube sample was 

sealed with melted paraffin in a cylindrical cardboard container to prevent moisture loss and 

structural disturbance. An additional portion of each Shelby tube sample, representative portions 

of the split-spoon samples and the auger cutting samples were sealed in jars to provide material 

for visual examination and testing in the laboratory. Unless other disposition is requested, we 

routinely discard soil samples after about six months of storage. 

 

2.4 Groundwater Observations and Borehole Abandonment 

Observations were made continuously during auger drilling to detect free water entering 

the open boreholes. A note pertaining to groundwater observations is included in the lower 

portion of the graphic boring logs. In compliance with Mississippi Department of Environmental 

Quality (MDEQ) regulations, boreholes deeper than 25 ft were filled with cement-bentonite 

grout after completion of drilling and sampling. The 25-ft deep boreholes were plugged with soil 

cuttings after completion of drilling and sampling. Unless other disposition is requested, we 

routinely discard soil samples after about six months of storage. 

 

3.0 LABORATORY TESTING 

 

3.1 General 

All of the soil samples were examined in the laboratory by a geotechnical engineer and 

tests were performed on selected samples to verify field classifications and to assist in evaluating 

the strengths, classifications and volume change properties of the soils encountered. The types of 

laboratory tests performed are described in the following paragraphs.  
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3.2 Strength Properties 

The undrained shear strength characteristics of the soils encountered in the borings were 

investigated by means of visual estimates of consistency, from the result of calibrated standard 

penetration test and from the results of unconsolidated undrained (UU) triaxial compression tests 

performed on selected undisturbed Shelby tube samples. The cohesions resulting from the UU 

triaxial compression tests are plotted as small open triangles in the data section of the graphic 

boring logs. The water content and dry density were also determined for each UU triaxial 

compression test specimen. The water contents are plotted as small shaded circles in the data 

section of the graphic boring logs. The dry densities are tabulated to the nearest lb per cu ft under 

the “Dry Density” column of the logs. 

 

3.3 Classification Tests 

The classifications and volume change properties of the fine-grained soils encountered in 

the borings were investigated by means of Atterberg liquid and plastic limit tests. The results of 

the liquid and plastic limit tests are plotted as small crosses interconnected by dashed lines in the 

data section of the graphic boring logs. In accordance with the Unified Soil Classification 

System, fine-grained soils are classified as either clays or silts of low or high plasticity based on 

the results of Atterberg limit tests. The numerical difference between the liquid limit and plastic 

limit is defined as the plasticity index (PI). The magnitudes of the liquid limit and plasticity 

index and the proximity of the natural water content to the plastic limit are indicators of the 

potential for a fine-grained soil to shrink or swell upon changes in moisture content or to 

consolidate under loading. The proximity of the natural water content to the plastic limit is also 

an indicator of soil strength. In a couple of instances, the samples being tested were found to be 

nonplastic and “NP” were recorded in the data section of the graphic boring logs. 

The classifications of soils consisting predominantly of sands were investigated by means 

of sieve analyses performed on selected samples from the borings.  The results of the sieve 

analyses are presented as grain-size distribution curves.  Additionally, tests to determine the 

percentage of fines passing the No. 200 sieve were performed to assist in classifying some 

samples which were not tested by the complete set of sieves.  The percentages of fines resulting 

from both the partial and complete sieve tests are tabulated in the far-right column in the data 
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section of the graphic boring logs. The results of the sieve analyses are presented in the 

appendix.  

 

3.4 Water Content Tests 

Additional water content tests were performed on samples to corroborate field 

classifications and to extend the usefulness of the strength, plasticity data and SPT blow count 

data. The results of the water content tests are plotted as small shaded circles in the data section 

of the graphic boring logs. The water content data have been interconnected on the logs to 

illustrate a continuous profile with depth. 

 

3.5 Soluble Sulfate Tests 

Laboratory testing was performed on seven (7) selected samples from the borings to 

determine the percent of soluble sulfate by mass. The test results indicate moderate 

concentrations of sulfates. Results of the tests to determine soluble sulfate are presented in the 

following table:

4.0 GENERAL SOIL AND GROUNDWATER CONDITIONS 

 

4.1  General 

Subsurface soils encountered within the 100-ft maximum exploration depth of the 

borings made for this exploration consist of fill materials and natural silts (ML), silty clays (CL), 

clays (CH), and sands (SP and SP-SM). A discussion of the general subsurface stratification and 
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groundwater conditions revealed by the borings and a description of the physical properties of 

the soil types encountered are provided in the following subsections. The graphical logs shown 

on Figures 3, 4, and 5 should be referred to for specific soil and groundwater conditions 

encountered at each boring location. Stick logs of the borings are shown in profile on Figure 6 to 

aid in visualizing subsurface soil conditions. Tabulated adjacent to the stick logs are water 

contents, Atterberg liquid and plastic limits, dry densities, cohesions, percentages of fines 

passing the No. 200 sieve, and SPT blow counts.   

During drilling, layers of trash and debris were noted by the drill crew at Boring 2 to an 

approximate depth ranging up to about 13 ft.  Drill fluid circulation was lost while advancing 

Boring 2 above a depth of about 15 ft.   

Some soils encountered at the boring locations appears to be fill materials. It should be 

understood that it is difficult to distinguish fill from natural soils and that the fill was placed in an 

uncontrolled manner without observation and testing by a geotechnical engineering firm. An 

attempt was made to distinguish between fill and natural soils, but some of the soils interpreted 

to be natural could be fill. The reported depths of fill materials should be considered 

approximate. The borings are only representative of the conditions at the boring locations. 

Organic matter, trash, concrete and debris was encountered in some depth intervals in Boring 2.  

There could be relatively weak and compressible fill materials or large concentrations or organic 

matter or debris at locations not explored during this study. It is not practical to fully characterize 

old fill materials by means of borings.  

 

4.2 Soil Conditions  

The ground surface at the location of Borings 2 and 2A was found to be underlain by silty 

sand (SM) fill materials to approximate depths of 6 ft and 11 ft, respectively. Organic matter, 

trash, concrete and debris was encountered in some depth intervals in Boring 2.  A layer of trash, 

concrete fragments, organic matter and debris were encountered within the approximate depth 

interval of 6 ft to 11 ft at Boring 2.  The silty sand (SM) fill materials are characterized as loose 

and medium dense and are considered have moderate strength and low compressibility. The silty 

sand (SM) fill materials have no shrink/swell potential. It was difficult to distinguish fill materials 

from natural soils, so the depth of fill materials reported here should be considered approximate.   
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The ground surface at the location of Boring 1 and the fill materials at Boring 2 was 

found to be underlain by apparently natural silty sands (SM). The natural silty sands (SM) were 

encountered to an approximate depth of 1 ft at Boring 1 and within the approximate depth 

interval of 11 ft to 18 ft at Boring 2.  Gravelly sands (SP and SP-SM) and sandy gravel (GP) 

were also encountered within the approximate depth interval of 37 ft to 91 ft at Boring 2A and 

from a depth of about 38 ft to the 80-ft termination depth of Boring 1. The gravelly sands (SP 

and SP-SM) and sandy gravel (GP) are characterized as loose to very dense and are considered 

have moderate to high strength and low compressibility.  Standard penetration test blow counts 

within the dense and very dense gravelly sands (SP and SP-SM) and sandy gravel (GP) zones 

within the approximate depth intervals of 38 ft to 57 ft at Boring 1 and 75 ft to 91 ft at Boring 

2A, and from a depth of about 68 ft to the 80-ft termination depth of Boring 1 range from 41 to 

92 blows per ft.  The gravelly sands (SP and SP-SM) and sandy gravel (GP) have no shrink/swell 

potential. 

Silty clays (CL) were encountered within the approximate depth intervals of 1 ft to 4 ft 

and 8 ft to 33 ft at Boring 1, 11 ft to 37 ft at Boring 2A, and from a depth of about 18 ft to the 25-

ft termination depth of Boring 2. The silty clays (CL) are classified as medium stiff, stiff and 

very stiff with respect to consistency and are considered to have low-moderate to high strength 

and low to moderate-high compressibility.  The silty clays (CL) are considered to have low 

shrink/swell potential. 

Silts (ML) were encountered within the approximate depth of 4 ft to 8 ft at Boring 1. The 

silts (ML) are characterized as medium dense and are considered have moderate strength and low 

compressibility. The silts (ML) have no shrink/swell potential.  

Clays (CH) were encountered within the approximate depth interval of 33 ft to 38 ft and 

from a depth of about 91 ft to the 100-ft termination depth of Boring 2A. The clays (CH) are 

classified stiff with respect to consistency and are considered to have moderate strength and 

moderate compressibility. The clays (CH) are considered to be expansive with moderate to high 

shrink/swell potential.  

 

4.3 Groundwater Conditions   

Free water was not encountered during auger drilling for the borings. Due to interference 

from drilling mud, accurate measurement of groundwater could not be made below approximate 
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depths ranging from 13 ft to 13.5 ft at the boring locations. In our opinion, groundwater 

conditions at the site will primarily be influenced by rainfall, surface drainage, and by the rise 

and fall of water levels in the Gordon’s Creek. Groundwater conditions at the site can also be 

influenced by man-made changes. Soils which did not exhibit free water during the short time 

period of drilling may exhibit water seepage at other times during construction and within 

excavations that remain open for an extended period of time or that are permanent. Surficial soils 

can become saturated and weak to relatively shallow depths during periods of prolonged and 

heavy rainfall. 

 

5.0  ANALYSES AND RECOMMENDATIONS 

 

5.1  General 

We understand that the proposed bridge will be a single-span truss type with a total 

length of approximately 150 ft. Plans are to support the new bridge on driven concrete piles, steel 

H-piles or steel pipe piles. Subsurface soil conditions considered in the design analyses were 

developed from the exploratory borings and laboratory testing programs described previously in 

this report. A general description of the analyses performed and our guideline recommendations 

for design and construction of the bridge foundations are provided in the following subsections. 

 

5.2  Bridge 

5.2.1 Design Shear Strength Parameters. Design shear strength parameters for the 

soils were then developed based on the results of the standard penetration tests supplemented by 

the results of UU triaxial compression tests, visual estimates of consistency, and our experience 

with similar soils.  

 

5.2.2 Pile Capacity Computations. Pile compression and tension capacity 

computations were performed using the API RP 2A (American Petroleum Institute) Method as 

coded in the computer program APILE v.2019. The axial load capacity of an individual pile 

consists of a combination of skin friction acting along the perimeter of the pile and point bearing 

at the tip. Skin friction developed in fine-grained soils is represented as adhesion which is a 

function of the cohesion and pile type. In cohesionless soils, the skin friction is a function of the 
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effective stress normal to the pile and the pile-soil friction angle. Point bearing at the pile tip is 

computed using the general bearing capacity equation developed by Terzaghi and appropriate 

bearing capacity factors.  

Compression pile capacity curves were developed for prestressed concrete piles (16-in. 

and 18-in.), steel H-piles (HP12X53 and HP14X73) and steel pipe piles (18 in., 24-in. and 30-

in.). The results of the analyses are presented as plots of the nominal (ultimate) pile resistance 

versus depth on Figures 7 through 12. The nominal pile resistances do not include a resistance 

factor. An appropriate resistance factor should be applied to the nominal (ultimate) values 

presented on pile capacity curves. Structural capacity determination of the piles and lateral 

analyses are not in our scope for this exploration. Scour was not considered in our analyses. If 

significant scour is anticipated, we should be contacted to provide revised capacity curves.  

 

5.2.3 Test Pile, Dynamic Load Testing, and Resistance Factors. We recommend a 

minimum of two test piles (one at each abutment bent) be driven to evaluate pile capacities and 

drivability, prior to ordering the production piles. The test pile lengths should be selected 

considering the estimated pile capacities and the anticipated driving resistance. The test piles can 

be driven at permanent pile locations. If predrilling is to be performed for production piles, 

predrilling should also be performed for the test piles.  

Dynamic pile load testing (PDA) could be performed on the test piles. The results of the 

dynamic pile load tests should be used to establish driving criteria for the production piles. 

Dynamic pile load testing should be performed in accordance with Section 803 of the Mississippi 

Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction. The embedment length of the piles 

may be reduced or increased based on the PDA evaluation. All testing should be performed 

prior to ordering production piles in case the design lengths change due to the testing. 

In accordance with FHWA Standards, the resistance factor should correspond with the 

type of load testing to be performed at the project site. A resistance factor of 0.65 can be used to 

determine required penetrations of driven piles provided an appropriate number of dynamic pile 

tests are performed.  

It is our understanding that the design tip elevations for the piles might be based on a 

lower resistance factor to reduce the potential for delays in ordering production piles. A 

resistance factor of 0.50 can be used if a wave equation analysis is performed and hammer 
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performance is confirmed in the field. Alternately, a resistance factor of 0.40 can be used if the 

pile capacities are verified by the FHWA-modified Gates dynamic pile formula. 

 

5.2.4 Pile Design and Installation. Driven steel H-piles, steel pipe piles and concrete 

piles are considered viable foundation alternatives for the bridge site. However, driving refusal 

for the concrete piles, could occur at penetrations of 10 ft to 15 ft into the very dense gravelly 

sands (SP-SM). The very dense gravelly sands (SP-SM) were encountered at approximate depth 

of 48 ft below the existing ground surface at Boring 1. If refusal occurs at depths shallower than 

the required minimum depths, then predrilling will be required to achieve additional penetration. 

Driven piles should be constructed in accordance with Section 803-Deep Foundations of the 

Mississippi Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction.  

As previously described, layers trash and debris were noted by the drill crew at Boring 2 

(South Abutment) to an approximate depth of 13 ft. Drill fluid circulation was lost while 

advancing Boring 2 above a depth of about 15 ft. While no large debris or obstructions were 

encountered at Boring 2, the presence of larger rubble and possible obstructions in the fill 

materials cannot be ruled out based on the findings of this exploration.  

 The pile capacity curves presented in this report do not reflect the effects of predrilling. 

As described in FHWA-HI-96-033, Design and Construction of Driven Pile Foundations, the use 

of predrilling will result in greater soil disturbance than considered in standard static pile 

capacity calculations. Some field studies have reported that a decrease in side resistance over the 

predrilled depth can range from 50 to 85 percent of that calculated without predrilling. If 

predrilling is necessary, the axial capacities indicated by the curves should be reduced by unit 

values of reduction that can be provided upon request or dynamic load testing can be performed 

during construction to more accurately determine the nominal (ultimate) capacity of the piles 

after predrilling. Predrilling should not be used within 5 ft of the final tip elevation of the piles. 

 

5.2.5 Liquefaction Potential Assessment. Based on the boring information and 

Section 10.5.4.2 Liquefaction Design Requirements of the AASHTO LRFD Bridge Design 

Specifications, liquefaction of the foundations soils is not considered a factor in the design at the 

proposed bridge site. 
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5.2.6 Seismic Site Classification. Soil shear wave velocity data are not available for 

the bridge site. The site class was determined from undrained shear strength and from the results 

of calibrated SPT blow count data in accordance with definitions provided in Table 3.10.3.1-1 of 

the AASHTO LRFD Bridge Design Specifications. We recommend that a Site Class D be 

utilized to determine the site coefficient and spectral response acceleration for this bridge site. 

The site is classified as within Seismic Zone 1 per Table 3.10.6-1. 

The acceleration design response spectrum was developed using the computer program 

“AASHTO Seismic Design Parameters” version 2.10 developed by the U.S. Geological Survey. 

The recommended design values are presented below in tabular and graphic format.

I. General Description of Project 

The purpose of the project is to construct a recreational multi-use path on City of Hattiesburg 

property adjacent to Gordon’s Creek and its junction with the Leaf River.  The project will be 

constructed in an undeveloped wooded area. The existing area freely drains to Gordon’s Creek 

over gently sloping terrain. Clearing, grubbing, and earthwork will be minimized to the greatest 

extent possible during construction of the pathway. The proposed project is estimated to disturb 

approximately 4 acres. The site is in Forrest County, Mississippi and within the City of 

Hattiesburg.  The project will consist of the construction of the concrete pathway, a gravel 

access road, two pedestrian bridges, sidewalk drainage flumes, interpretive signage, and several 

ornamental landscaping and beautification areas.  

 

II. Site Information 

The site is in Section 2 and Section 11 of Township 4 North, Range 13 West, Forrest County, 

Mississippi.  See below Figure 1 on the next page for the Site Location Map. 

 

According to the USDA-NRCS Soil Resource Report, the soil in the project area (not 

necessarily the disturbed area) is comprised of 100% BcA (Bassfield-Urban land complex, 

occasionally flooded).  The Bassfield-Urban land complex generally has low slopes, is 

considered well drained, and has a low runoff class. See Appendix A for the soil report.

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III. Erosion and Sediment Controls 

Soil stabilization-vegetative stabilization measures must be initiated no later than the next 

available workday if the area is not disturbed within fourteen (14) days or more.  The 

appropriate temporary or permanent vegetative practices shall be implemented no later than the 

next available workday. 

 

1. Provide and maintain a fifty (50) foot undisturbed buffer around the waters of the 

U.S. or provide and maintain an undisturbed natural buffer that is less than fifty (50) 

feet that is supplemented by additional erosion and sediment controls which in 

combination achieves the sediment load reduction equivalent to a fifty (50) foot 

undisturbed natural buffer.  Storm water is to be directed to vegetated areas that 

maximize storm water infiltration to reduce pollutant discharges. 

 

2. Topsoil should be stockpiled and used in areas that will be re-vegetated.  When final 

grade is reached it should be disturbed to a minimum depth of 2 inches on 3:1 slopes 

and 4 inches on flatter slopes.  

 

3. Heavy equipment used in areas to be re-vegetated shall be avoided. If compaction 

cannot be avoided, the top 4 inches of the soil bed should be tilled before re-

vegetation.  Any necessary fertilizer or other soil amendments should be added 

during the tilling process. 

 

The 2011 Edition of the Mississippi Handbook for Erosion Control, Sediment Control and 

Stormwater Management on Construction Sites and Urban Areas (found in Appendix F) in 

addition to the 2005 Edition of the Field Manual for Erosion and Sediment Control on 

Construction Sites in Mississippi (found in Appendix G) in Mississippi will be used as the 

guidelines for the Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan for the proposed construction.  Each 

Construction Contractor and Subcontractor will be required to use the applicable sections of the 

referenced documents for erosion and sedimentation control. 
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Silt fence, wattles, and/or other appropriate countermeasures will be erected and maintained on 

all drainage flowing out of the work area until completion of construction activities and 

permanent grass cover is established.  Areas where construction activity temporarily ceases for 

more than 14 days, the appropriate temporary or permanent vegetative practices shall be 

initiated no later than the next working day.   

 

Wattles will be used in conjunction with silt fence to help control the flow of water within and 

across the work area.  All wattles will be removed after permanent grass cover is established.  

Sandbags and/or gravel will be used for inlet protection and will be removed once inlet areas 

are paved or permanently grassed.  Stockpiled soil shall be protected by plastic sheeting held in 

place by sandbags or a collection trench protected with silt fence or wattles.  A waste pit shall 

be established to contain waste from concrete truck wash-out.  The debris from this pit shall be 

removed and at the completion of the project.   

 

All control measures and housekeeping practices shall be in full compliance with the 

Mississippi Handbook for Erosion Control, Sediment Control and Stormwater Management on 

Construction Sites and Urban Areas and the Field Manual for Erosion and Sediment Control 

on Construction Sites in Mississippi (See attached general installation/placement of control 

measures). 

 

The maximum total acreage that can be disturbed, at one time, on the project is 4.0 acres.  The 

Contractor shall be required to “stabilize” disturbed areas prior to opening additional sections 

of the project.  “Stabilized” shall be when the disturbed area has been grassed either temporary 

or permanent, and mulched according to the specifications.  Disturbed areas include roadbeds, 

slopes, and other remaining areas within the project limits.  All erosion control measures shall 

be monitored closely during the life of the project.  The erosion control plan is a living 

document and shall be modified and updated as field conditions warrant. 

 

During this construction project, erosion controls, sediment controls, and stormwater 

management activities will be installed (per the Mississippi Handbook for Erosion Control, 

Sediment Control and Stormwater Management on Construction Sites and Urban Areas, 
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Volume 2 Stormwater Management) which will capture stormwater runoff from the site, 

allowing sediment, nutrients, and contaminants to filter and settle out of the stormwater prior to 

discharging to the Gordon’s Creek.  Through the use of properly designed, installed, and 

maintained BMPs, we are asserting the stormwater runoff from the construction site will be no 

different than the stormwater that currently runs off the site.   

 

1. Steep Slopes that cannot be avoided must have, at a minimum, silt fence or equivalent 

sediment controls for all down slope boundaries. 

2. Construction entrances/exits shall be installed wherever traffic will be leaving a 

construction site and moving directly onto a paved public road. 

3. Storm Drain Inlets that could receive storm water from construction activities shall be 

protected by surrounding or covering with a filter material until final stabilization has been 

achieved. 

4. Perimeter silt fencing and brush barriers shall be maintained throughout the life of the 

project.   

5. Construction activities shall be scheduled or sequenced to concentrate work in certain areas 

to minimize the amount of soil that is exposed at one time. 

6. Silt fencing shall remain installed until such time as the engineer deems that the permanent 

grass establishment is sufficient.   

7. Although the owner will retain other undeveloped land, no construction activity will take 

place outside of the project limits shown.   
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Implementation of Controls: 

 

1. Install erosion controls as shown on the plan details and temporarily adjust and replace 

them for utility installations. When the height of the accumulated sediment reaches 1/3 of 

the height of the control, sediment shall be removed. Non-functional controls shall be 

replaced within 24 hours of discovery. When a disturbed area is to be left 14 days or more, 

the appropriate temporary or permanent vegetative practices shall be initiated no later than 

the next working day. 

2. The owner, in disturbing an area, shall implement controls as needed to prevent erosion and 

adverse impacts to the waters of the State. 

3. Comply with applicable State and local waste and sanitary sewer disposal regulations. 

 

 Housekeeping Practices: 

 

1. The permit holder shall design, install, implement and maintain practices appropriate to 

prevent pollutants from entering storm water from construction sites because of poor 

housekeeping.  These practices are listed in the SWPPP and located on the site map. 

2. Chemicals, solvents, paints, fuels and other potential pollutants shall be kept under cover in 

a location that is not affected by storm water runoff.   Equipment and containers are not to 

be washed in an area that will allow runoff to directly enter a stream or storm drain inlet.  

3. Equipment Maintenance and Repair: 

There shall be no major maintenance and/or repairs performed within the project area.  

Minor maintenance and repairs shall be permitted only after appropriate erosion control 

measures are in place. 

4. Concrete Chute Wash Off: 

There will be an established collection pit for concrete chute wash off.  Debris from this pit 

shall be collected and emptied off site. 

5. Waste Receptacles and Waste Collection: 

Each construction crew will be responsible for providing waste receptacles for their use.  

The receptacles shall be emptied off site at an appropriate interval.

Each construction crew shall be responsible for providing and maintaining adequate 

sanitary facilities for their own use.  Please note that the sanitary facilities are not permitted 

to discharge into State Waters.  Portable facilities shall not be placed near storm water 

inlets.  Portable facilities in which the sanitary waste is collected shall be disposed of at an 

appropriate treatment facility. 

 

IV. Maintenance During Construction 

 

Construction will not begin until adequate erosion control measures are in place.  A 

construction sequence shall be as follows. 

 

Construction Sequence: 

 

1. Obtain plan approval and other applicable permits. 

2. Hold preconstruction conference at least one week prior to starting construction.  Weekly 

review of erosion, sediment, and stormwater control plan will be conducted. 

3. Flag the work limits. 

4. Install sediment controls as the first construction activity.  Sediment controls are to be 

installed at locations indicated on the Contractor’s Erosion Control Plan.  Install 

construction entrances at each entry point. 

5. All erosion and sediment control practices will be inspected weekly and after a rain that 

produces a discharge.  Necessary repairs will be made immediately.  Controls will be 

monitored and maintained throughout the project duration 

6. Clear and grub the project site. 

7. Complete site work and grading/drainage installation. 

8. Complete final grading of grounds and permanently vegetate, landscape, and mulch. 

9. After site is stabilized, remove all temporary erosion control measures and install 

permanent vegetation on any disturbed areas. 

10. Estimated time before final stabilization from commencement of project ~ 12 months. 
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The maintenance plan shall be as follows: 

 

Short Term Maintenance 

1. All erosion and sediment controls will be checked for stability and operation following 

every runoff-producing rainfall but in no case less than once every week.  Any needed 

repairs will be made immediately to maintain all practices as designed. 

2. Sediment will be removed from behind the sediment barriers when one-third to one-half of 

the height of the barrier is reached.  Sediment barriers will be replaced as necessary to 

maintain all sediments within the project site. 

3. All seeded areas will be fertilized, reseeded as necessary, and mulched according to 

specifications in the vegetative plan to maintain a vigorous, dense vegetative cover. 

4. As needed, new or additional workers will be utilized in the implementation of the 

operation and maintenance of plan features. 

 

Long Term Maintenance 

1. All vegetated areas will be maintained in adequate condition to provide proper ground 

cover, thereby reducing erosion potential. 

2. Areas where vegetation is lost will be fertilized, seeded, and maintained as necessary to 

restore ground cover. 

 

  Maintenance and Weekly Inspections: 

1. Inspection of all erosion controls shall be performed weekly and after a rain that produces a 

discharge. Record of such inspections shall be made and documented on the attached form. 

Inspections must continue until construction is completed or land disturbing activities have 

ceased and ground cover is established. 

2. Maintenance and additional controls may be installed as directed by the Engineer or Owner, 

based on construction activities and practices.

These measures will generally consist of the items stated in Section III of this report.  The 

measures shall remain in place during construction.  Any disturbed or damaged control 

measures shall be immediately repaired or replaced.   

 

1. Accumulation of soils at construction entrance(s) will be washed or swept to sediment 

barriers for collection. 

2. Silt fences will be inspected for depth of sediment, tears, to see if the fabric is securely 

attached to fence posts, and to see that the fence posts are firmly in the ground at each 

inspection. 

3. Wattles will be inspected for displacement and stake attachment. 

4. Sandbags will be inspected for placement and stability. 

5. Temporary and permanent seeding/sodding will be inspected for bare spots, washouts, and 

healthy growth.   

6. Permanent grassing of the project area shall commence as soon as practical.  All grassed 

areas shall be maintained to an acceptable level until the construction is completed. 

 

V. Reporting Requirements 

All inspection of erosion and sediment controls shall be kept using the forms included in 

Appendices.   

 

In addition, The Contractor shall submit monthly the erosion control inspections to the 

Engineer of Record and maintain inspection records on site. 

 

VI.  Post Construction Controls 

Controls after the project has been completed will consist of permanent grass  

growth being established.

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How Soil Surveys Are Made
Soil surveys are made to provide information about the soils and miscellaneous 
areas in a specific area. They include a description of the soils and miscellaneous 
areas and their location on the landscape and tables that show soil properties and 
limitations affecting various uses. Soil scientists observed the steepness, length, 
and shape of the slopes; the general pattern of drainage; the kinds of crops and 
native plants; and the kinds of bedrock. They observed and described many soil 
profiles. A soil profile is the sequence of natural layers, or horizons, in a soil. The 
profile extends from the surface down into the unconsolidated material in which the 
soil formed or from the surface down to bedrock. The unconsolidated material is 
devoid of roots and other living organisms and has not been changed by other 
biological activity.

Currently, soils are mapped according to the boundaries of major land resource 
areas (MLRAs). MLRAs are geographically associated land resource units that 
share common characteristics related to physiography, geology, climate, water 
resources, soils, biological resources, and land uses (USDA, 2006). Soil survey 
areas typically consist of parts of one or more MLRA.

The soils and miscellaneous areas in a survey area occur in an orderly pattern that 
is related to the geology, landforms, relief, climate, and natural vegetation of the 
area. Each kind of soil and miscellaneous area is associated with a particular kind 
of landform or with a segment of the landform. By observing the soils and 
miscellaneous areas in the survey area and relating their position to specific 
segments of the landform, a soil scientist develops a concept, or model, of how they 
were formed. Thus, during mapping, this model enables the soil scientist to predict 
with a considerable degree of accuracy the kind of soil or miscellaneous area at a 
specific location on the landscape.

Commonly, individual soils on the landscape merge into one another as their 
characteristics gradually change. To construct an accurate soil map, however, soil 
scientists must determine the boundaries between the soils. They can observe only 
a limited number of soil profiles. Nevertheless, these observations, supplemented 
by an understanding of the soil-vegetation-landscape relationship, are sufficient to 
verify predictions of the kinds of soil in an area and to determine the boundaries.

Soil scientists recorded the characteristics of the soil profiles that they studied. They 
noted soil color, texture, size and shape of soil aggregates, kind and amount of rock 
fragments, distribution of plant roots, reaction, and other features that enable them 
to identify soils. After describing the soils in the survey area and determining their 
properties, the soil scientists assigned the soils to taxonomic classes (units). 
Taxonomic classes are concepts. Each taxonomic class has a set of soil 
characteristics with precisely defined limits. The classes are used as a basis for 
comparison to classify soils systematically. Soil taxonomy, the system of taxonomic 
classification used in the United States, is based mainly on the kind and character 
of soil properties and the arrangement of horizons within the profile. After the soil 
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scientists classified and named the soils in the survey area, they compared the 
individual soils with similar soils in the same taxonomic class in other areas so that 
they could confirm data and assemble additional data based on experience and 
research.

The objective of soil mapping is not to delineate pure map unit components; the 
objective is to separate the landscape into landforms or landform segments that 
have similar use and management requirements. Each map unit is defined by a 
unique combination of soil components and/or miscellaneous areas in predictable 
proportions. Some components may be highly contrasting to the other components 
of the map unit. The presence of minor components in a map unit in no way 
diminishes the usefulness or accuracy of the data. The delineation of such 
landforms and landform segments on the map provides sufficient information for the 
development of resource plans. If intensive use of small areas is planned, onsite 
investigation is needed to define and locate the soils and miscellaneous areas.

Soil scientists make many field observations in the process of producing a soil map. 
The frequency of observation is dependent upon several factors, including scale of 
mapping, intensity of mapping, design of map units, complexity of the landscape, 
and experience of the soil scientist. Observations are made to test and refine the 
soil-landscape model and predictions and to verify the classification of the soils at 
specific locations. Once the soil-landscape model is refined, a significantly smaller 
number of measurements of individual soil properties are made and recorded. 
These measurements may include field measurements, such as those for color, 
depth to bedrock, and texture, and laboratory measurements, such as those for 
content of sand, silt, clay, salt, and other components. Properties of each soil 
typically vary from one point to another across the landscape.

Observations for map unit components are aggregated to develop ranges of 
characteristics for the components. The aggregated values are presented. Direct 
measurements do not exist for every property presented for every map unit 
component. Values for some properties are estimated from combinations of other 
properties.

While a soil survey is in progress, samples of some of the soils in the area generally 
are collected for laboratory analyses and for engineering tests. Soil scientists 
interpret the data from these analyses and tests as well as the field-observed 
characteristics and the soil properties to determine the expected behavior of the 
soils under different uses. Interpretations for all of the soils are field tested through 
observation of the soils in different uses and under different levels of management. 
Some interpretations are modified to fit local conditions, and some new 
interpretations are developed to meet local needs. Data are assembled from other 
sources, such as research information, production records, and field experience of 
specialists. For example, data on crop yields under defined levels of management 
are assembled from farm records and from field or plot experiments on the same 
kinds of soil.

Predictions about soil behavior are based not only on soil properties but also on 
such variables as climate and biological activity. Soil conditions are predictable over 
long periods of time, but they are not predictable from year to year. For example, 
soil scientists can predict with a fairly high degree of accuracy that a given soil will 
have a high water table within certain depths in most years, but they cannot predict 
that a high water table will always be at a specific level in the soil on a specific date.

After soil scientists located and identified the significant natural bodies of soil in the 
survey area, they drew the boundaries of these bodies on aerial photographs and

Map Unit Descriptions
The map units delineated on the detailed soil maps in a soil survey represent the 
soils or miscellaneous areas in the survey area. The map unit descriptions, along 
with the maps, can be used to determine the composition and properties of a unit.

A map unit delineation on a soil map represents an area dominated by one or more 
major kinds of soil or miscellaneous areas. A map unit is identified and named 
according to the taxonomic classification of the dominant soils. Within a taxonomic 
class there are precisely defined limits for the properties of the soils. On the 
landscape, however, the soils are natural phenomena, and they have the 
characteristic variability of all natural phenomena. Thus, the range of some 
observed properties may extend beyond the limits defined for a taxonomic class. 
Areas of soils of a single taxonomic class rarely, if ever, can be mapped without 
including areas of other taxonomic classes. Consequently, every map unit is made 
up of the soils or miscellaneous areas for which it is named and some minor 
components that belong to taxonomic classes other than those of the major soils.

Most minor soils have properties similar to those of the dominant soil or soils in the 
map unit, and thus they do not affect use and management. These are called 
noncontrasting, or similar, components. They may or may not be mentioned in a 
particular map unit description. Other minor components, however, have properties 
and behavioral characteristics divergent enough to affect use or to require different 
management. These are called contrasting, or dissimilar, components. They 
generally are in small areas and could not be mapped separately because of the 
scale used. Some small areas of strongly contrasting soils or miscellaneous areas 
are identified by a special symbol on the maps. If included in the database for a 
given area, the contrasting minor components are identified in the map unit 
descriptions along with some characteristics of each. A few areas of minor 
components may not have been observed, and consequently they are not 
mentioned in the descriptions, especially where the pattern was so complex that it 
was impractical to make enough observations to identify all the soils and 
miscellaneous areas on the landscape.

The presence of minor components in a map unit in no way diminishes the 
usefulness or accuracy of the data. The objective of mapping is not to delineate 
pure taxonomic classes but rather to separate the landscape into landforms or 
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landform segments that have similar use and management requirements. The 
delineation of such segments on the map provides sufficient information for the 
development of resource plans. If intensive use of small areas is planned, however, 
onsite investigation is needed to define and locate the soils and miscellaneous 
areas.

An identifying symbol precedes the map unit name in the map unit descriptions. 
Each description includes general facts about the unit and gives important soil 
properties and qualities.

Soils that have profiles that are almost alike make up a soil series. Except for 
differences in texture of the surface layer, all the soils of a series have major 
horizons that are similar in composition, thickness, and arrangement.

Soils of one series can differ in texture of the surface layer, slope, stoniness, 
salinity, degree of erosion, and other characteristics that affect their use. On the 
basis of such differences, a soil series is divided into soil phases. Most of the areas 
shown on the detailed soil maps are phases of soil series. The name of a soil phase 
commonly indicates a feature that affects use or management. For example, Alpha 
silt loam, 0 to 2 percent slopes, is a phase of the Alpha series.

Some map units are made up of two or more major soils or miscellaneous areas. 
These map units are complexes, associations, or undifferentiated groups.

A complex consists of two or more soils or miscellaneous areas in such an intricate 
pattern or in such small areas that they cannot be shown separately on the maps. 
The pattern and proportion of the soils or miscellaneous areas are somewhat similar 
in all areas. Alpha-Beta complex, 0 to 6 percent slopes, is an example.

An association is made up of two or more geographically associated soils or 
miscellaneous areas that are shown as one unit on the maps. Because of present 
or anticipated uses of the map units in the survey area, it was not considered 
practical or necessary to map the soils or miscellaneous areas separately. The 
pattern and relative proportion of the soils or miscellaneous areas are somewhat 
similar. Alpha-Beta association, 0 to 2 percent slopes, is an example.

An undifferentiated group is made up of two or more soils or miscellaneous areas 
that could be mapped individually but are mapped as one unit because similar 
interpretations can be made for use and management. The pattern and proportion 
of the soils or miscellaneous areas in a mapped area are not uniform. An area can 
be made up of only one of the major soils or miscellaneous areas, or it can be made 
up of all of them. Alpha and Beta soils, 0 to 2 percent slopes, is an example.

Some surveys include miscellaneous areas. Such areas have little or no soil 
material and support little or no vegetation. Rock outcrop is an example.

(USLE) and the Revised Universal Soil Loss Equation (RUSLE) to predict the 
average annual rate of soil loss by sheet and rill erosion in tons per acre per year. 
The estimates are based primarily on percentage of silt, sand, and organic matter 
and on soil structure and saturated hydraulic conductivity (Ksat). Values of K range 
from 0.02 to 0.69. Other factors being equal, the higher the value, the more 
susceptible the soil is to sheet and rill erosion by water.

"Erosion factor Kw (whole soil)" indicates the erodibility of the whole soil. The 
estimates are modified by the presence of rock fragments.

Factor K does not apply to organic horizons and is not reported for those layers.

Soil qualities are behavior and performance attributes that are not directly 
measured, but are inferred from observations of dynamic conditions and from soil 
properties.

Hydrologic soil groups are based on estimates of runoff potential. Soils are 
assigned to one of four groups according to the rate of water infiltration when the 
soils are not protected by vegetation, are thoroughly wet, and receive precipitation 
from long-duration storms.

The soils in the United States are assigned to four groups (A, B, C, and D) and 
three dual classes (A/D, B/D, and C/D). The groups are defined as follows:

Group A. Soils having a high infiltration rate (low runoff potential) when thoroughly 
wet. These consist mainly of deep, well drained to excessively drained sands or 
gravelly sands. These soils have a high rate of water transmission.

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Group B. Soils having a moderate infiltration rate when thoroughly wet. These 
consist chiefly of moderately deep or deep, moderately well drained or well drained 
soils that have moderately fine texture to moderately coarse texture. These soils 
have a moderate rate of water transmission.

Group C. Soils having a slow infiltration rate when thoroughly wet. These consist 
chiefly of soils having a layer that impedes the downward movement of water or 
soils of moderately fine texture or fine texture. These soils have a slow rate of water 
transmission.

Group D. Soils having a very slow infiltration rate (high runoff potential) when 
thoroughly wet. These consist chiefly of clays that have a high shrink-swell 
potential, soils that have a high water table, soils that have a claypan or clay layer at 
or near the surface, and soils that are shallow over nearly impervious material. 
These soils have a very slow rate of water transmission.

If a soil is assigned to a dual hydrologic group (A/D, B/D, or C/D), the first letter is 
for drained areas and the second is for undrained areas. Only the soils that in their 
natural condition are in group D are assigned to dual classes.
